The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, April 15, 2009, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Those present were:  Commissioners - George DeMartyn, President, Dolores McAlister, John Kuntzelman and E. Thomas Fry; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager; Deborah Thornton, Administrative Assistant; James Bumgardner, Fire Marshal; and Chief McMaster, Police Chief.

CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

President DeMartyn noted Commissioner Hertzler is absent while on a family trip.

was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

There was no business from the floor.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL  

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the Agreement of Sale between the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Department of General Services, and East Pennsboro Township for the ~50 acres, First Street, Summerdale, for the amount of $2,000,000.00, subject to the recommendation of Township Manager and Township Solicitor, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 


MOTION  to approve the Assignment and Assumption Agreement ‑ Agreement of Sale for Real Estate between East Pennsboro Township and the Cumberland County Industrial Development Authority, subject to the recommendation of Township Manager and Township Solicitor, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the Right‑of‑Entry with respect to certain property located in East Pennsboro Township, Cumberland County, for the purpose of performing a Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment and a Phase 2 Environmental Site Assessment and to perform survey work necessary for the preparation of a proposed subdivision plan, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the Township Manager to advertise the ordinance establishing regulations for the inspection, maintenance, operation, and rehabilitation of individual and community on‑lot sewage disposal systems and the creation of an on‑lot management program, as part of the Act 537 management plan by DEP, which is mandatory, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  approving the request to utilize the East Pennsboro Township Special Fire Police for their special events in 2009, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  directing the Township Manager to forward the board's congratulation to Ginny Anderson Kane, Commissioner for Lower Allen Township since 1982, past president of 
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West Shore Council of Governments and current treasurer of Central Association of Township Commissioners, for receiving the Local Government Excellence Award, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  directing the Township Manager to send a letter to the Londonderry Fire Department showing our interest in their fire truck for sale, with no financial commitment, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Kuntzelman asked that the truck committee get together as soon as possible and set up an arrangement, along with township staff, to review it.  

Mr. Gill informed the board that the Adams‑Ricci Community Park tennis and volley ball court lights are due for replacement.  The lights are over 20 years old.  Payback for a new light system at the current electric rate is 8 ½ years, but based on what is believed the rates will be next year is a payback of 5 ½ years.  Total purchase and construction costs are $9,914.00, and township staff will do the installation.  Mr. Gill recommended taking the cost out of the general obligation bond account at M&T.  All lighting will be purchased on the Costars contract was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION  to replace the lights at the Adams‑Ricci Park tennis and volley ball courts, for a cost of $9,914.00, including installation by township staff, purchased through the Costars contract, to be taken out of the general obligation bond account, with an expected payback at projected electric rates of 5 ½ years, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve invoice from Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor, for professional services rendered during the period of March 18 through April 7, 2009, in the amount of $3,071.25, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill stated the board will be meeting May 20 at 6:00 p.m. for a public meeting at Good Will Fire Company relative to the street landscape project.  Century Benatec will hold a public meeting for input from the public at 6:00 the workshop begins at 7:00.  

Mr. Gill stated Mr. Bumgardner brought to staff’s attention a property in the River Bend development where the township had approved a 50‑foot emergency access easement for right‑of‑way purposes at the end of the cul‑de‑sac that goes to Trail Lane, and unfortunately Mr. Bumgardner discovered the homeowner landscaped the driveway with brick pillars that will not accommodate the width of emergency vehicles.  There is a great concern with fire protection.  
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The gentleman took part of that right‑of‑way and put pillars up that are only 14 foot wide, which cannot accommodate wider vehicles. 

Township staff noted other properties in that development are also building pillars at the end of their driveways at too close of a distance to accommodate emergency vehicles.  In most instances, where the developer put somewhat of a dirt stone in on the access drive, the homeowners have taken that away for landscaping, and half the road is missing. 

It was the consensus of the board the township should make the homeowners restore the land to the original recorded plans.  President DeMartyn asked the Building Department to notify the homeowners that they have landscaped or built on a public right‑of‑way, and it must be corrected.

Mr. Pietropaoli noted this should have never happened, and no permission was given to build on this particular easement, which is a separate fire easement connecting Trail Lane.  Codes office will visit the property owners to have it corrected or cite them. 

Mr. Pietropaoli informed the board Hite Company and Global Energy Service performed audits on all township buildings.  He is awaiting submittal of the reports, which hopefully will explain where savings can be found. 

President DeMartyn noted at a recent visit that the pavilions at Ridley Park should have more tables if  people are going to rent it for any type of group gathering.  They currently have four now, which are too few.

Mr. Fry requested that at the May 6 meeting the board come in at 6:00 to meet on personnel on the Police Department, before the 6:30 meeting with CET.  

President DeMartyn stated an executive session regarding personnel will be held immediately upon adjournment of this meeting. 

MOTION to adjourn the meeting at 9:08 p.m., Was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
