The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, January 2, 2008, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

SWEARING IN OF NEW COMMISSIONERS

President DeMartyn congratulated Jim Hertzler and Tom Fry on their reelections.  They were sworn in by District Magistrate Dougherty. 

III.  ELECTION OF OFFICERS 

Mrs. McAlister nominated George A. DeMartyn as President of the board, and James H. Hertzler as Vice President, which was seconded by Mr. Fry.  There were no other nominations, and the nominations were closed.  The motion passed unanimously.
