The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, January 3, 2007, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Those present were:  Commissioners - George DeMartyn, President, James Hertzler, Vice President, John Kuntzelman, Dolores McAlister, and E. Thomas Fry; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; Jeff Shultz, Codes and Zoning Officer; Deborah Thornton, Administrative Assistant; James Bumgardner, Fire Marshal; and Chief McMaster and Mark Green, Police Department. 

I.
CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

II.
APPROVAL OF REPORTS  

MOTION  approving the following itemized reports:

1.  Property Maintenance Report ‑ November 15 through December 29, 2006 

2.  Food Establishment Inspection Report ‑ December 2006 

was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mrs. Tammy Manet addressed the board on behalf of her husband, Jeffrey Manet.  She asked about the picnic tables that were requested to be replaced back at Ridley Park because they use the tables for disc golf games and tournaments, and with the warm winter, they have been hosting a lot of tournaments.  They also have tag meetings Wednesday and Saturdays. Several tournaments have been held for charitable benefits. Mr. Pietropaoli stated he would have two tables put back at the pavillion.

Mrs. Manet also asked about signage for the park, specifically two signs, one at Poplar Church and Erford Roads, and one at Matthew and Erford Roads.  Mr. Gill stated they are designing a sign right now.  Hampden makes some of the township’s signs with their sign machine, and he and Mr. Pietropaoli have already talked to Hampden Township.  Mr. Gill asked, with regard to the fundraisers, if at the end of the event they would pass on how much money was raised and donated to the particular nonprofit group and report to the Recreation Board.  Mrs. Manet indicated they raised $300 in various tournaments, $100 for the local family with the girl who had cancer.  She also thanked the township for installing the streetlight on October 31, which was perfect timing for Trick or Treat night.  Mr. Gill stated it was a right‑of‑way issue and PPL explained the issue, but it was something PPL had to resolve it.  

Mr. Gary Kerstetter, 200 Park Avenue, Summerdale, addressed the board regarding a problem with trash accumulating in the back yard of a property at 203 Valley Street in Summerdale.  Right now it looks like they dumped a construction debris.  Mr. Pietropaoli stated he will pass it on to the building department tomorrow morning and make sure they get out there.  The township spoke to the property owner when they purchased it.  It is zoned Commercial 
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Limited, so they are permitted to have their office space, but they are not permitted to store there.  Initially, John Owens talked about them putting a fence up separating their parking lot from the residential units, but it is not industrial so they cannot store.  He will also ask the zoning office if they need a fence there.  

Mr. Robert Redfern, 101 Second Street, Summerdale, thanked the board and Chief McMaster for resolving the truck problem that was parked adjacent to their house on Second Street.  It took a while, but the gentleman moved it up a hill next to the church.  But he noted Summerdale is starting to look bad. 

Mr. Dave Quyle, 51 E. Columbia Avenue, asked about getting a parking space back for Deb Baker's place.  The parking stops before her place.  The individuals along the street have driveways full of cars, and there is not enough permit parking for the residents.

Chief McMaster stated the ordinance is specific as to the addresses of the spaces, so it would require an ordinance to add the two spaces.  The ordinance is specific as to the distance from the the intersection. President DeMartyn asked Chief McMaster to review the matter and provide a recommendation.  

V.  ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL  

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the acceptance of Gannett Fleming's proposal dated December 13, 2006, for engineering services relative to the design phase for the three (3) outlined 2007 sanitary sewer extension and replacement projects in the amount not to exceed $25,000, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION  authorizing the implementation of the new calculation for sewer tapping fees as outlined in the Township Manager's memo dated December 27, 2006, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill stated the Township Solicitor to amend Ordinance No. 697‑05, that should be the part of the motion. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor, invoice dated December 29, 2006, for professional services rendered from November 29 to December 29, 2006, in the amount of $3,056.23, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the accumulated vacation and sick leave that Gary Walters had accumulated for the township to deduct his hospitalization and medical expenses that he has accumulated over that period.  There is no interest whatsoever we're charging, and when that is subtracted and zeroed out, ^ that ^ that will we approve the formula that I have presented to the board, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:15 p.m., was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
