The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, February 4, 2009, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

President DeMartyn noted Commissioner Kuntzelman was absent due to mandatory overtime at work.  Mr. Gill reported Mr. Henry Coyne, Township Solicitor, had arthroscopic surgery and is doing fine.  

President DeMartyn noted for the record that Executive Session for personnel matters was held from 6:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL 

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Republic ITS for the completion of the installation of the LED traffic signal lenses from the Liquid Fuels Fund in the amount of $33,195.00, per their awarded bid, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the 2009 wage and salary increases for the nonuniformed employees, per the memo from Robert L Gill, Township Manager, dated February 2, 2009, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to adopt Resolution no. 2009‑02 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, requesting an H20 PA grant from the Commonwealth Financing Authority to be used for the upgrade of the wastewater treatment plant in the amount of $20,000,000.00, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing George A. DeMartyn, President of the Board of Commissioners, to execute the letter to the PA Department of Community and Economic Development requesting the H20 grant in the amount of $20,000,000.00  for the proposed East Pennsboro Township wastewater treatment plant upgrade project, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the request from the Jewish Federation Greater Harrisburg to utilize the fields and tennis courts at Adams‑Ricci Community Park on Sunday, May 17, 2009, for the Maccabi Games, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to disapprove the request from Kallam's  Klan to lease land at the Adams‑Ricci Community Park from East Pennsboro Township to locate The Meadows Ice Cream franchise, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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MOTION  to approve the request from the East Pennsboro Township Fire Police to request mutual aid for 2009 community events from Camp Hill Fire Police, West Shore Fire Police, Silver Spring Fire Police and Hampden Township Fire Police, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  authorizing the Township Manager to advertise for a special Board of Commissioners meeting for Wednesday, February 25, 2009, at 6:00 p.m. for CET Engineers to present their evaluation of the preliminary design of the wastewater treatment plant, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

The board will consider the nine tax anticipation note proposals at its February 18 meeting.  Additionally, Mr. Kurt Stoner, County Planning Director; Ted Wise, County Public Safety Director; and Justin Miller from GES will discuss the double address updates for the villages of Summerdale and West Fairview.  

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m., was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
