The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, February 6, 2008, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Those present were:  Commissioners - George DeMartyn, President, James Hertzler, Vice President, John Kuntzelman, Dolores McAlister, and E. Thomas Fry; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; John B. Owens, Codes and Zoning Officer; Deborah Thornton, Administrative Assistant; James Bumgardner, Fire Marshal; and Mark Green, Police Department. 

I.
CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

II.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

MOTION  approving the minutes of the Regular Meeting of January 16, 2008, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.   

III.  APPROVAL OF REPORTS  


MOTION  approving the following itemized reports:

was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

IV.  BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

Mr. Michael Brown, from Gannett Fleming, addressed the board regarding options relative to costs for normal maintenance and operations at the wastewater treatment plant without doing the nitrogen phosphorous relative to the Chesapeake Bay Strategy.  Mr. Brown stated they updated their previous proposal to reflect the items they feel could move forward efficiently and 
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effectively, such as the anaerobic digest system and sludge handling, completely separate from the nutrient reduction.  They are still proposing to do a preliminary design, which would then spell out the details of how they proceed with a formal design and subsequent construction.  They established a schedule of 60 days to do that work, at an estimated cost of $45,000 to address those items at this time.  The original proposal for preliminary design was $85,000.  

Mr. Gill noted the board has 30 days to appeal the National Pollutant Discharge System (NPDS) permit, if the board wishes to appeal.  It was received January 31, and is effective February 1, 2008, expiring midnight January 31, 2013.  It must be renewed every five years.  The permit specifies certain limits the municipality must meet, and the design components or facilities to meet those needs. 

V.  ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL  

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the handicapped parking space for Francis Kanish, 832 Erford Road, Camp Hill, per the recommendation of the Chief of Police, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the execution of the Side Agreement between the East Pennsboro Township Police Officers' Association and East Pennsboro Township for the sole purposes of placing newly hired probationary patrolman on the salary scale, thus agreeing that the township may give up to 30 months of equivalent credit for prior service as an Act 120 certified police officer in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to appoint Commissioners E. Thomas Fry and James H. Hertzler; Robert L Gill, Township Manager; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager, as alternate; and Michael Miller, Esquire, township labor lawyer, to the negotiating team relative to the East Pennsboro Township Police Department's new three‑year contract, per their proposal dated January 16, 2008, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition No 8  from the 2007 General Construction Fund Account No. 2003240 in the amount of $450,000.00 was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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MOTION  authorizing the Township Manager to notify Integrity Bank that effective April 1, 2008, they will be the Township's main depository bank, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Item No. 7 on the agenda was tabled.  

MOTION  to approve the request from Cornerstone Independent Baptist Church to hold sunrise services at the Keystone Pavilion in Adams‑Ricci Community Park on Sunday, March 23, 2008, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Five Star International, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, for the chassis payment for the 2008 Highway International in the amount of $57,008.00, to be paid out of State Liquid Fuels Fund, which has been budgeted in the 2008 budget, with was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Todd Chevrolet of Monroeville, Pennsylvania, for a 2008 Chevrolet chassis in the amount of $23,663.33, to be paid out of the sewer budget, which has been budgeted, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill noted both these vehicles have been purchased through the State piggyback purchase program.  

MOTION  approving invoice received from Henry F.  Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor, invoice dated February 5, 2008, for professional services rendered during the period of January 11 to January 30, 2008, in the amount of $2,936.25, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Jay States, from Grove Miller Engineering, reviewed with the board his report on the LEDs and preemption light scenarios, and a map outlining what traffic signals currently have preemption and which ones need to have preemption.  He reviewed the list of intersections that will require LED bulbs, how many bulbs per intersection, for a total cost for 415 LEDs at $41,500.  The LEDs have a 10‑year lifespan and offer a 70 to 90 percent electrical cost savings.  
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Mr. Gill noted in looking at the cost and the engineering cost, the township has $15,000 to $20,000 to put towards preemption.  Mr. Bumgardner stated the shopping center is the worst intersection to get through for emergency services and needs to be done first.  The board asked the Fire Marshal to prioritize the top three intersections. Mr. Gill noted the board can bid it to get an idea of costs, and put in the bid specifications that the township reserves the right not to install any preemption.  

MOTION  authorizing Grove‑Miller Engineering to prepare the plans and specifications for bidding purposes in the amount of $13,000.00 to provide the township with the signalization for the LEDs and also the remaining six intersections for preemption to be installed, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

Mr. Hertzler stated the board did not discuss the preemption costs in the 2008 budget, and he has concerns about moving forward with the preemption at this time.  Mr. Gill noted the preemption was in the preliminary budget using a carryover of $102,300 from the estimated to actual liquid fuels amount.  Mr. Hertzler asked if there will be any development at the shopping center that could help pay for the intersection.  Mr. Gill noted there may be, and the township can negotiate that as an approach. Once the bids come back, per bid specifications they will have the preemption costs as a separate line item and the township reserves the right not to install.

Mr. Pietropaoli suggested the township may not see a savings by dividing out the preemption from the LED project, since the same lighting contractor would do the preemption at the same time as the LED, and any cost savings may not be realized if they are done separately.  

A goal‑setting meeting was set for March 8, 2008, at 8:00. 

Mr. Gill noted the ambulance report and yearly budget was received today.  Mr. Kuntzelman reported Firemen's Relief is going up to 2 1/2 percent from 2 percent.  

Mr. Fry discussed residents who live around along old Center Street were wondering if they can get something to put on their windshield so that the Fire Police do not always stop them when they are trying to go down to their property during a festival at Adams-Ricci Park.  He noted the carnival will last for four days this year, creating a burden for them.  Mr. Gill and staff will talk to the Police Department about a placard for those residents. 

President DeMartyn announced the board would meet in executive session after adjournment to discuss possible litigation.

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:45 p.m., was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
