The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, February 7, 2007, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Those present were:  Commissioners - George DeMartyn, President, James Hertzler, Vice President, John Kuntzelman, Dolores McAlister, and E. Thomas Fry; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; John B. Owen, Codes and Zoning Officer; Deborah Thornton, Administrative Assistant; James Bumgardner, Fire Marshal; and Chief McMaster and Mark Green, Police Department. 

I.
CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

II. APPROVAL OF REPORTS  

MOTION  approving the following itemized reports:

1.  Building Department Report ‑ January 2007 

2.  Food Establishment Inspection Report ‑ January 2007 

3.  Property Maintenance Report ‑ January 2007 

was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

III.  BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

There was no business from the floor.

IV.  ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL

Mr. Frank Lieber, from Rhoads & Sinon, Township Bond Counsel, addressed the board regarding the request for loan proposals for a tax and revenue anticipation note not to exceed $500,000.  An RFP was sent out to six banks, four of which responded.  The rates ranged from 6 percent from Mid Penn Bank to 6.75 percent from Commerce Bank.  The most favorable proposal of Mid Penn Bank reflects that it may be on a draw‑down basis as well as prepayable at any time without any premium penalty.  He reviewed the proposed resolution, the key provisions are that the credit facility is in an amount not to exceed $500,000, at a fixed interest rate of 6 percent, it may be drawn through the period ending April 1, 2007, and it is due on or before December 31, 2007, at which time the township will pay what it has drawn plus accrued interest.  

Mr. Gill disclosed for the record that the six banks were requested to submit proposals, and the Robert Gill in the correspondence from Mid-Penn Bank is his son, who is the branch manager of Mid Penn, and everything went through Mr. Lieber, indicating there was no conflict of interest.  Mr. Gill did note disappointment at Commerce Bank, who made a stipulation that if they provided the tax anticipation note, they had to have all township accounts, which none of the other banks made a similar stipulation. 
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MOTION  to adopt Resolution no. 2007‑04 as presented, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Warnock Fleet, East Hanover, New Jersey, in the amount of $24,783.08, for one (1) new 2007 Dodge Charger, purchased under the State Piggyback Contract, was made by Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  Mr. Hertzler noted it is with an extended warranty of up to 100,000 miles.  

MOTION  to adopt Ordinance no. 730‑07 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania, establishing a three‑way stop at the intersection of Hawthorne Street and Chester Street in the Laurel Woods Development, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to adopt Ordinance no. 731‑07 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania, establishing a four‑way stop at the intersection of Redwood Drive and Larch Lane in the Penn Valley Development, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  to adopt Ordinance no. 732‑07 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania, establishing stop signs on an unnamed alley at its intersection with Hawthorne Street and on an unnamed alley at its intersection with South Humer Street in the Laurel Woods Development, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to rescind the recommendation for a three‑way stop at the intersection of Hillcrest Road and Riverview Drive in the Grandview Acre Development, based on the petition of residents of the development, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the Township Solicitor to prepare and advertise the ordinance for stop signs at the intersection of Lincoln Street and West Perry Street, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve "no parking" on the south side of West Cumberland Road from North Enola Drive for a distance of 30 feet, and “no parking” on the north side from there out, and to authorize the Township Solicitor to prepare an ordinance, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the execution of the 2007 Solicitor's Contract between East Pennsboro Township and Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the 5‑year contract extension between East Pennsboro Township and Synagro Central, LLC, for the BioSolids Management Services for the period of January 1, 2008, through December 31, 2012, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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Mr. Hertzler asked if the inflationary adjustment is similar. Mr. Gill stated it is the same formula, CPI based on central Pennsylvania.  It does not exceed 4 percent, and usually runs around 2 or 3 percent.  The township is now paying 82 cents per gallon for the liquid. 

MOTION  authorizing the Township Solicitor to prepare an ordinance to amend the permit parking ordinance on East Columbia Road adding two more parking spaces on the east side of East Columbia Road, and delete 27 East Columbia Road as an eligible address for a parking permit, per the Chief of Police's recommendation, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to authorize payment to Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor, for professional services rendered from January 30, 2007, to February 2, 2007, invoice dated February 5, 2007, in the amount of $5,619.51 was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

President DeMartyn indicated he has been getting a lot of complaints about speeding on Wertzville Road, especially in the area of Sheaffer's Development.  The speed limit is currently set at 35 miles an hour.  He requested the traffic engineers review to see what can be done.  

The board reviewed the minor subdivision plan for Robert Long on Mountain Road.  Mr. Rob Shaffer, from Act One Consultants, presented the plan.  The property is on Mountain Road along the Westwood Hills Development.  Mr. Long is proposing a lot add-on subdivision, taking 98 square feet from the smaller lot and adding it to the larger lot.  He will request a waiver of the requirement for preliminary to final plan submission, waiver for requirement of erosion and sedimentation control plan because it is only shifting a lot line and there is no construction, waiver of requirement of stormwater plan because there is no construction, and waiver for installation of curbing. The  waiver for sidewalk was recommended for disapproval by the Planning Commission, which indicated they would eventually like to see it connected to the Westwood Hills Development on Veronica Lane.  The other three waivers were recommended for approval by the Planning Commission. 

Mr. Owen referred to a letter from Karen Dunkle, a zoning officer, which was sent because the property owner cut down a large amount of vegetation on that property and has it stacked and piled.  Because of a complaint that was filed at the last Planning Commission meeting, she went out to assess the situation for health and sanitation and issued a warning notice to Mr. Long to clean‑up the property.  Mr. Owen asked that the property maintenance report be a condition for approval, that the property owner cleans up the property in accordance with Mrs. Dunkle's letter of February 2, 2007. 

MOTION approving the minor subdivision plan for Robert Long on Mountain Road, approving a waiver of the requirement for preliminary to final plan submission, waiver for requirement of erosion and sedimentation control plan, waiver of requirement of stormwater plan, and waiver for installation of curbing, also that the property maintenance report be a condition for approval, that the property owner cleans up the property in accordance with Mrs. Dunkle's letter of February 2, 2007, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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MOTION  to reaffirm lot 7 of the Sherwood Street condos, three units in the back which are near expiration of the 90 days for recording the plan, while township staff and the Township Solicitor have not received satisfactory homeowner's documents indicating joint responsibility for maintenance, and the plan does not show the distance for a lateral, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill stated with regard to the Township's old La France, it received no bids, so he is going to put it on Ebay.  There have been other vehicles on Ebay that are newer and there is not much bidding going on, so he is not too optimistic.  It will cost $120 to put it on Ebay, and then 20 percent of the first thousand dollars. Mr. Pietropaoli indicated there are a few parts that might bring value.   

Mr. Gill stated the Fire Department truck committee is working on preparing plans and specs.  Their timetable is to see them back before the board sometime in April.  At that time, the township hopes to have an updated draft of the Memorandum of Understanding.  Mr. Gill also informed the board he purchased 16 vests for the active members of the Fire Police, based on the Fire Marshal's recommendation. 

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:13 p.m., was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
