The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, February 20, 2008, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Those present were:  Commissioners - George DeMartyn, President, James Hertzler, Vice President, John Kuntzelman, Dolores McAlister, and E. Thomas Fry; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; John B. Owens, Codes and Zoning Officer; Deborah Thornton, Administrative Assistant; James Bumgardner, Fire Marshal; and Chief McMaster, Police Department. 

I.
CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called to order at 8:45 p.m., and announced that an Executive Session was held before the meeting concerning a matter of potential litigation.

A moment of silent meditation was observed in memory of Pete Helman of Summerdale Fire Company, and Bertha Bowshier, former Recreation Board chairman, two dedicated public servants who both  passed away this week.  

II.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

MOTION  to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of February 6, 2008, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

III.  APPROVAL OF REPORTS 

MOTION  approving the following itemized reports:

2.  Overtime Report 

was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

IV.   BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

Mr. Rick Rovegno, County Commissioner, introduced a new concept referred to conceptually as the Cumberland County Municipal Cooperation Commission.  The concept was authored by Fred Potzer, town manager of Newville, to put together a structure that would allow
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a flourishing of cooperative ventures, especially in areas of the county where municipalities do not have full‑time staff and resources.  The theory is that the county would provide administrative support for any or all efforts that municipalities, municipal authorities, school districts, and fire companies would want to undertake as long as it was demonstrated there would be a net savings for providing taxpayers with these services, since there would be a cost to the county to provide the administrative support.  He asked he board to please review this concept and come to the meeting with thoughts and ideas.  He was contacted by representatives from the Governor's Center for Local Government because currently there is no type of structure in the Commonwealth and they indicated they might be willing to offer State financial support to this endeavor and maybe use it as a test model to apply or suggest to other counties.  

V.  ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL  

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the execution of the professional service agreement between Cumberland County Industrial Development Authority, East Pennsboro Township, and PBS&J for the Summerdale project, phase 1, in the amount of $44,000.00, to be divided equally between East Pennsboro Township and Cumberland County Industrial Development Authority, with the understanding that this cost and others will be reimbursed to the township, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill noted it was knocked down from $68,000.00 to $44,000.00 because of a great amount of legwork done by Joe Bonarrigo, Township Engineer.  

MOTION  to authorize the execution of the one‑year lease extension agreement between Hospice of Central Pennsylvania and East Pennsboro Township for the period of July 1, 2008, through June 30, 2009, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill stated the lease agreement represents approximately a 4.5 percent increase.  

MOTION  to accept the flat fee schedule for negotiating cable franchise agreement with Verizon as presented to the Capital Region COG by the Cohen Law Group, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, for a minimum of $2,625 to a maximum of $4,725, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  
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Mr. Gill stated he believes it will be closer to the minimum of $2,625 for 26-30 municipalities involved versus the maximum of $4,725 for 1-10 municipalities because of the number of municipalities that will participate in the franchise agreements.  Mr. Hertzler stated it is a no‑brainer in terms of costs if the township tried to do it on its own.  Mr. Gill noted Dan Cohen has asked for members to be involved in the negotiations, and since he is one of only two managers left who were involved in the original cable franchise agreement, he would like to be a part of it. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition No. 9 from the 2007 General Construction Fund Account to Yale Electric Supply for miscellaneous materials used for the walkway lights at Adams‑Ricci Community Park in the amount of $492.28, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition No. 17 from the 1998 Sewer Construction Fund Account to Alpha Consulting Engineers, Inc., for professional services relative to the Oyster Mill sewer extension in the amount of $2,602.50, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Item no. 7 on the agenda was tabled. 

MOTION  to accept the proposal from Gannett Fleming, Inc., for engineering services relative to the design and bid phase for the Beaver Avenue Pumping Station replacement in the amount not to exceed $38,300.00, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill stated this money is budgeted in the construction reserve account to pay for the upgrades.  

MOTION  authorizing the Township Solicitor to file an appeal with the Environmental Hearing Board in a timely fashion to the NPDS permit issued to the township by the Department of Environmental Protection on the basis of objection to the Chesapeake Bay tributary strategy requirements, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

A goal setting meeting is scheduled for March 8, 2008, from 8:00 to 12:00.  All department heads were requested to be present. 

Mr. Gill stated Lee Seibert contacted the township yesterday relative to additional transportation for Election Board student training in Carlisle April 3 and April 5.  Because of the  high turnout anticipated for the primary and general elections, it was recommended to continue to have these students available and help with transportation for their training through 2008.  
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Mr. Gill noted for the record that at the workshop session the board discussed the Village of Summerdale 100th Anniversary banners.  The banners should be purchased and installed in the next four to six weeks.  The Summerdale Anniversary Committee appreciates the Township's involvement in the design and purchase of banners.

President DeMartyn announced the West Shore Democratic Club has been reorganized as a nonprofit organization committed to promoting democratic ideals and community service, and as such its first act is making available to East Pennsboro Township a $50,000 grant for all the materials to construct a multi‑purpose shelter on an existing concrete platform at Adams‑Ricci Park in memory of Ollie Rosenberg.  He stated the club is thrilled to be in a position to provide a gift grant that will spare taxpayers expense for this project.  The $50,000 grant will also include all the stone to do the stone work and the steps.  

MOTION  to accept the $50,000 grant from the West Shore Democratic Club to purchase and construct a multi‑purpose shelter on the existing concrete slab at the Adams‑Ricci Park in memory of Ollie Rosenberg, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a majority of the "aye" votes, with Mr. Kuntzelman voting in the negative.

Mr. Hertzler stated this will be a tremendous asset to the community and used for a lot of different things, and especially that it is done in the memory of Ollie Rosenberg, who dedicated a lot to this community.  He also noted that as the first action of the reconstituted West Shore Democratic Club, which has been reorganized as a nonprofit organization committed to promoting democratic ideals and community service, they are giving back to East Pennsboro Township in the same manner as Mr. Rosenberg did.

Mr. Kuntzelman stated he appreciates the money to the township from the West Shore Democratic Club, but he voted in the negative because as the Recreation Board Commissioner, they indicated they are not in favor of a gazebo but a band shell.  He questioned why the township would have boards if the Commissioners are not going to respect their wishes.  President DeMartyn noted all of the boards are advisory, and the Board of Commissioners make the final decision.  He also indicated this type of shelter will have a multi‑purpose use and will be used for more events than a band shell would.

Mr. Kuntzelman brought up a problem with excessive cigarette butts out at the Adams-Ricci Park.  It has been noted that since Highmark went smoke‑free at their campus, township parks are now seeing increased littering with cigarette butts.  The Recreation Board is looking to make Adams‑Ricci Park nonsmoking.  It takes a grounds worker one to two hours to clean up the cigarette butts out there.  Mrs. McAlister has also received complaints from residents taking their children and grandchilden out to Imagination Station and people are smoking at Imagination Station.  Residents are not only complaining about the cigarette butts, but also because it is a wood structure, and that is a fire hazard. 
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Mr. Pietropaoli noted the township is getting complaints from Gannett Fleming because they own property next to Highmark's other campus and Highmark employees who smoke go into Gannett Fleming's parking lot and dump their butts. 

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:45 p.m., was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
