The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, April 16, 2008, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Those present were:  Commissioners - George DeMartyn, President, James Hertzler, Vice President, John Kuntzelman, Dolores McAlister, and E. Thomas Fry; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; John B. Owens, Codes and Zoning Officer; Deborah Thornton, Administrative Assistant; James Bumgardner, Fire Marshal; and Mark Green, Police Department. 

I.
CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

II. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

MOTION  approving the minutes of the Regular Meeting of April 2, 2008, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

III.  APPROVAL OF REPORTS

MOTION  approving the Building Department Report for March 2008, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

IV.  BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

Ms. Marian Murtha, Five Redwood Drive, presented to the board a petition from the residents of Penn Valley Community, Phase 5, for a 3‑way stop at the intersection of Redwood Drive and Edenderry Way.  Mr. Blain Hanger, Four Redwood Drive, who lives at the particular intersection, voiced his support of the petition for a 3‑way stop at that intersection.  Chief McMaster also delivered to the board a recommendation for the 3‑way stop, which the police already reviewed.  

MOTION  to accept the petition from residents of Penn Valley, Phase 5 was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  
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Mr. Ron Chiverella, Jr., 220 Susquehanna Avenue, addressed the board asking for help with a water problem on his property.  He indicated the issue was a safety issue through the winter, and now it is still flowing across his driveway and into the street. President DeMartyn noted the board saw it yesterday on their highway tour. It apparently comes from an underground spring which has become active again after a time of dormancy. 

Mr. Chiverella indicate he is looking for a drain at the end of the street or at his driveway that will collect it and alleviate the extra water on his driveway and in his yard.  Mr. Bonarrigo stated staff is going to try to get in the inlet across the road and see if there is enough drop from his driveway to connect to that inlet there or a box.  They want to put an inlet at Juniata and Susquehanna Streets, but first there must be enough of a drop.   

Mr. Lee Woodmansee, representing site acquisition for Wireless Service, presented to the board a proposal to use an existing pole that provides light for the Shaffer football field and put a cell transmission box on it.  They propose using the compound right behind the fenced area that Comcast currently uses.  There is a pole at the edge of the fence that they would replace with a steel pole, make it 15 feet higher so there would be separation between the lights they would replace on that pole and their antennas.  Their antennas would be flush mounted, they would not stand out from the pole.  The proposed height is 70 feet for the pole with antenna and lights.  The current pole is 60 feet.  They will be going to the Zoning Hearing Board for a variance because these facilities are not allowed in residential areas.  The lights will go back on at the same elevation. 

Mr. Owen indicated the only thing the township regulates in the Zoning Ordinance is telecommunication towers for fall zone, which need 110 percent clear fall radius of the tower.  Mr. Woodmansee noted the existing pole that is there now is a wooden creosol pole.  They do not know the existing stresses on that pole and it is close enough to the next property line that would hit the next property if it fell.  They are proposing to put in a pole that would exceed all standards. 

Mr. Woodmansee stated his firm was contracted by T‑Mobile to find the site.  Mr. Bonarrigo noted if they move the pole they would meet the fall zone.  Mr. Woodmansee stated EPYAL requested that site because they would like to keep it away from the concession stand or where people walk or park.  

Mr. Phil Dudek, a township resident and owner of Priority Tower, Inc., addressed the board regarding site development for a communication tower at Adams‑Ricci Park. He previously worked for Sprint Nextel before starting his own business, which looks for opportunities for development of new tower sites.  He also represents people who need help with their wireless leasing issues.  He noted his over 21 years of industry experience inside the 
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wireless business, mostly in the development and operations of wireless communication sites. He discussed with the board a leasing opportunity for a site at the south end of Adams‑Ricci Park, on East Pennsboro Township property.  He is looking at the possibility of a 120‑foot monopole type tower on a sliver of land along East Penn Drive and Center Street.  The proposed tower is 250 feet out from the base to the proposed pedestrian walk bridge.  There is 110 percent of fall zone for cell phone towers, and it meets that requirement regarding public property, but it does not regarding the setback requirements for roadways.  

He offered two types of leasing arrangements, one where the township keeps so many extra dollars for every carrier arriving on the pole past the first carrier, and he pays a set amount to the township for each of those, or a more flexible arrangement where the township keeps control of what the amount is that they take for the ground space and he collects the tower rent portion of it. 

Mr. Gill noted the township currently has an agreement with Clearwire for a 70‑foot pole in between both basketball courts, which has not yet been constructed.  The same provider also has a proposed tower at the wastewater treatment plant.  The township is collecting revenue on it, even though they have not started construction.  He asked how their site might interference with this proposal.  Mr. Dudek stated it should not affect it.  If they are putting one between the two courts it will probably be a very narrow diameter pole and trench it outside the back part of the fence. 

Mr. Gill asked the board to sit down with staff and the Solicitor to review this proposal, the current agreement, and some alternate sites.  

V.  ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 


MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 19 from the 1998 Sewer Construction Fund Account to Gannett Fleming, Inc., for professional service relative to the Oyster Mill Sewer Extension in the amount of $825.02, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  to accept the letter of resignation, with regret, from Rena Spicher from the Board of Recreation, effective immediately due to her relocating outside the township, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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Mr. Kuntzelman stated she is getting married and moving out of the township, but she was a very valuable asset for the years that she served on the board.  

Item no. 4 on the agenda was tabled. 

MOTION  authorizing payment to Day Ford, Inc., Monroeville, Pennsylvania, in the amount of $24,102.00 for the 2008 SUV Ford Expedition for the Police Department, per the piggyback purchase program, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the Township Solicitor to advertise an ordinance authorizing Cumberland County and East Pennsboro Township to enter into a master intergovernmental cooperative agreement for the use of Special Fire Police and mutual aid assistance, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 


MOTION  authorizing the Township Solicitor to prepare a side agreement with the Township's Fire Police to require that they notify the Board of Commissioners when they are requested to participate in a non‑emergency event by another volunteer fire company outside of East Pennsboro Township, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION  to approve the Summerdale Plaza Sewer Extension Agreement between East Pennsboro Township and the Summerdale Plaza Associates to construct a new sanitary sewer collection system at their expense, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Item no. 8 on the agenda was tabled.  

MOTION  authorizing the advertisement of a Special Meeting for Thursday, April 24, 2008, at 5:30 p.m., was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  


MOTION  authorizing advertisement to post "No Parking" signs along both sides of Oak Street from Chestnut to Second Streets, per the recommendation of the Chief of Police, and close the east end of Cargill Street by placing a barricade or guide rail to prevent traffic from and to Routes 11 and 15, per the recommendation of the Chief of Police, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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MOTION  authorizing advertisement of an ordinance to establish a 3‑way stop intersection at Redwood Drive and Edenderry Way, based upon petition of residents of the neighborhood and upon recommendation of the Chief of Police, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill noted the township received a letter from Dan Cohen and the Council of Governments regarding  a meeting at the end of May to review the Verizon franchise agreement.

President DeMartyn noted for the record the board met this evening from 6:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m. with the Township Manager, Assistant Manager, Recreation Director, and Director of the Senior Citizens Center to review the attendance of the Senior Citizens Center and discuss the condition of the bus, which will not pass inspection, and a number of things needed to do to promote the Senior Citizens Center better.  The board asked them to come back after Labor Day with some ideas.  It seems that the newer senior citizens are more active and maybe there should be different types of programs provided for that group.  

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:45 p.m., was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
