The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, May 2, 2007, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Those present were:  Commissioners - George DeMartyn, President, James Hertzler, Vice President, John Kuntzelman, E. Thomas Fry, and Dolores McAlister; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; John B. Owen, Codes and Zoning Officer; Deborah Thornton, Administrative Assistant, James Bumgardner, Fire Marshal; and Chief McMaster and Mark Green, Police Department. 

I.
CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

II.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

MOTION  to approve the minutes of the following meetings:

was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

III.  APPROVAL OF REPORTS  

Mrs. Alicia Stine reported as the representative to the Frederickson Library on the status of their Campaign for the Future.  The Frederickson Library has started a campaign for $750,000, $500,000 to be used to retire the mortgage and $250,000 for the purchase of the neighboring house they recently purchased.  The library handles 75,000 people and is already finding it hard to find parking, which is why they purchased the house.  There are 20 trustees on the board who have pledged $112,000.00. At the present time they have received $492,925.32 in pledges, of which $317,793.00 has been received.  Six municipalities comprise Frederickson Library ‑ Camp Hill, East Pennsboro, Hampden, Lemoyne, Lower Allen and Wormleysburg. Two volunteers are being honored as volunteer of the year, one volunteer from Frederickson Library and Gloria Shaud from the East Pennsboro Branch.  

IV.  BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

Mr. Alan Koch, 81 Center Street, reiterated his concern regarding the need to install drainage ditches for the property across the street which has been pumping water out of their basement which flows across the road to his property.  Mr. Bonarrigo stated township crews are ready to get started on remediation.
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V.  ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL  

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  to adopt Ordinance No. 735‑07 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania, amending Ordinance No. 562‑96, part of Chapter 15, Part 3, which provides a residential parking permit program for certain eligible residential areas by revising the residential permit parking for Columbia Road, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  to approve payment in the amount of $212,000.00 to Golden Equipment Company, Inc., for one (1) 2006 International 7400 sewer jet and air vacuum from the 2007 Sewer Construction Fund Account No. 2003229, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  authorizing the advertisement of the ordinances for the adoption of the Holding Tank and Grinder Pump as prepared by Gannett Fleming, Inc., was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote 

The board reviewed the final subdivision and lot addition plan for William Brougher.  Mr. Brougher explained he bought the property and subdivided it into lots approximately a year ago and now is down to the existing dwelling lot, for which he wants to make a lot line adjustment.  He would like to add 67 1/2 feet from lot 1A and increase the side yard, and eventually build a detached garage on the side yard.  He anticipates selling lot 1 in a year.  By requesting the lot add‑on he will have enough lot coverage on lot 1, which is a conforming lot.  

Mr. Owen indicated the Planning Commission recommended approval because it is just lot conveyance and shifting a line, with the requested four waivers of existing contours, political data, preliminary plan to final plan, erosion sedimentation control plan and stormwater plan.   

MOTION  to approve the final subdivision and lot  addition plan for William E. and Sheri M. Brougher, with the requested waivers of existing contours, political data, preliminary plan submission, and erosion and sedimentation control plan and stormwater plan, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

Mr. John Murphy, with Alpha Consulting Engineers, presented the preliminary/final (minor) subdivision plan for W.F. Partnership.  The plan is currently one lot of 2.6 acres fronting Center Street.  The intent is to do a minor subdivision plan, thereby creating two building lots of 1.3 acres each.  Because it is a minor plan, they are requesting several waiver requests, including preliminary plan submission, erosion control and stormwater management since there is no building proposed at this time, and also a deferral regarding installation of sidewalk until something is built.  President DeMartyn commented that curbs and sidewalks should be part of the plan, whether building is planned or not, or a letter of credit to put it in once a building permit is issued.  He noted the township cannot assess a property owner for widening the roadway at a later date, but they can be assessed for sidewalks and curbing.  The two properties will require the street to be widened, and money should be held in escrow to provide for the widening. 
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Mr. Pietropaoli noted that the township has requested a similar waiver to be placed on a plan before but not worded as a waiver, rather showing the sidewalk on the plan and basically giving an extension on the requirement of installation of the sidewalk and curbing.  It could be attached to the building permit, which can be done by a letter of credit that can be transferable from the current property owner to the next.  The letter of credit will be divided into two for improvement between lot 1 and lot 2. 

Item 6 on the agenda was tabled until staff and the developer can further review the matter.

Mr. Frank Kuntz, with Alpha Consulting Engineers, presented the preliminary/final land development plan for Kinsley Property.  The property is located on Routes 11 and 15, a current landscaping business that wishes to erect a building, install property pins, do a pavement overlay, and install an underground stormwater system.  All outside agency approvals have been received.  They request a waiver for preliminary plan submission.  Mr. Owen noted the business is a permitted use in the Commercial General zone.  Access will be off Prospect Road, and there will be circular traffic movement inside and back out onto Prospect Road.  

MOTION  to approve the final land development plan for Kinsley Property, including the waiver for requirement of preliminary plan submission, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

Mr. Mark Allen and Mr. John Murphy, from Alpha Consulting Engineers, and Mike Green and Dave Reager, of Floribunda Associates, presented a subdivision plan for Floribunda Heights, Phase I, Section 10, which is the last section in the development.  The plan has been amended to contain seven fewer lots, 33 instead of 40.  Curbing and sidewalks, sanitary sewer, and public water are proposed.  They request a waiver for a required traffic study, since all road structure in the area are complete.  

Drainage will consist of direct discharge for the site with clear water systems going toward the street.  The Planning Commission recommended approval.  Erosion and sedimentation control approval and DEP approval are still outstanding.  

