The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, May 7, 2008, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Those present were:  Commissioners - James Hertzler, Vice President, John Kuntzelman, Dolores McAlister, and E. Thomas Fry; Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor; John Pietropaoli, Assistant Township Manager; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; John B. Owens, Codes and Zoning Officer; James Bumgardner, Fire Marshal; and Mark Green, Police Department. 

I.
CALL TO ORDER

Vice President Hertzler called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

It was noted Commissioner DeMartyn is on vacation this week.

II.  APPROVAL OF REPORTS  

MOTION  approving the following itemized reports:

1.  Food establishment inspection report ‑ April 2008

2.  Property maintenance report ‑ March 15 to April 30, 2008

3.  Rental property inspection report 

4.  Building department report ‑ April 2008

5.  Overtime report 

was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

III.  BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

Mrs. Alicia D. Stine, township representative to the Fredrickson Library, provided a library update.  The Campaign for the Future is finished, of which the township very generously pledged $20,000, to be paid over five years.  The library was hopeful of raising $750,000, but realized $645,592, leaving a shortfall of $104,408.  More pledged money has been received and they hope to be able to cover that shortfall.  In this difficult business climate, the business community cannot come up to the expectations.  The purpose of the campaign was to retire the mortgage for the existing building and another mortgage for a house that came on the market 
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right next door which they bought for additional space for the library.  The existing mortgage of $340,587 will be paid, and later on as the pledge money comes in they will start to retire the second mortgage.  

Mr. George Gebhard, 316 Fourth Street, West Fairview, requested information about the bridge construction project at Route 11 and 15 in West Fairview.  Mr. Pietropaoli stated it is a PennDOT project, and the first step will be drawings or sketches or concepts of different areas that bridge will take property.  They are supposed to submit three concepts within the first year of the plan.  When the three concepts come up they will be open for public suggestion and approval.  The residents will be notified.  Staff believes construction will take place in a 5‑ to 10‑year period.  Mr. Pietropaoli stated if staff knows any more, they will put it in the township newsletter.  If they anticipate plans coming in the next six months, it will be in the newsletter.  The initial letters that went out were for initially letting people on property for surveying.  By fall there may be some design ideas.  

Mr. Bonarrigo stated they will have public hearings when they get the plans. Mr. Owen reiterated that staff will put something in the newsletter as well as on the township Web site when they know something.  

Mr. Bob Trombley, 436 State Street, West Fairview, stated he received a letter that said his property is under eminent domain, and that his deed has been pulled.  Mr. Owen noted it is a letter that PennDOT sent out to all the residents in the area that are part of the survey work.  They are considering what to take for the widening and improvements, and that is why they had to do the research to see what their property looks like, but regarding the eminent domain, there is no plan at this point to take anybody's property. 

Mr. Bonarrigo stated they will negotiate with fair market assessment value of property before they go to eminent domain if they need it for additional rights‑of‑way.  He explained that the markings painted on the sidewalks are markers for the aerial flights that are needed for mapping, which they have to fly now before leaves on the trees make it more difficult.  The markings do not indicate where they might take land.

Mr. Pietropaoli informed those in attendance staff will take the sign‑in list and when they hear anything, they will contact the residents. 

Vice President Hertzler suggested getting a letter off to PennDOT asking them about the scope of their project so the township can inform the residents.  Mr. Pietropaoli noted the next meeting in two weeks is at Good Will Fire Company in West Fairview and they hope to have some information at that meeting.  
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Mr. Rick Culhane, 400 State Street, West Fairview, asked if the township received any report on the inspections of that bridge.  Mr. Pietropaoli noted the last time the township did only because it owned a portion of the sidewalk involved.  If they see a new plan and if it does have a sidewalk, staff will have to see the relationship between the township and State again.  They will have their own inspector on‑site, so the township will not do any inspections.  Mr. Bonarrigo stated the township will post the inspection report online.  

Mr. Zaki Kauser, representing the Ahmadiyya Muslim Community of Harrisburg Area, formally invited the Board of Commissioners and township citizens to their peace conference on June 21, 2008.  Vice President Hertzler thanked the representatives for their kind invitation.  

IV.   ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL  

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Item no. 2 on the agenda was tabled.  

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 20 from the 1998 Sewer Construction Fund Account to Gannett Fleming, Inc., For engineering services relative to Oyster Mill and Floribunda, Section 10, sanitary sewer extension project in the amount of $3,152.18, was made by Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor, for professional services rendered during the period of March 27 through April 30, 2008, in the amount of $6,243.75, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to adopt Ordinance no. 745‑08 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, establishing "no parking" on the north and south sides of the entire length of a 15‑foot wide unnamed alley which runs east to west and is located 135 feet north of West Cumberland Road, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to adopt Ordinance no. 746‑08 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, authorizing the Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement with Cumberland County and other municipalities in Cumberland County for the use of Special Fire Police for mutual aid and assistance, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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MOTION  authorizing the acceptance and execution of the Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement for Special Fire Police Mutual Aid and Emergency Assistance between Cumberland County and East Pennsboro Township, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Kuntzelman stated the East Pennsboro Township Special Fire Police received a request to help out with the annual Cash Bash at the Marysville Lions Club with West Enola and Perdix, and they are asking for fire police to assist them with parking.  They are asking for permission to go up there if they want to. 

MOTION  approving the request from the Marysville Lions Club for East Pennsboro Special Fire Police requesting parking help for their annual Cash Bash, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  to adopt Ordinance no. 747‑08 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, establishing a three‑way stop intersection at Edenderry Way and Redwood Drive in the Penn Valley development, as recommended by the Chief of Police as a result of a petition from residents for the school bus stop, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  appointing Skelly and Loy Engineering and Environmental Consultants as East Pennsboro Township's Sewage Enforcement Officer for 2008 and accepting their 2008 sewage enforcement service fee schedule, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  to approve the request from Alpha Consulting Engineers, Inc., for a 90‑day extension for Floribunda, Phase 1, Section 10.B plan, per letter dated April 16, 2008, from Mark E. Allen, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the request from Anthony S. Troust, PLS, Third Mountain Surveying, for a 90‑day extension for the preliminary/final subdivision and land development plan for North Humer Street Townhomes, per letter dated April 17, 2008, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION  to approve the request from Thomas H. Metz Engineering, Inc., for a 90‑day extension for the plan review of the Enola Sunoco ‑ use change from garage to retail for Mr. Shamser Nagra, owner, per letter dated April 10, 2008, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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Item no. 13 on the agenda was tabled.

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:15 p.m., was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
