The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, June 1, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. at the Creekside Fire Company.

CALL TO ORDER

President Melnick called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

President Melnick thanked Creekside Fire Company for hosting the meeting this evening.

was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

III.
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR 

President Melnick opened up business from the floor for residents and taxpayers of East Pennsboro Township.  

Mr. Paul Hartman, 130 Lancaster Avenue, addressed the board in light of the recent storm damage in West Enola, he was out of power and lost all the food in his freezer.  He asked if there will be a restriction of three trash cans.  Ms. Thornton stated he just has to give his name and address and they will pick up whatever is there.  Mr. Gill stated township crews are using pay loaders to do hauling, trying to make it as convenient for the residents as possible.  
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Mr. Hartman also noted that while an emergency alert call went out to township residents, because his phones did not work in the power outage, he did not receive the call and asked if he could have his cell phone number used for the emergency calls.  Mr. Gill reported that in looking at the numbers from the SwiftReach emergency alert system, 70 percent of the township was without electricity, and in reviewing the report, only about 45 percent of residents were able to be reached.  SwiftReach is going to schedule a meeting with staff to address the problem.  When power is down, it is difficult to transmit to nontraditional telephone lines.  Any alternate phone numbers can be used, including cell phone numbers, if the residents wish to provide them.

was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill asked the board to please read the 2010 yearend report of the Housing and Community Development Department.  It is an excellent report, and looking at Code Enforcement activity, it shows the intended effect in seeing improvements in the rental property inspections, since it is in its second cycle now.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL  

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Joseph Curcillo, Esquire, Township Solicitor, for professional services rendered during the period of March 1, 2011, through April 28, 2011, in the amount of $6,871.50, was made by Mr. Dardick, and was seconded by Mr. Hall.  

Mr. Hertzler stated for many of the reasons he opposed the last invoice for the Solicitor at the last meeting, he will be opposing this invoice as well.  

Whereupon, the motion was carried by a majority of the aye votes, with Mr. Hertzler voting in the negative.
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 Review of the preliminary/final subdivision and land development plan for Floribunda Heights, Phase 1, Section 10.B.  Mr. John Murphy, of Alpha Consulting Engineers, represented the plan.  He noted this is the final phase for Floribunda, Section 10.B, between Marina and Windswept Way.  The smaller Section 10.A was approved previously, but with Section 10.B, they will also be doing modifications to Section 10.A stormwater.  When Section 10.A was approved, DEP had requirements for individual detention facilities on lots which was very problematic to homeowners.  They will now be making a modification and the stormwater facilities that they will be installing in this area include eliminating some of the homeowner possibilities.  He noted it is a minor revision to Sections 10.A and 10.B, pursuant to any final comments from township staff.  He further noted they have worked very hard with staff in the past year or two and also engaged the neighbors.  There have been some stormwater issues in another area and with the plan, and a swale was created with best management practices system.  Prior to Section 10.B being built, 5.9 acres of drainage go in one direction.  With the implementation of the stormwater plan, that will be reduced to a smaller area of less than an acre.  The new plan will reduce the stormwater requirements from Sections 10.A and 10.B for the downstream properties.  

It was explained that with the existing infiltration, a piped section discharges and runs along a line to a point just beyond Mr. Jacobs' property.  That is the existing swale out there today, and that remains.  The current design was by another engineer, which was reviewed and approved and constructed 10 years ago.  The new design constructs behind the lot line on the open space a very wide swale, 10 feet at the bottom, which comes down to a point that is 1,000 feet away from the southern property line of Mr. Jacobs.  That swale will eliminate all the drainage area that sits up top from those surface waters even making it to this existing swale, thus lessening the load by about 4.4 acres of stormwater that is reaching that current swale.  Mr. Murphy noted that post‑construction will produce a reduction of about 4.5 acres of runoff.  

President Melnick asked if staff comments were addressed.  Mr. Owen stated the only internal staff comments were homeowner construction documents, post‑construction documents that are worked out at a later date.  Mr. Bonarrigo noted it will take one to five years to develop this section, and an as‑built plan will be required at the end of it.  As they proceed, if any malfunctions or erosions are found, they will have to take care of it during that time.  

