The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, July 6, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. at the Summerdale Fire Company, Third Street, Summerdale, Pennsylvania.

Those present were: Commissioners - Wayne Melnick, President; Scott Dardick, Vice President; and James Hertzler,  and E. Thomas Fry; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; Joseph Curcillo, Esquire, Township Solicitor; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; Acting Chief Bashore, Police Department; Michael Dobson, Superintendent and Andrew Kirkessner, Asst. Superintendent Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Charlie Hall was on vacation.  Mr. Gill informed the Commissioners that Anna-Marie Sweeney was absent due to her mother’s illness.

CALL TO ORDER

President Melnick called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

IV.
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR


Mr. Brian Deeb, 1231 Mt. Wilson Road, Lebanon, who is a forester for Weaber, Inc. addressed the Board relative to the Forest Harvest Plan for Landowners:  Ruth Miller Estate c/o Lynn Mason, 210 Maple Road, Harrisburg, PA and Robert Liddick, 216 Belle Vista Drive, Marysville  PA  17052.  The property is located north of Belle Vista Drive, on Tax Parcels 09-10-3253-001 (Miller and 09-11-3003-005 (Liddick).  Mr. Deed explained that in 2008 a commercial timber harvest was conducted by Weaber, Inc. on the Miller property.  Since that time due to a series of storms many trees have been blowned down.  The main focus of the current request for the harvest is to salvage these blown down trees as well as removing standing trees around Mr. Liddick’s home that may have the potential to blow over and hit his home.  A total of 151 trees have been marked on the Miller property and 59 trees have been marked on the Liddick property for a total of 210 trees.  The trees have been marked and most of the trees are already on the ground.  The tops of the trees will be left to be utilized by the landowner for firewood as well as creating cover for the wildlife.  The landing site for the harvest will be the fields along the edge of the wood, which was the site in 2008.  Crushed stone will be added to the roads to minimize sediment deposits on township and state roads.  Existing skid trails will be utilized to minimize any additional disturbance.  Timber has been marked in the vicinity of a small drainage and wet area; however access is possible without impacting these areas.  Because the 
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area drained by the stream is less than 100 acres no GP8 permit is needed.  After the harvest is completed all disturbed areas will be graded, seeded, and mulched.  Their timetable is to move in within the next three to four weeks.

Mr. Bonarrigo stated that the company did a good job in 2008 and he does not have any major comments.  The company already has approval from Cumberland County Conservation District and E&S plan has been approved.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL:
MOTION
approving the Forest Harvest Plan for Weaber, Inc. for the Ruth Miller Estate and Robert Liddick was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hertzler and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
 authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving payment to Joseph Curcillo, Solicitor for professional services during the period of May 4, 2011 through May 31, 2011 in the amount of $1,500.00 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Dardick and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving payment to Thomas Thomas & Hafer for professional services during the period of April 16, 2011 through April 20, 2011 in the amount of $1,102.50 was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

Mr. Gill acknowledged the presence of Mr. Jim Bumgardner, who was in attendance at this evening’s meeting.


Mr. William LaDieu, CET Engineering and project manager reported that the payment to the general contractor for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade has reached over 50% and this is due mainly to having most of the equipment on site and ready for installation.  He updated the Board on the activities at the plant and the reasons for the change orders that were before them this evening for approval.  Mr. LaDieu indicated that the contractor for the Combined Heat and Power will be mobilizing on Monday.

Mr. Gill stated that he had originally met with the resident of Knob Hill on May 31, 2011 and received their input and the township did some additional engineering – Mr. John Walker did the original engineering on this plan about twelve years ago.  He met with them again on July 5, 2011.  John Owen and Joe Bonarrigo have spent time visiting the property owners talking with them and explaining the installation of the sewer line.  Mr. Gill feels that most of the residents are satisfied with the timetable and are being were corporative.  Mr. Gill stated that the bid for Knob Hill came in at $224,308.00 and option B for the Oyster Mill sewer installation was $341,972.00 for a total bid price of $566,280.  Mr. Gill was not satisfied with the Oyster Mill numbers mainly because of the expected number of connections and he felt that the township’s crews could do some of the sewer installation.  Mr. Gill’s original recommendation was to approve the Knob Hill and reject the Oyster Mill Road.  After speaking with staff members, Mr. Gill asked for consideration of a change order based on the unit prices for the Oyster Mill Road to get the project up out of the siphon chamber to manhole #3, where the depths are 8 to 10 feet.

Mr. LaDieu suggested the Township award both contracts to the bidder in the amount of $566,280.00 and at the same time approve a change order to decrease the contract for the Oyster Mill Road section by $186,000.00 for a final bid of $370,741.00.
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Mr. Gill stated a meeting was held with the representative of Anrich, Inc. and all of this was discussed and agreed upon.  Upon Board approval this evening, notice to proceed with be issued within the next thirty days and contractor will be starting around the first part of August with completion in four to six weeks.


