The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of East Pennsboro Township was held on Wednesday, October 4, 2006 at 8:30 p.m. at the West Enola Fire Company, Chester Road, Enola, Pennsylvania.

Coyne, Solicitor; James Bumgardner, Fire Marshall; Dennis McMaster, Chief of Police; Mark Green, Lieutenant Police Department; John Owen, Director of Housing and Development; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; and list of other guest is attached. CALL TO ORDER:


Vice-President Hertzler called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent medication was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

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IV.
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR


Mr. David Bennett, 859 Acri Road, Mechanicsburg addressed the Board relative to 3510 Raintree Lane in Laurel Hills Development.  Mr. Bennett stated that this resident is operating a car repair business from this location.  Currently there are seven (7) cars in various stages of repairs and are parked everywhere.  He questioned if the owner had a permit to operate a car repair business and did it fall into the proper zoning for this residential area.  Chief McMaster stated that the police department is aware of this problem and have been watching the location.  A lot of times, the resident moves the cars around to try and out smart the township.  Mr. Bennett stated that he feels that this is a zoning issue and should be investigate by that office.  Mr. Owen, Director of Housing and Development stated that he has been working with the police department relative to this location.  Mr. Owen stated that a car repair business is not allowed according to the Township’s zoning but the resident would have the option to file a request for a hearing before the Zoning Hearing Board but has not done this as of yet.

Mr. Donald Plantz, 150 Salt Road, Enola asked the Board if a decision had been made relative to their drainage issues.  Mr. Gill informed Mr. Plantz that Attorney Coyne had written an opinion to the Board and needed an executive session to speak to the Board about his opinion letter.


Mrs. Joanne Plantz, 150 Salt Road, Enola addressed the Board concerning her deceased father’s property at 152 Salt Road.  She stated that with recent rains they were having a tremendous problem with water coming onto this property from Salt Road.  She stated that there are two storm drains that empty onto this property and it is hard to maintain the property with all of the water that surrounds the house.  She stated that the culvert can no longer handle the rain situations of today and did the township have any intentions of addressing this problem.


Mr. Richard Bowers, 328 Fulton Street, Enola addressed the Board relative to the runoff from the townhouses that were being built on Brick Church Road.  The contractor had removed the curbing during construction and as a result of the storm yesterday his swimming pool filled up with mud from the site.  Mr. Bowers did speak with the contractor and he was willing to help with the clean up but wanted to know what the township was going to do about the drainage problems in the area.  Mr. Gill stated that the township is aware of the problems in this area that have existed for about fifteen (15) years and has been working on a solution.  The drainage system is old and the lines have been televised.
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Mr. & Mrs. Joseph Bednarik, 17 Annette Drive, Enola reported that they also have experienced drainage problems at their property when there are heavy rains but didn’t have these problems until the township’s crews paved Annette Drive.  Ever since the repaving, the water runs down their driveway into their family room.  Mr. Gill stated that he had been contacted by the Bednariks and has visited the site on several occasions with Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer and there isn’t an easy solution to correct the run off but he does not feel that the repaving caused the problem.  Mr. Gill will get contact with the Bednarik within the next couple of weeks on what corrective measures can be done.

Mr. Gill stated that all of the water problems that were discussed tonight were a result of heavy rains received the day before.  The township was hit with two storms and over 3” of rain over a 45 minute period of time and when that much rain falls all at one time there really isn’t any place for the water to run too without causing problems.  On all of the recent heavy rains, Mr. Gill has made it a point to visit the sites that the township has received complaints about.

Meeting was recessed at 9:10 p.m. for the public hearing relative to Conditional Use Permit No. 173 for Richard Greenberg, 833 Acri Road, Mechanicsburg, PA.


Meeting was reconvened at 9:15 p.m.


