The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, August 5, 2009, at 8:30 p.m. at West Enola Fire Company, Enola, Pennsylvania.

CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

President DeMartyn stated thanked West Enola Fire Company for the use of their hospitality in the use of their facility this evening, as well as the terrific spread they put out.

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IV.
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

Mr. Dave Quigley, of 51 East Columbia Road, Enola,  addressed the board concerning people leaving their trash cans at the curb for days after trash collection.  There is nothing in the ordinance about when to take the cans up off the street, although it speaks to what time a resident can put it out the night.   President DeMartyn asked the Township Manager to review the ordinance to see what needs to be done to correct the situation.

Mr. Allen Coke, of 816 Center Street, complimented the Recreation Board for the camp program that they had at Adams‑Ricci Park.  His granddaughter and nephew complained that it did not go long enough and feel it should go all summer.  

Mr. Randy Fahringer, of Summerdale, complimented the township for the work performed at the park at Summerdale.  Mr. Gill stated the township will hold a dedication during the town picnic.  Mrs. Jane Fahringer recommended it be renamed the Summerdale Centennial Park.  Mr. Gill noted that a garden club volunteered a to do the decoration for the park around Labor Day and plant all the flowers free of charge and continue to maintain it for the township.  

Mrs. Jane Fahringer asked if the township would consider a brick fundraiser, where a resident or supporter buys a brick and has their name painted on it and the date, it could be made a walkway for the park.  Since Summerdale is a close‑knit community, it might be a successful project.  President DeMartyn suggested it would be a good project to help purchase a new gym set, which would get in there quicker.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL

Mr. Kuntzelman presented to President DeMartyn, on behalf of the State Association of Township Commissioners, a gift commemorating his 32 years of service. 

Mr. Bill LaDue, from CET gave an update on the Chesapeake Bay project.  The big effort taking place the past couple months is working their way through the plant and finalizing equipment selections and plant hydraulics.  The plant hydraulics are very important because of the very large peak hour flow.  They have to get a 6 to 1 peak flow through the plant, which is a challenge, but they believe they have worked through those issues.  Also, the driller did the borings for the geotechnical work.  A report is expected in 1 to 3 weeks.

They also did a walk‑through of the sludge digesting process and have basically concluded that the initial recommendations that have been made and concurred with are still valid.  As far as picking equipment, the biggest consideration will be how to handle the cleaning of the digester.  After this part of the process, they will start producing the permit drawings and are on schedule to get that work done to either an October or November submission date.  They 
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are on schedule and will meet the submission date.  At that time, he will also update the project cost estimate.

President DeMartyn had not seen the breakdown on time periods.  Mr. Gill will provide him with the schedule.

Mr. Bumgardner informed the board that a couple of weeks ago emergency personnel were called to a cardiac arrest and dispatched the fire company for medical assist.  Some Fire Department members informed Mr. Bumgardner that Police Officer Keith Morrison was the first officer to respond and they feel he saved a life until they responded, and proper credit should be given.

President DeMartyn asked for the details of the event so the board can properly recognize Officer Morrison.  Chief McMaster noted that Officer Morrison has saved two lives in the last month.  He also saved a man from jumping off of Century Bridge.  

Mr. John Walker reviewed with the board the preliminary/final land development plan for Deimler Hardware.  The plan was previously before the board quite a while back, but not as a final plan.  Mr. Deimler asked the engineers to look at the plan to see if he could do revisions to the plan to eliminate some curbing and retaining wall.  At that time, they had an actual as‑built survey to see what conditions they were working with, and a few of the inlets did not match where the recorded plan proposed them.  Because the building was a little longer than the actual plan states, based on the inlets and the height of those inlets relative to the first floor of the building, they did a revised grading plan to be able to get the water to the inlets.  In that process, reviewing the curbing, the original plan had curbing along three sides of the building and concrete curbing along the parking lot with the retaining wall.  The curbing shown on the plan was not necessary to direct the water to get it into the units, it was just there for cosmetics.  They have eliminated curbing along the east and west sides of the building where they propose landscape planting.  They continue to have curbing in areas so that water can run into the inlets.  

Other than that, the plan is basically the same as it was.  An HOP has been issued for the existing driveway.  By this building moving 7 feet, the actual driveway would have been off lot.  We did submit and received a supplemental permit from PennDOT to shift the driveway 7 feet.  So now the center line for the drive will come into the center line of the plan as proposed.  It was before the Planning Commission, has been before the EAC board.  The EAC requested that they show some deciduous trees which are not on the plan.  The actual plants that are being planted are plants that Mr. Deimler intends to sell as an association with the hardware store, so if you a customer sees one on the way into the store, they can go in the store and buy them.  

Mr. Owen stated staff had modifications to the plan that were previously approved.  The original building was approved to 173 feet, but an 180‑foot building was constructed on the site.  
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Because of that, they have to move the intersection access point further to the south on the plan.  Township staff is concerned with the progress that is occurring on the site.  There is a significant amount of grading that still needs to occur on the site for site development.  Mr. Deimler is very anxious to open the building.  However, township staff is concerned with public safety, that all site improvements should be done prior to certificate of occupancy.  The would also like a condition that the landscaping plan be bonded with the township as a letter of credit.

