The Regular Meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, November 4, 2009, at 8:30 p.m. at the Community and Municipal Center, 98 S. Enola Drive, Enola, Pennsylvania.

CALL TO ORDER

President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed,  followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

MOTION  approving the minutes of the Regular Meeting of October 21, 2009, was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR  

There was no business from the floor. 
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Mr. Kuntzelman congratulated Mr. Hall, Mr. Melnick, and Mr. Darden for their victories in last night's election.  He wished them the best, and noted they have a good crew to work with.  President DeMartyn echoed the sentiments, and offered his help, if the new board should need it.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL

MOTION  authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve the request from Mrs. Midgalia Rodriguez, 493 State Street, West Fairview, for a handicapped parking space in front of her residence, per the recommendation of Chief McMaster, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  authorizing the execution of the final contract on November 9, 2009, with Liberty Power, 1901 West Cypress Creek Road, Fort Lauderdale, Florida, for participation in the Electricity Buying Program through our Joint Purchaser Agreement with Benchmark Energy Solutions, Inc., was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION  to approve payment to Pennsy Supply, Inc., 201 Pennsy Supply Road, Hummelstown, Pennsylvania, in the amount of $25,660.80 from the 2009 Highway Aid Fund for the completion of the 2009 milling project, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  Mr. Gill noted that the bid came in much lower than expected.  

MOTION  authorizing the execution of the H20 Grant Agreement ‑ Contract No. 000045864, between the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, acting through the Commonwealth Financing Authority, and East Pennsboro Township in the amount of $1 million for the period of January 1, 2007, through June 30, 2012, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

The board then reviewed the Preliminary/final subdivision plan for Park Avenue. 

Mr. Owen noted the plan was tabled at the last meeting due to questions about sidewalks and where the school bus stop should be.  Mr. Rob Shaffer, from Act One Consultants, stated there was a question as to whether the school would make a stop at the intersection of Park Avenue and Third Street.  He reviewed the matter with the Safety Director, and since they do not know how many kids will be there, they cannot say if  they would move a stop down there.  He 

further noted these units are not targeted for the family size.  Because of that, they concluded to 
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put sidewalk on the east side of Third Street.  Along with that, he prepared a new waiver because of grading.  To do the sidewalk, they have to go a little steeper than 2 to 1, maybe no more than 3 to 1.  He changed the waiver and added a waiver for one side of Third Street as opposed to none.  Park Avenue will only have sidewalks on the south side, but the units constructed will have sidewalks in front of them.  If the remainder is developed, they will be required to have sidewalks at that time.  

MOTION  to approve the preliminary/final subdivision plan for Park Avenue, including the waivers as outlined in the letter from Act One Consultants, Inc., dated November 4, 2009, to the Board of Commissioners, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.  

MOTION  to approve payment of Requisition No. 25 to Gannett Fleming, Inc., from the 2007 Sewer Construction Fund Account for engineering services relative to the Beaver Avenue Pumping Station in the amount of $506.42, which represents 79.79 percent of project completion, with the remaining budget of $4,041.63, was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

MOTION to approve payment to CET Engineering Services for professional services relative to the design phase for the upgrades at the Wastewater Treatment Plant for the period of September 1, 2009, through September 30, 2009, in the amount of $39,999.75, was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

(Whereupon, the meeting was recessed for Executive Session for personnel issues and possible litigation purposes at 8:45 p.m., and was reconvened at 9:00 p.m.)

MOTION  to approve and execute the agreement dated November 2, 2009, between Carol Durkish, successor trustee of Vincent Durkish Living Trust, and Murphy Rentals, Inc., principal office at 3320 Derry Street, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, and the Board of Commissioners of East Pennsboro Township, whereas all three parties participate financially in paving a 50‑foot wide right‑of‑way known as Duke Street, the total amount to be $9,800.00, whereas Durkish is going to be the contract party and the contract states that the township does not, by this action, take any ownership of that parcel, was made by Mr. Kuntzelman seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote. 

Mr. Gill noted the  memorandum from CET dated November 4, 2009, regarding the summary of activities to the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade and expansion project will be attached to the minutes for the record.  

MOTION  to adjourn the meeting at 9:12 p.m., was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
