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• Approved a preliminary/final development plan for 1250 Associates, which plans to build a 200,000-square-foot building, subject to PennDOT approval of a highway occupancy permit, on eight acres between the Radisson Hotel and Arooga’s Restaurant on Rts. 11/15. The building will have five stories above ground and two levels of underground parking.

• Approved a preliminary/final land development plan for McDonald’s, subject to PennDOT approval of a highway occupancy permit, at Summerdale Plaza. The existing McDonald’s is being rebuilt.

• Notified the 2011 Emergency Services Carnival Committee that it will be allowed to begin setting up for the carnival on Saturday, June 18. All items must be removed from the fields at Adams-Ricci Park by noon on Monday, June 27.

• Approved a three percent increase in building permit fees, an increase of $10 to cover disposal costs under solid waste dumping and an increase of $2 for tours.

• Approved a three-year contract between the Township and Teamsters Local Union 776. The contract will expire at the end of 2013.

• Renewed its K-9 training contract with Castle’s K-9, Inc.

• Approved a request from Regina Hollister to hold a block party from noon through 10 p.m. on June 18 on a section of Cherish Drive.

• Approved a request from the Greater Harrisburg Association of Realtors Foundation to hold a kick ball tournament from 2 to 8 p.m. on May 13 at Adams-Ricci Park.

• Banned parking on the west side of Chestnut Street from Locust Street for 250 feet in front of the Annex
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
