The regular meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, July 2, 2008 at 8:30 p.m. at Summerdale Fire Company, Summerdale PA.

I.
CALL TO ORDER:


President DeMartyn called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.
II.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:


MOTION approving the minutes of Regular Meeting of June 4, 2008 was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

APPROVAL OF REPORTS:


MOTION approving the following reports:

was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

President Demartyn extended a “Thank You” to the Summerdale Fire Company for hosting the Board’s meeting this evening.
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IV.
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR:

Mr. Jacobs, 1295 Oyster Mill Road, Camp Hill, PA addressed the Board relative to his continued water problem.  Mr. DeMartyn stated that the Board did look at the drainage issue last year on their highway tour and did not see any problems and that if Mr. Jacobs was still unhappy that it was a civil matter and that he should consult an attorney.


Mr. Freed, 1290 Oyster Mill Road, Camp Hill wanted an update on the sewer extension along Oyster Mill Road.  Mr. Gill stated that it was on this evening’s workshop but there wasn’t any update as the township was still in discussion with the developer.  Mr. Freed asked to be notified when any updates would be given at future meetings.


Bob and Deb Trembley, 436 State Street, West Fairview stated that they had been in attendance at the Board’s meeting held in May at the firehouse and wanted to know if a letter was sent to PennDot relative to the US 11/15 Bridge in West Fairview.  Mr. Gill stated that a letter was sent to PennDot asking for updates, contacts, etc. but to date the township had not received a response.


President DeMartyn recognized Patricia Owen, 111 Bungalow Road, Enola, PA a member of Boy Scout Troop #89 was in attendance as part of this Communication Badge.

V.
ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL:


MOTION
authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving the hiring of Mr. Brandon W. Jones, 2484 Cape Drive, Mechanicsburg as a probationary patrol officer for the East Pennsboro Township police department at the starting salary of $46,016.59, effective Tuesday, July 1, 2008 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

At this time, President DeMartyn sworn in Brandon Jones and attested to his Oath of Office and Codes of Ethics.  Mr. Jones was welcomed by all Commissioners. 

MOTION
accepting the letter of resignation from Elizabeth Roach as crossing guard effective the 2008/2009 school year was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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MOTION
authorizing the acceptance and execution of the Deed of Dedication between Laurel Hills Development Corp. and East Pennsboro Township for the following streets:  Nathan Drive, Courtney Lane, Tyler Lane, Southmont Drive, Hal Lane, Mary Lane, Austin Drive, Greenmont Drive, Johns Drive, Ridgemont Drive and Tory Circle was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving payment of Requisition No. 7 from the 2007 Sewer Construction Fund Account to Gannett Fleming, Inc. for engineering services relative to the design phase of the Beaver Avenue pumping station in the amount of $12,133.18 was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MPTION
approving payment of Requisition No. 22 from the 1998 Sewer Construction Fund Account to Gannett Fleming, Inc. for engineering services relative to the sanitary sewer extension Section 10 Floribunda Heights and Oyster Mill Road in the amount of $1,227.17 was made by Mr. Fry seconded by Mrs. McAlister and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
approving the 90 days extension request from Thomas H. Metz Engineering, Inc. on behalf of the Enola Sunoco to allow time to obtain PennDOT Highway Occupancy Permit was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
 authorizing the Solicitor to prepare and advertize the necessary amendments to the township’s Peddler’s Ordinance was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman and was carried by unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
approving payment to Henry F. Coyne for professional services during the period of June 1, 2008 through June 26, 2008 in the amount of $4,493.55 was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
approving payment of Requisition No. 8 from the 2007 Sewer Construction Fund Account to Doli Construction Corporation, Chalfont PA for the final payment relative to the 2007 Sanitary Sewer Extension and Replacement in the amount of $60,017.97 was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman and was carried by unanimous aye vote.  Mr. Gill explained that the bid for these three contracts totaled $417,401.00 but there were approved change orders with a savings of $33,094.08 thus making the final project total $384,306.92.
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MOTION
 authorizing the township manager to advertise for bids for the Beaver Avenue Pumping Station replacement and the submittal of the Water Quality Management Part II Permit to DEP was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
adopting Resolution No. 2008-04 of the Township of East Pennsboro to make application for a permit to install and operate a traffic signal on US Route 11, Lemoyne Drive and Radisson Driveway – Hoffer property was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving the Locust Ridge revised plan showing a reduction in units from thirty-nine (39) to thirty-six (36), which increases the unit widths from 20” to 22” was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


Mr. Gill stated that for the record a $1,500 check was received from Mr. & Mrs. Frank Hollister, 15 Cherish Drive, Camp Hill  PA in appreciation to the fire companies for their help during the fire at their property.  The check will be placed in the fire equipment escrow account.

Board recessed at 9:15 pm for executive session relative to personnel issues.


Board reconvened at 9:39 pm.
