The regular monthly meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, November 2, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. at the East Pennsboro Community and Municipal Center, 98 S Enola Drive, Enola Pennsylvania.

Those present were: Commissioners - Wayne Melnick, President; James Hertzler; Charles Hall and E. Thomas Fry; Robert L. Gill, Township Manager; Joseph Curcillo, Esquire, Township Solicitor; Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer; John Pietropaoli, Asst. Twp. Manager; Chief Todd Bashore, Police Department.  Mr. Dardick was absent due to business and Mr. Gill informed the Commissioners that Anna-Marie Sweeney was absent due to her mother’s illness.

I.
CALL TO ORDER

President Melnick called the workshop to order at 7:00 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  

II.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:


MOTION 
approving the minutes of Board of Commissioners’ workshop on September 21, 2011 was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

approving the following reports:

 was made by Mr. Fry seconded by Mr. Hall and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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IV.
NEW POLICE OFFICER


Chief Bashore introduced Mr. Clinton J. Cummings to the Board of Commissioners.  Mr. Cummings was previously a police officer for the City of Harrisburg and is currently a member of the United State Marine Reserves and will be the 20 member of the East Pennsboro Township Police Department.


MOTION 
approving the hiring of Clinton J. Cummings, 5592 Twilight Drive, Harrisburg PA as a probationary patrol officer for the East Pennsboro Township police department effective Thursday, November 3, 2011 at the starting salary of $52,076.50, per the current collective bargaining agreement was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
V.
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR:

Mr. Rob Copeland, 236 Glen Road, Camp Hill inquired about the status of the commitment made by the Township over a year ago to look at a density ordinance.  The last status he had received was that it was at the Planning Commission level and wanted to know if there had been any progress because he feels that this ordinance is very important to the Township and is reminded of it every day when he goes by the Overlook development.  He feels that having a legitimate density ordinance would avoid some of the appearance of improprieties that existed before with Mr. Lucas and there are still some large tracts to be developed yet.

Mr. Gill informed Mr. Copeland that it was still at the Planning Commission level and they have formed a sub-committee to look at the density level issue.  Mr. Gill stated that the Planning Commission would be meeting on Thursday on November 10, 2011 if Mr. Copeland wanted to attend.  


William Petry, 4 Stephen Terrace, Camp Hill stated that there is a major problem with parking in that area.  He has lived here for 24 years and he has had people drive in his driveway, park in his driveway, he had cars towed from it, sometimes this area gets plowed and salted during the winter months, but the real problem is that he wants to move out of the township but he can’t because his business has changed and his business vehicles are no longer conducive to the township.  He has a trailer for carrying his tools but the township ordinance does not allow it to be parked on the street.  He needs to put a new driveway in and allow space for a dumpster for his business.  He has contacted both the police department and the codes department to get assistance with this situation but to no avail.  He is looking at six to eight months of needing this 
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trailer to be parked on the street to allow him time to fix up his place so that he can move.  Mr. Pietropaoli stated that he would work with the police department to try to find a solution.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL:

 authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote with Mr. Melnick voting no.


MOTION
approving payment to Rhoads & Sinon LLP for professional services relative to Mark Green’s grievance for Heart and Lung Benefits in the amount of $962.50 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hall, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
 approving payment to Century Engineering for professional services relative to the final design/construction of the West Fairview Streetscapes in the amount of $1,350.00; payment to Rogele, Inc. for work performed under contract #1, West Fairview Streetscape in the amount of $93,381.70 per the recommendation of Century Engineering and payment to Swam Electric Co., Inc. for work performed under contract #2, West Fairview Streetscape in the amount of $88,900.00 per the recommendation of Century Engineering was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Hertzler, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

Mr. Gill stated that 95% of the project has been completed.  There is a punch list of various small items that need to be taken care by Rogele and this should all be completed within the next 30 days.