Mr. Dave Walt, Esquire, of Wolf and Wolf, representing property owners Byron Jacobs and Ed Freed, addressed the board regarding areas of the plan which are close to the properties of his clients, who have appeared before the board numerous times regarding drainage problems they perceive as stormwater runoff problems that have been magnified by prior approved phases.  There was discussion as to whether this proposed preliminary subdivision plan would have an additional affect on his clients' current situation, and the suggestion was made that it would actually reduce the stormwater runoff because of the clear water systems going toward the street.  Mr. Walt pointed out two issues raised by an independent engineer who reviewed the plan for Mr. Walt, which include the condition and maintenance of the diversionary swale that runs along the community open space which is intended to take the stormwater from previously developed Phase K and go beyond the Jacobs' property and discharge into the flood plain area along the Connodoquinnet Creek.  Upon inspection today, Mr. Walt noticed considerable vegetation growing within the diversionary swale.  Mr. Allen indicated after personal review today, he does not see that as a problem.  Mr. Walt indicated his understanding and of the township's Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance requires that these community open space areas be dedicated to a homeowner's association, and that the association would be responsible to
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maintain it, which appears to not be maintained.  Mr. Allen indicated that he was willing to do a site tour with the parties to see where the breach in the swale might be causing a considerable amount of problem on the Jacobs property.  

Mr. Walt noted that GTS had discussed in an April 1 letter about maintaining, restoring, and constructing the top slope diversion swale and berm located on the northwestern portion of the site, and specifically, in today's letter identified as additional comment number 3 there had not been responses to that offered by the applicant.  Because of these outstanding concerns, he asked that the board table this matter until there are satisfactory responses received from the applicant and to permit his client, through his office, to have an engineer provide the board with an additional report as to whether there may be a future threat of infiltration and additional exacerbation of their stormwater runoff issues.  

Mr. Murphy indicated it is a clean preliminary plan, and that if maintenance is needed on an existing phase, Mr. Green will be happy to take care of that, but that is not part and parcel of this preliminary plan.  He indicated they would be available to do a field visit regarding any ongoing maintenance responsibilities.  The plan received a clean letter from GTS, and they asked that the plan move forward with the caveat that they will review those issues with the property owners and address them in upcoming time.  

Mr. Walt stated they believe that since their concerns have gone unaddressed, this would be the opportunity for the board to insure that those things are taken care of before the plan moves forward, rather than taking the chance afterwards, when it becomes an enforcement issue.  He noted the diversionary swale was an issue raised in prior phasing approval.  Additionally, GTS and the Planning Commission both indicated that their approval was conditioned on compliance with satisfactory response to GTS comments, and as of today not all of those comments have been addressed.  He noted there is still time, with the 90-day extension that was offered at the last Board of Commissioners' meeting until April 10.  

Mr. Graupensperger noted GTS is currently working through erosion and sedimentation control details and some of the finer details of the stormwater management.  He noted because this is a preliminary plan, certain items regarding third party reviews that are required for the plan really cannot be applied for until the preliminary plan is approved, such as the erosion and sedimentation control and the post‑construction stormwater NPDS permit requirement, which are other reviews that the applicant will need to obtain relative to permits from DEP and the County Conservation District.  

Mr. Reager asked that the enforcement issue be separated from preliminary plan approval, since there will be time to address the maintenance issues before final plan approval. Mr. Murphy noted that when they do come in for final approval, upper lots will be requested before the sites closer to Mr. Jacobs, and by then the issues will be resolved. 

Mr. Coyne noted there are enough outstanding issues that he would not want the board to get between a developer and a property owner.  Since the next meeting is two weeks from today, approval will not be put off for an extended period of time.  

MOTION  to table approval of the preliminary plan for Floribunda Heights, Phase I, Section 10, until the May 16, 2007, meeting, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  
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Mr. Joe Burget, from Burget & Associates, reviewed the grading plan for the proposed dwelling by KAB Group, Inc., on Trail Lane, which is in the Residential Conservation District.  Mr. Keith A. Barefoot, from KAB Group, Inc., intends to build a spec house for sale.  The plan is within the required impervious and grading per the ordinance for this district.  All requirements for the grading formula are listed on the plan.  It will be served by sand mound and well.  They are still waiting for review by the Soil Conservation District.  Mr. Owen noted before a building permit is issued they would need written approval from Brian James from the Soil Conservation District, but this is only a grading plan.  

MOTION  to approve the grading plan for the proposed dwelling by KAB Group, Inc., on a parcel of land on Trail Lane, zoned Residential Conservation, as required by Section 605 of the Zoning Ordinance, pending the approval from the Soil Conservation District, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  to approve invoice for Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor, for professional services rendered from March 28 through April 30, 2007, in the amount of $5,894.29, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

Mrs. Thornton briefed the board on the plans for Summerdale's 100th anniversary.  There is a core group of 50 to 55 people, who plan to start with a reception at Central PennCollege on a Sunday afternoon in March with open tours of the Boyer house, an event in April, a tour of old businesses in May, and a parade and street fair in June like what the Summerdale Fire Company used to have.  The Historical Society has representation on the committee and will provide pictures and booklets.  Summerdale Fire Company expressed concern about burnout by having to do the street fair, but with the many volunteers of the committee, they will have a lot of help.  Several subcommittees have been formed.  They are considering selling a Christmas ornament featuring the old buildings in Summerdale to provide seed money. 

Mr. Hertzler noted for the record that the township police department and the Chief of Police received recognition from Cumberland County for what they do to protect the victims of crime, especially victims of domestic violence in the community.  The board congratulated the Chief and the entire department for the fine job they are doing.  Only 158 police departments out of 1,206 police departments in Pennsylvania were recognized.  

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:53 p.m., was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, was made by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