Mr. Hall inquired as to the Planning Commission's recommendation.  Mr. Owen stated the Planning Commission provided a unanimous recommendation of approval of the plan.  

Mr. Ed Freed, 1290 Oyster Mill Road, questioned the swales being 1,000 feet long.  Mr. Murphy clarified 1,000 feet beyond Mr. Jacobs' southern property line.  Mr. Murphy noted the eventual discharge after this section is built will be 1,000 feet to the east of where Mr. Jacobs' property is.  Mr. Freed expressed a concern regarding the 100‑year storm that they recently experienced, along with a number of other storms, and the sedimentation pond allows the water 
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to come down over to such a point that it is a sheet of water the whole way down to Mr. Jacobs' property.  He noted that over the years, the tree line along the creek has collected sediment and debris, so there is a rise which causes a sheet of water to come down from that 300 feet toward Mr. Jacobs' property and his property.  He asked what can be done about that.  Mr. Murphy stated the system that is designed has a number of check dams in it.  The check dams will create storage that reduces the overall flow that matches pre‑ and post‑construction.  They demonstrated in the stormwater report that was approved that they are not increasing any flows.  He confirmed there are areas where the trees have grown up along the bank, but there are also areas where water is flowing through but are the jurisdictional waters of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  He noted they have not only reduced the flow coming off, but they are discharging to waters of the Commonwealth, so they have done everything they are supposed to do and more, going above and beyond to provide an additional protection.  

Mr. Murphy reiterated township staff approved this plan, as well as DEP and Cumberland County Conservation District have approved this plan, and noted the plan goes beyond requirements to try to lessen the impact.  

Mr. Nathan Wolf, representing Mr. Jacobs and Mr. Freed, noted there were two matters discussed with Alpha Engineers this evening.  The marking on the bottom left corner of the plan indicates there is an existing swale.  He inquired about the maintenance comments for the swale, and asked that a more frequent inspection be made to the plan, perhaps requiring a quarterly basis as opposed to a semi‑annual basis, to be sure that the are is more appropriately maintained.  He noted there had been some activity approximately two years ago, and it had been quite a while that passed before any sort of real maintenance took place.  In the recent storms, he provided photographic evidence to Mr. Adams showing how at the end of that existing swale there is a spillway that may be contributing to some encroachment with stormwater runoff on Mr. Jacobs' property.  He asked them to address that one of two ways, either to tie into their new system for Section 10.A, or to channel down into the area and approach to the creek.  

Mr. Wolf noted those are the two issues that the developer has given assurances that they would at least evaluate, but wanted the board to be aware of those requests.  They are hopeful that as the plan is presented, it will reduce the stormwater runoff onto his clients' property, but with some of the problems with the earlier phasing, they are certainly weary and hopeful the township will take that into consideration and perhaps require a more regular inspection basis than semi‑annual.  He noted that best management practices from DEP actually provides for up to a quarterly schedule of inspection as opposed to semi‑annually.  Mr. Murphy stated they will certainly follow all the appropriate DEP inspections and coordinate that with township and county staff also. 
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President Melnick referred to sheet 24, which notes semi‑annual maintenance.  Mr. Murphy stated he believes that has been the requirement, and if it is not, they will do more.  

MOTION to approve the preliminary/final subdivision and land development plan for Floribunda Heights, Phase 1, Section 10.B, and stormwater management for Section 10.A, to include waiver from a separate preliminary plan submission and all recommendations from township staff and Cumberland County Planning Department being addressed, was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

The board then reviewed the zoning permit for Daniel Rapak.  Mr. Rob Shaffer, from Act One Consultants, representing Mr. Rapak, noted this exists in the Forest‑Slope District.  He is proposing to build a single‑family dwelling.  As a requirement, an erosion and sedimentation control plan was drafted and approved by the Cumberland County Conservation District.  They propose on‑lot septic and are going through the permitting process now with the SEO.  The tract is about 32.5 acres.  

Mr. Pietropaoli noted the Planning Commission recommended approval of the plan.