MOTION
awarding the bid for the Knob Hill Sewer Extension Project – Option A and Option B – Oyster Mill Sewer Extension Project to Anrich, Inc., Wayne PA in the amount of $566,280.00 to include the change order #1 for the Oyster Mill Project which is a decrease of $195,539.00 for a total contract price of $370,741.00 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

President Melnick asked for joint approval of the following motions:
· Approval of Change Order No. 1 for Howard Robson, Inc., General Construction Contract #1, Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade/Expansion Project to include the sludge hauling into the Contract.  (Sludge will be removed from digest for a unit price of $36.62/ton when it is land applied and for a unit price of $63.00/ton when it is taken to a landfill – estimated price $220,000.) and to approve a twenty-one (21) day extension to this Contract due to rain delays;
· Approval Change Order No. 1for Pumping Solutions, Inc., Electrical Contract #2, Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade/Expansion Project to install a new drop ceiling and additional lighting in the Control Building/Lab/Office, changes to original MCC-3 digester mixers control wiring for an estimated cost increase of $4,855.05 and to approve a twenty-one (21) day extension to this Contract due to rain delays;
· Approval Change Order No. 1 for H&R Mechanical Inc, HVAC Contract #2, and Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade/Expansion Project to test for and remove asbestos found in the Control Building for an estimated cost of $3,051.17 and to approve a twenty-one (21) day extension to this Contract due to rain delays;
· Approval of payment of Requisition No. 42 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to Howard Robson, Inc. relative to Contract 1 – General for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $2,410,998.23 – payment #8, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services;
· Approval of payment of Requisition No. 43 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to PSI Pumping Solutions, Inc. relative to Contract 2 – Electrical for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $49,528.19 – payment #4, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services;
· Approval of payment of Requisition No. 44 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to H&R Mechanical, Inc. relative to Contract 3 – HVAC for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $20,250.00 – payment #3, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services;
· Approval of payment of Requisition No. 45 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to Professional Service Industries, Inc. for professional services relative to the concrete testing contract for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade in the amount of $6,370.25, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services;

· Approval of payment of Requisition No. 46 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the construction phase of the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade in the amount of $42,755.76;
· Approval of payment of Requisition No. 47 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the Southwest Pumping Station upgrade in the amount of $4,096.90;
· Approval of payment of Requisition No. 48 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the design phase of the Southeast Trunk and Southwest Pumping Station replacement project in the amount of $6,837.09;

Was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
authorizing the execution the 2011/2012 Senior Center Contract Agreement between Cumberland County Aging & Community Services and the East Pennsboro Township Commissioners for the Mary C. Schaner Senior Adult Center in the amount of $40,000.00, which is a $4,000.00 decrease, was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

Mr. Gill stated that he would send a letter to Cumberland County Office of Aging indicating that East Pennsboro Township would like to be participant in any future meetings to discuss the funding, etc for senior centers.

MOTION
authorizing the township manager to notify Cumberland County Planning Department of East Pennsboro Township’s participation in the grant program to hire a consultant to develop a master plan of trail connections in the eastern Cumberland County at the estimated cost to East Pennsboro Township of $716.00.  (The grant requires a 20% local match which will be split among the participating municipalities) was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
accepting the letter dated June 21, 2011 from Ronald M. Secary, P.E. on behalf of Harrisburg-Holmes, L.P., the equitable owner/developer of the Overlook project to table consideration of The Overlook final land development plan until August 3, 2011 was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by unanimous aye vote.

Mr. Gill stated that he spoke to Ronald Secary and it is his understanding that the developer is working on getting various permitting approvals and they wanted to have all of these approvals before coming back before the Board with The Overlook plan.

MOTION
approving the 2011 Highway Paving Program for the paving of Victoria Way, Fairway Drive, E. Dauphin Street, Plain Street and Poplar Street for the estimate cost of $115,899 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Dardick and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving the request received from Larry A. Stone, President of West Enola Fire Company, Inc. to reserve and use the concession stand #2 at Adams Ricci Community Park on Saturday, September 17, 2011 for a Firemen’s Chicken Barbeque, with proceeds going to all participating fire companies was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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VI.
NEW BUSINESS


Mr. Gill updated the Board on the following items:

· Heart & Lung Grievance – Mr. Green was given time to submit to the arbitrator additional information relative to his case.  Expected timetable – dispositions should be completed by October, briefs will be due 45 days after, final arbitration award by the end of January

· Civil Service Commission – Testing was done on Saturday, June 25th at HACC – Letters to notify the candidates of their pass/fail status were done and Linda Costa, Chairman will be signing letters for mailing on July 7, 2011 – 32 took the test and 19 passed the written – Chief Bashore that he is pleased with the top ten candidates – Mr. Gill asked the Commissioners to look at their calendars to set up dates for the interviews – Civil Service Commission will be meeting on Tuesday, July 12th to set date for promotional exams

· Solicitor was asked to look into the letter sent by Kenneth Richmond relative to the Township’s Park Ordinance being in violation of State Law relative to prohibiting the carry of guns in our parks

· PennDOT has supplied the Township with plans for the RT 11/15 West Fairview Bridge Replacement over Norfolk Southern, they also sent out a newsletter to the residents, there will be an underground pedestrian walkway, which will be owned by PennDOT.  Bob is going to schedule another meeting with PennDOT and the residents.

· Meetings have been proceeding with developers who have shown interest in the Summerdale Property.

· Bob needs to set up a meeting with Mr. Curcillo relative to the Kellam Pumping Station.

MOTION
authorizing the township manager to contact Dan Cohen to proceed on behalf of East Pennsboro Township with the filing of the FCC’s Notice of Inquiry regarding the right-of-way management for a fee not to exceed $1,000.00 was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

adjourning the meeting at 9:05 p.m. was made by Mr. Dardick, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by unanimous aye vote.