MOTION
disapproving Conditional Use Application No. C-173 for Richard Greenberg, 833 Acri Road, Mechanicsburg, PA for a home occupation to sell firearms and ammunition was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote based on the following reasons as outlined by Attorney Coyne:


“All applicants shall provide evidence that the home occupation will be conducted in a manner that will not be detrimental to neighboring property owners and overall community goals.  Mr. Greenberg’s application did not comply with the following provisions:  1) proposed hours of operation Monday thru Friday from 9 am to 4 pm and 6 pm to 9 pm – represent a full time business and would be inconsistent with the intent to provide for supplemental income through a small home based business; 2)  the proposed use would be inconsistent with the purpose and intent of the Zoning Ordinance due to the nature of the operation and hours of service; 3)  the conditional use would be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other properties in the immediate vicinity, may diminish and impair property values and would not preserve the residential neighborhood from infiltration of commercial uses; 4)  the proposed use would be inconsistent with the planning policies of the Township as reflected in the Community Development objectives or Comprehensive Plan; and 5) the establishment, maintenance operation of this conditional use would be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, morals, comfort and general welfare of the area.”

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL:


MOTION
 authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
rescinding the motion of the June 6, 2007 Board of Commissioners meeting approving the Video Surveillance Cameras and Recordings Administrative Guidelines agreement relative to the change to item E was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote..


MOTION
approving the acceptance of the East Pennsboro Area School District Administrative Guideline for the use of video surveillance cameras and related recordings – as amended and authorizing Chief McMaster to execute such agreement was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving the execution of the Agreement between ARRO Consulting, Inc. and East Pennsboro Township to prepare drawings for the site construction and due diligence report for the West Fairview Annex Building in the amount not to exceed $7,500.00 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
accepting the proposal from Alpha Consulting Engineers, Inc. for engineering services relative to the Oyster Mill Road Sewer Extension in the amount of $10,150.00 was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
approving payment to M/A Com Inc. for the outstanding balance owed for the 800 MHZ radios in the amount of $6,787.10 was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
 approving the request from Bernice Schick to allow the Enola High School Class of ’47 to tour the township building on Thursday, September 20th as part of their 60th anniversary of their graduation was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

accepting the letter dated July 20, 2007 from Navarro & Wright Consulting Engineers granting an extension of review time for 275 Grandview Avenue until October 15, 2007 was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
approving payment of invoice 13711 for Henry F. Coyne, Solicitor for services during the period of July 3, 2007 through July 27, 2007 in the amount of $4,468.75 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
accepting the bid in the amount of $1,000.00 from Fred and Karen Bahrenburg for the 1969 American LaFrance pumper was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


Meeting recessed at 9:25 pm for an executive session relative to allow Henry F. Coyne, Solicitor time to speak to the Board relative to his confidential memo on the surface water issue of Mr. & Mrs. Donald Plantz, 150 Salt Road, Enola.


Meeting reconvened at 9:48 pm.


Mr. Coyne addressed Mr. & Mrs. Plantz with his professional legal opinion regarding the surface water issue between them and Mr. & Mrs. Mark Greenholt, 22 Pine Ridge Circle, Enola.


Mr. Coyne stated that he believed that the township had tried to the best of their ability to help resolve the surface water issue but it is his opinion that the township should discontinue their involvement.  The Township does not have the right without liability to enter lands of the Plantzs or Greenholts.  This land is subject to an undedicated easement and the Township can not abate a condition which allegedly impedes the flow of surface water within the undedicated easement unless the Township first acquires a right-of-way.  Mr. Coyne stated that the surface water issue is a private matter between the two parties and Mr. & Mrs. Plantz should consult their own legal counsel for evaluation of the situation.

Mr. & Mrs. Plantz spoke to the Board of their displeasure with this decision and stated that they had come to the Board believing that they would be provided with help and assistance from the Township.
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Mr. Coyne stated that the Township did attempt without success to mediate the issue.


Mr. Gary Dressler, West Enola Fire Company extended thanks to the Board on behalf of the fire company for re-establishing their quarterly allotment and appreciation of the support the Board has provided to them.  The fire company has implemented new checks and balances to avoid any future problems with their accounting.  Mr. Dressler also told the Board that the fire companies would like to hold a five day carnival in 2008/2009 at Adams Ricci Community Park.  Mr. Hertzler stated that he should continue to provide the township and them with information on the planning of the carnival and he felt that it was a wonderful idea.


Meeting recessed at 10:10 pm for an executive session for personnel issues.


Meeting reconvened at 10:35 pm.