President DeMartyn asked about the removal of curbs and walls.  Mr. Bailey stated he could support the waiving of the stormwater report in that the changes in the amount of run‑off are actually contained within the site.  The plan does not show the inlet that is in the middle of the driveway that will have a slot drain.  One of their major concerns is what keeps the run‑off from going off‑site if the driveway is moved.  

Mrs. McAlister asked whether the cement wall along 11 and 15 will remain there.  Mr. Walker stated that is on the next property.  He also was confused by that and could not understand why it was there with the sidewalk.  His summation for why the Jersey wall is there is that the sidewalk was to be taken out to the shoulder and filled in with dirt and grass planting.  The same company that did his plan did that one.  Upon further review, they did not have enough dirt there and the grade was not enough to be able to put their stone base in and pour the sidewalk, so they put the Jersey walls there to put the stone up so they could pour.  The Jersey walls were not proposed on that plan.  

Mrs. McAlister thought the Deimler plan was supposed to install something like that at the front too.  Mr. Owen indicated the Jersey barriers were put there by L.B. Smith so it did not become a tractor trailer parking site.  On the first approval, it was a condition of approval that Mr. Deimler remove the Jersey barriers along 11 and 15.  The property owner to the north actually requested that before the board to have that double Jersey.  He is going to put a stone stucco along the front part of those Jersey barriers to make them look nicer, but he did come before the board several years ago and requested to have the double barrier there.  At the time he was concerned with security because a lot of inventory was being stolen from the site.  

Mr. Bailey stated the walls will have to be properly engineered before they are constructed.  There is a wall on the back corner, and based upon the height, the State Building Code requires that any wall over 4 feet must be engineered prior to construction.  That is also part of their recommendation.  Mr. Walker stated the wall starts at 2 feet high at the end and tapers up to a total height of the wall at 9 feet in the middle.  What he has done also is instead of pouring a solid retaining wall, he has utilized Jersey walls at this point and through the grading plan upon completion of the project they will certify that those are adequate.  

Mr. Owen referred to a letter from Mr. Bailey of GTS dated August 5 supporting approval of the plan, listing conditions including bonding for the landscaping required by the 
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EAC, conditioned upon receipt of an as‑built plan prior to building occupancy certified by an engineer indicating that the project, including the walls, are constructed per the recorded plan.  Further, recommending that the applicant provide an engineered wall design plan with the building permit plan for the high wall at the corner.  

Mr. Walker stated as far as the bonding of the landscape plan, due to Mr. Deimler having these things in stock, he asked about a dollar amount.  The number of trees planned, he estimated cost to purchase them at $1,500 to $1,526.  Mr. Bailey continued with the conditions that the applicant has requested a waiver for submission of a stormwater management report on the basis that only minor changes have been made to the originally approved plan for the development of the lot.  The applicant has initiated modifications to the drainage to prevent run‑off from leaving the site onto State right‑of‑way.  And that sentence refers to the slot grading.  GTS would also support this waiver request.  The bonding for the planting is $1,526.  

MOTION  to approve the revised preliminary/final subdivision plan for Deimler Hardware, subject to grading modifications as submitted by Hoover Engineering to David Bailey of GTS, waiving preliminary plan submission, as well as pending the following stipulations:  Bonding for the landscaping required by the EAC, in the amount of $1,526; upon receipt of an as‑built plan prior to building occupancy certified by an engineer indicating that the project, including the walls, are constructed per the recorded plan; that the applicant provide an engineered wall design plan with the building permit plan for the high wall at the corner, and a waiver for submission of a stormwater management report, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

Mr. Richard Ernest reviewed the subdivision plan of the lands of Janice L. Woods, a subdivision of property that fronts on Salt Road and East Penn Drive.  Ms. Woods wishes to subdivide approximately 5 acres into three lots.  There will be a residual lot that runs from the existing sewer main out to East Penn Drive, a little over 3 acres.  No development is planned for that portion of the lot.  Lot No. 2A will be a lot addition to Ms. Wood's existing lot, and then lot 3, which will front on Salt Road, is intended for a building lot for residence for her granddaughter.  Ms. Woods' property currently is accessed by a driveway, which will be a shared access between her existing property, and proposes the house on proposed Lot 3.  An easement is shown on the plan, and there are notes for shared maintenance costs for the access easement.  The sewer lateral for the proposed dwelling on Lot 3 will have to be into one in the back because it is too loaded at the one on Salt Road.  And, a stream crossing is involved.  A GP‑5 has been approved and submitted to Cumberland County Conservation District for the sewer lateral across the stream crossing.  Driveway and roof run‑off will be piped into an infiltration trench to the rear of the structure.  Infiltration testing was done and the trench was designed accordingly.  Lot 2A would be added as a side lot to Ms. Woods' extension lot.  The property line runs right down the sanitary sewer line.  
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Mr. Owen stated during the soil testing for the infiltration bed, they came across the existing sanitary sewer lateral with Mr. Stambaugh because his property actually traverses the property.  The proximity of the sewer line is 2 to 3 feet from the proposed foundation of the house.  That is a concern of the township because it is a terra cotta line and will not survive construction of the house.  Mr. Ernest has addressed the issue with notes on the plan.  