 approve the request from AARP Foundation to utilize the East Pennsboro Community & Municipal Center for the preparation of 2011 taxes from Thursday, February 2, 2012 through April 12, 2012 was made by Mr. Hertzler, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
adopting Resolution No. 2011-10 of the Township of East Pennsboro authorizing Robert L. Gill, Township Manager to execute the forms and documents to apply for public assistance reimbursements for overtime wage expenses relative to Tropical Storm Lee during the period of September 3, 2011 through October 15, 2011 was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
 adopting Ordinance No. 774-11 of East Pennsboro Township, Cumberland County amending Chapter 15 “Motor Vehicles and Traffic, Part 13 “Removal and 
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Impounding of Motor Vehicles was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
 authorizing the township manager to advertise for the acceptance of proposals for towing services in East Pennsboro Township, Cumberland according to Ordinance No. 774.11 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hall and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
 approve the request from Randi’s House of Angels to hold the 2013 Randi’s Race at Adams Ricci Community Park on Saturday, May 11, 2013 was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

approving payment of the following items


* Requisition No. 78 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the design phase and permitting for the Southeast Trunk and Southwest Pumping Station replacement project in the amount of $1,701.70;


* Requisition No. 79 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the Southwest Pumping Station upgrade in the amount of $1,366.00;


*Requisition No. 80 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to CET Engineering Services for engineering services relative to the construction phase of the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade in the amount of $22,217.43;


* Requisition No. 81 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to Howard Robson, Inc. for services relative to the Contract #1 for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade in the amount of $408,712.20, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services;


* Requisition No. 82 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to PSI Pumping Solutions, Inc. relative to Contract 2 – Electrical for the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade/expansion project in the amount of $207,795.05 – payment #8, per the recommendation of CET Engineering Services;

* Requisition No. 86 from the 2010A General Obligation Bond – Sewer to Alpha Consulting Engineers, Inc. for professional services relative to the field topographic survey and as built plans in the amount of $4,302.50
was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Hall and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

VII.
NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Gill asked the Board for consideration for hiring a labor attorney within the next 30 days.   Claudia Williams is now with Rhoads and Sinon and her new fee would be $225.00 per hour and he has also had some contact with the Township’s formed labor attorney Mr. Miller who is now with Eckert and Seamans and his fee would be $240.00 per hour.  Mr. Melnick asked if Mr. Gill had received any contact from Thomas Thomas & Hafer and Mr. Gill stated that he had not.

Mr. Hertzler inquired on the status of the moving forward with the Rapid Response system as there had been another incident in the Brentwood area and he feels that this system would be a great help in notifying people because the Township would have a variety of avenues to contact people when a problem exists. Mr. Gill stated that a letter was being sent to SwiftReach of notification of the Township’s cancellation of our contract and we should be ready to move forward with Rapid Response after the new year.

Mr. Hall inquired about the status of the flag at Adams Ricci Park.  Mr. Gill stated that a flag had been ordered and should be installed within the next 30-60 days.


Mr. Hertzler inquired if there was any change in their position for the appointments to the various Boards and Commissions who terms have expired as it has been over a month since some of the terms expired and these people have served our community for several years and 
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deserve to be re-appointed.  Mr. Hertzler stated that he would be happy to make the motion to re-appoint the various people again.  These folks are continuing on in their positions because no decision had been made by Board.

Mr. Melnick stated that the last proposal that he had heard was that because of the timing of these appointments – falling at the end of the year – and falling under a Board who could have new members due to the election that there was to be some thought to re-schedule these appointments so that appointments are made by the new Board of Commissioners.

Mr. Hall stated that the Board would like to streamline the appointments so that they run January to January.


Mr. Gill stated that he would have to look at the ordinance that established the various Boards/Commissions to see what has to be done to change the terms to calendar years.


Mr. Hertzler stated that he felt that this was just an excuse.  These people are good people and have served our community well and it has nothing to do with politics.


Mr. Fry stated that he doesn’t feel these people should stay in limbo.  


Mr. Hall stated that the township should sent letters out and explain what the Commissioners are trying to do.

adjourning the meeting at 8:30 p.m was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