MOTION  to approve the site improvement plan for a zoning permit, as required by Zoning Ordinance, Section 505.A, as submitted in a plan dated April 14, 2011, for Daniel Rapak to construct a single‑family detached dwelling on his property above Belle Vista Drive in the Forest‑Slope Zoning District, was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Item no. 5 on the agenda was tabled.  

MOTION  to reject all the bids submitted for the Oyster Mill Sewer Extension Project ‑ Option B, per the recommendation of the Township Manager, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to award the bid for the sanitary sewer installation work at the intersection of Poplar Church Road and Brier Road to E.K. Services, Inc., under their current Maintenance and Emergency Contract in the amount of $36,999. 00 with a possible deduction of $3,700.00, if the township elects to remove the Sprayrog lining of the manholes, was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 31 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to PSI Pumping solutions, Inc., relative to contract 2 ‑ electrical for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $18,745.00 ‑ payment No. 2, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 36 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to PSI Pumping Solutions, Inc., relative to Contract 2 ‑ Electrical for the 

Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of 4363,304.00 ‑ payment No. 3, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 32 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to H&R Mechanical, Inc., relative to Contract 3 ‑ HVAC for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $22,450.50 ‑ payment No. 1, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 35 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ sewer to H&R Mechanical, Inc., relative to Contract 3 ‑ HVAC for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $17,862.75 ‑ payment No. 2, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 33 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to Howard Robson, Inc., relative to Contract 1 ‑ General for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $788,248.89 ‑ payment no. 6, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 34 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to Howard Robson, Inc., relative to Contract 1 ‑ General for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $1,613,564.93 ‑ payment no. 7, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 37 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to Professional Service Industries, Inc., for professional services relative to the concrete testing contract for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade in the amount of $3,641.50, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 38 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the construction phase of the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade in the amount of $44,648.25, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 
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MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 39 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the Southwest 

Pumping Station upgrade in the amount of $11,700.00, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 40 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the design phase of the Southeast Trunk and Southwest Pumping Station replacement project in the amount of $16,934.08, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition no. 41 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond ‑ Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the design phase of the Combined Heat & Power project in the amount of $4,585.77, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the Township Manager to enter onto the properties of 625 Tower Road, 327 West Perry Street, 18 Altoona Avenue, 210 Susquehanna Avenue, Enola, 48 High Street, West Fairview, to cut the grass and weeds and to lien these properties for Township's workforce time, was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill noted these property maintenance issues have happened every year for the last five or seven years, where people have walked away from their property, banks are dealing with them, and the township has maintained the properties by adding a lien for payment, but he requests authorization to go onto private property to do the work and lien the property in the appropriate amount for services.  

Mr. William LaDieu, CET Engineering, outlined a proposed change order relative to the wastewater treatment plant regarding the disposal and hauling of sludge to either farms or other areas from the digester would be handled under the operations budget.  It was suggested to move those costs and put that into the contingency.  It is an estimate, but the board would be approving the unit prices for the disposal of the sludge at land application, which is the same number as the current contract with Synagro.  Additionally, they expect to encounter a lot of grit and plastics, material which cannot be taken to a farm.  The percentage of those items is somewhat unknown, just as is the amount of sludge.  If they can get it drier than 18 percent, it will result in some significant savings.

NEW BUSINESS  

President Melnick noted Claudia Williams, who has been current labor counsel, is changing law firms and will be working for Rhoades & Sinon.  Because of the past relationship 

she has had with the township, Rhoades & Sinon indicated they would honor the $175 an hour rate that Thomas, Thomas & Hafer charged, which is less than what Rhoades & Sinon charges, for this current police grievance.  Mr. Gill stated the board can decide to switch for this one case, since it is almost toward the end of the case.  President Melnick suggested rather than getting someone up to speed on a complex matter, it might be more prudent to follow the attorney who has been representing the township, rather than the firm.  

Mr. Hertzler stated he thought the board actually hired Crystal Clark from Thomas, Thomas & Hafer, and then Claudia Williams stepped in while Crystal was out on maternity leave, but Crystal Clark never resumed after she returned from maternity leave.  President Melnick noted the contract is with Thomas, Thomas & Hafer, not a specific attorney, although his preference is to retain Claudia Williams at least for this arbitration, and then the board can consider what to do with labor counsel going forward.  