Mr. Ernest noted the person who owned the Stambaugh property also owned the Woods property, and when this sewer main was put in, the lateral went across the property into the sewer main because it was all his property at that time.  When it was subdivided and sold to Mr. and Mrs. Woods, no easement was ever made for that.

A note was put on the plan that this will have to be realigned to be relocated for application of a building permit for proposed building on lot 3, and probably the simplest solution will be to relocate the sewer lateral back to the property line to a point beyond construction and then back into the main.  An easement agreement was prepared for that.  

There are two notes on a plan that state the existing sanitary sewer lateral serving the property owned by Michael Stambaugh must be relocated prior to development of improvements on proposed Lot 3, and another note that says the encroachment of the sanitary sewer lateral serving the Stambaugh property must be resolved prior to the application of the building permit to construct the dwelling proposed on Lot 3.  Any agreements of easements resulting from the resolution of this encroachment shall be recorded with the as‑built drawings.

Mr. Owen stated the Planning Commission recommended approval with waiver of curb and sidewalks.

MOTION  to approve the final subdivision plan for the lands of Janice L. Woods, with waiver of curb and sidewalks, stipulating notes on the plan that the existing sanitary sewer lateral serving the property owned by Michael Stambaugh must be relocated prior to development of improvements on proposed Lot 3, and that the encroachment of the sanitary sewer lateral serving the Stambaugh property must be resolved prior to the application of the building permit to construct the dwelling proposed on Lot 3; any agreements of easements resulting from the resolution of this encroachment shall be recorded with the as‑built drawings, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION  to approve the 90‑day extension request from Alpha Consulting Engineers, Inc., on behalf of Floribunda, Phase 1, Section 10.B, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the 90‑day extension request from Act One Consultants, Inc., on behalf of WEB Contracting for Park Avenue preliminary/final subdivision and land 
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development, the old Methodist church property, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the 90‑day extension request from B.L. Companies for the final/minor subdivision plan of Knisley for 100‑102 Center Street, Enola, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the 90‑day extension request from H. Edward Black and Associates, Limited, on behalf of Highmark for the preliminary/final land development plan for the Highmark Center Street North Building, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve Resolution 2009‑12 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania, appointing the West Shore Tax Bureau as the county's tax collector, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the final payment to Republic ITS for the completion of the emergency vehicle preemption installation in the amount of $43,794.00, per awarded bid contract, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to accept the 2009 police testing certification list, per memo dated July 28, 2009, from the Civil Service Commission, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the execution of the Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement Joinder Agreement by and between the City of Harrisburg and East Pennsboro Township designating Benchmark Solutions as the energy consultants, stipulating that the township have the ability to terminate the contract at any time, without penalty, upon written notification, and also to insert "East Pennsboro Township" as the name of the municipality, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the execution of the Agreement for Utility Information and Management Services between Benchmark Energy Solutions, Inc., and East Pennsboro Township for the participation in the Power and Energy Purchase Program, stipulating that the township have the ability to terminate the contract at any time, without penalty, upon written 
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notification, and also to insert "East Pennsboro Township" as the name of the municipality, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Henry F. Coyne, Esquire, Township Solicitor, for professional services rendered during the period of June 22, 2009, through July 30, 2009, in the amount of $2,596.37, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the request from Dennis Helm to close off the portion of Country Club Place West between Circle Drive and Circle Drive on Sunday, August 30, 2009, between the hours of 3 p.m. and 10 p.m. for a block party, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the acceptance and execution of the new 5‑year (2010 through 2014) Winter Municipal Agreement between the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, Cumberland County 8‑2 and East Pennsboro Township in the amount of $6,105.78, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the acceptance of the terms and conditions as set forth in the July 23, 2009, letter from the Commonwealth Financing Authority for H20 Water and Sewer Grant in the amount of $1 million for the upgrade of the wastewater treatment plant, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition No. 21 from the 2007 Sewer Construction Fund Account to Gannett Fleming, Inc., in the amount of $3,304.80, for engineering services for the construction phase of the Beaver Avenue pumping station, which is 59 percent complete, the balance funds remaining are $8,108.50, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to CET Engineering Services in the amount of $32,042.85 for professional services during the period of June 1 through June 30, 2009, relative to the WWTP Upgrade/Expansion Project, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  directing the township to prepare a statement on behalf of the Board of Commissioners with its obligation to continue the name of the Village of Summerdale for public posting, signed by the members of the Board of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Bumgardner stated the apparatus for Good Will has been painted.  It should be received within the next 2 weeks.  They feel they can do the piping and lettering cheaper with township personnel.  
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Mr. Gill noted for the second year the township sponsored the fire appreciation day at the Harrisburg Senators' game, there were a total of 52 adults and 13 children, for a total of 65.  

MOTION  renaming the park in Summerdale as Summerdale Centennial Park, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