MOTION  authorizing the Township Manager to contact Thomas, Thomas & Hafer and Rhoades & Sinon and to inform them of the board(s wish to continue representation by Claudia Williams for this police grievance heading to arbitration, was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Pietropaoli informed the board that mailings were sent out to the neighbors regarding the solar panel request from Mr. David Beaver, but no responses have been received.  Mr. Beaver talked to neighbors to answer any questions.  He also staked out the actual location of the array so neighbors could visualize where it would be.  

Mr. Walter Kula, 14 Sherwood Circle, stated they were just advised about a week ago that Mr. Beaver is asking to install solar panels in his back yard, which abuts his property.  He noted the array will be 75 feet away from his back yard.  He questioned whether there would be any problems with glare.  Mr. Kevin Lampo, Design Manager from SunLion Energy Systems, Lancaster, indicated the reflectivity of the panels is somewhere between a blade of grass and beach sand.  He noted there is probably more reflectivity off the white walls of the fire hall than would be off the panels.  At the distances being talked about, there should not be any noticeable glare.  Most of the reflectivity should go up into the atmosphere rather than directed at the property.  

Mr. Owen noted the setback in the current ordinance is 15 feet from the property line.  The proposal currently before the Planning Commission is 25 feet, so Mr. Beaver is well within the setback of even the proposed ordinance.  
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Ms. Stella Solon, 16 Sherwood Circle, expressed concern about the enormity of the panels, which will be 27 feet wide and almost 9 feet tall.  She believes it will be a huge eyesore.  Mr. Hall noted it will be 58 feet long.  Ms. Solon expressed concerned about property values 

going down, and the right of neighbors to enjoy their property.  Mr. Lampo referred to a report from an organization in conjunction with the Real Estate Association that found that not only do properties that have renewable energy go up in value, but the neighboring area goes up in value as kind of a trickle down from a property that has a renewable energy source.  That data indicates it sells at a higher rate, which allows the other properties, through comparables, to also sell at a higher rate.  

Ms. Solon stated she has seen different research.  Mr. Lampo indicated because the State rebate program for residential rebates limited the rebate to 10 KW, it is the most popular system size they do.  It will offset almost all of the property owner's electricity.  

Ms. Solon stated she understands a property owner wanting to do it to reduce their own electricity, but at what cost to the neighbor's use of their own property and the value of resale.  President Melnick noted there is an existing pedestal solar panel down the street from them on Sherwood Circle.  

Ms. Jean Kula, 14 Sherwood Circle, asked about the moratorium the board placed on approval of these solar panels.  President Melnick stated the moratorium prevents anyone from submitting an application and having township staff approve it without it coming to the Board of Commissioners first.  The Commissioners wanted to be able to review any applications before staff.  

Ms. Solon indicated she has been a resident of the township for 45 years, she has a business, and is not out to take advantage of people.  Ms. Solon stated she understands why Mr. Beaver would like to install the system, but the visual aesthetic issue is a problem for her.  

President Melnick stated if the board is going to move forward permitting alternative energy sources, the typical township yard is not going to have 775,000 feet.  More like 8,000 to 10,000 square feet.  Further, most solar panels will be up against that 25‑foot requirement, plus 5 percent of the overall lot coverage could be used for a land mount system, which further restricts it.  

Mr. Hertzler noted since Ms. Kerry Lewis came in and raised objections about the existing one on Sherwood Circle, the township enacted a moratorium and is moving forward with development of another ordinance.  Because this issue deals with potential property values and adverse impact on property values, these ground‑mounted units pose some problems, along with the glare that Ms. Lewis experienced in her neighborhood.  He indicated to suggest that the board should not listen to these concerns in the development of the new ordinance is not.  
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accurate.  Mr. Dardick stated he was not sure how many different arrays there are, but the township will have to try to develop an ordinance for future developments in solar energy.  Mr. Beaver stated if it becomes an eyesore, he will plant arborvitae all the way to her property line.  

Ms. Solon stated she would agree with that suggestion.  The Kulas will request similar screening if after it is installed they feel it is an eyesore.  Mr. Beaver stated he will provide screening along their boundary line as well.  

MOTION  to allow David Beaver to submit an application for township staff to review to approve or disapprove under ordinance for a ground‑mounted solar system at 816 Wertzville Road, similar to the proposal reviewed this evening, providing screening for neighboring properties upon request, was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

(Whereupon, the meeting was recessed at 8:55 p.m., and was reconvened at 9:05 p.m.  

Storm related damage.  Mr. Gill thanked the fire companies and fire police, who were dispatched during the recent tornado.  The levels of cooperation and numbers of volunteers coordinating and setting up station at the police department and the emergency operations that helped deal with the aftermath of the rain and flooding and the numerous downed trees, which resulted in extensive power loss for several days, was impressive.  He noted township crews will get around to the neighbors with the chipper to take care of debris from downed trees and limbs, but the work of the volunteers was spectacular.  

Summer playground/day camp.  The program begins Monday and lasts seven weeks.  

West Fairview Annex property.  The inside is completely done, flooring, lighting, et cetera.  The playground program is gearing up for the summer.  A grand opening will be held around Labor Day.  

The Mary Schaner Senior Adult Center van is in.  The lettering is still being finalized.  

Summerdale Centennial Park.  The swing set base has been installed.  The weather has curtailed further activity, but crews hope to have it done for the opening of playground season on June 13.  

Foxcroft storm pipe.  DEP approval was received and permitting is done.  The pipe came in today, so Wert will start working tomorrow.  Mr. Gill does not believe the cost will reach up to the allotted $36,000, but will be more in the area of $19,000 to $23,000.  It will take 4 to 5 work days to complete the project.  
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2011 East Pennsboro Emergency Service Carnival is June 20 through 25.  

West Fairview Streetscape project.  Mr. Gill was informed the county cannot fund the full $40,000 requested, but they have indicated they have arranged enough funding to pay $11,300.  The township will be in a position to start July 4, and hopefully this phase will be completed in 90 days.  

Routes 11 and 15 West Fairview bridge replacement over Norfolk Southern property update.  PennDOT has addressed a number of issues the residents brought up, such as the sidewalks and traffic lights.  They will install a barrier along the sidewalk, and traffic lights will be upgraded.  They have also addressed the issues with the turn radiuses that the fire company needs.  

They will have another public meeting to inform the residents of the final plans if the board wishes them to do that.  They probably will not change any of the plans at this time relative to sidewalk or traffic.  They recommended an alternate way of public information by way of putting out a newsletter to the residents and displaying information boards at the fire company and asking if anyone needs clarification, they would be glad to address it.  The right‑of‑way agents for the three properties that will be taken will not be out until August, until they finalize more details.  Completion is still scheduled for spring of 2012.  Mr. Gill noted when the Overview Bridge was done in 1996, it cost $2.1 million for a 305‑foot span.  This bridge, which is less than a 305‑foot span, will cost $15 million to $16 million. It was decided to ask PennDOT to provide a newsletter to the residents of West Fairview, a draft to be submitted to the township for review, and if there is an overabundance of questions, there is time from Labor Day on to set up a new meeting.  

Township owned lots ‑ Belle Vista Drive and Altoona Avenue.  Bid opening is Tuesday, June 28.  Minimum bids were set, $15,000 on each lot for Altoona Avenue, and $20,000 on Belle Vista.  The board still has the right to reject them if they wish.  

Mr. Pietropaoli noted the West Fairview Memorial Day parade is next Sunday at 1:30 p.m.  Mr. Hall reported the police department's Facebook page up and running.  

Mr. Hertzler noted for the record that while he disagreed with the change of street addresses in the Village of West Fairview, he now understands that it is not just the number of the street address that they are being asked to change but they will also be changing to Enola as opposed to West Fairview, and that was not what was indicated in the letter the township mailed out to the residents.  He noted this is a major departure from when the merger was discussed, especially concerning the issue of maintaining the identity of the Village of West Fairview.  Mr. Gill stated the Post Office is requiring that change, and he has contacted officials at the Post Office.  Mr. Dardick stated he was concerned as well, since that was not represented to the board 
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at the time of the decision.  

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 p.m., was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Dardick, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
