The regular meeting of the East Pennsboro Township Board of Commissioners was held on Wednesday, August 6, 2008 at 8:30 p.m. at the West Enola Fire Company, Enola PA.

Coyne, Solicitor, Joseph Bonarrigo, Township Engineer, John Owen, Director Housing and Development, Dennis McMaster, Chief of Police, Mark Green, Lieutenant Police Department, and James Bumgardner, Fire Marshall.
I.
CALL TO ORDER:


Vice President Hertzler called the meeting to order at 8:30 p.m.  A moment of silent meditation was observed, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.


Vice President Hertzler noted for the record that Commissioner DeMartyn was on vacation therefore not in attendance at this evening’s meeting.  Mr. Hertzler also extended a “Thank You” to the West Enola Fire Company for hosting this evening’s meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

approving the minutes of Regular Meeting of July 2, 2008 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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IV.
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR


Mr. Larry Stone, President of West Enola Fire Company and Chairman of the carnival committee was happy to report to the Board of Commissioners that the carnival was a great success and because of this the carnival committee was in the position to return to the township the $4,000.00 that was advanced to them as start up money.  The Board applauded the carnival committee for all of the dedicated hours and complimented them on the success of the carnival.


Mr. Allen Lambert, 448 3rd Street West Fairview and Melinda Duncan 507 3rd Street West Fairview addressed the Board relative to the problem of speeding in this area because of the number of children who play there.  It was indicated that most of the problem comes from the patrons of the American Legion.  It was stated that they also do not stop at the stop signs.  They requested that the township put up Watch Children signs.  The Chief indicated that he would have his officers spend some time in the area to help deter the speeding.  They also questioned what happened to Officer Kauffman who used to patrol the area on his bike.  Officer Kauffman was developing a good relationship with the children.  Chief McMaster indicated that they were short officers and therefore it was difficult to schedule bike patrol because of the slow response of that officer if he was needed in another area of the township.  They also questioned the township relative to the plans for the annex building. 

Mr. Gill informed them that the township did receive a $75,000 Community Development Block Grant from the Redevelopment Authority of Count of Cumberland, $10,000 from Senator Patricia Vance, $5,000 from Representative Glen Grell and the township will be contributing a match of $25-30,000 for the rehab of the building.  The township crews will be doing most of the work to include new bathrooms – ADA compliance, new heating and cooling system, electric, roof repairs, basketball court, swing set, and a new kitchen will come at a later date.  The township hopes to have the facility opened by Memorial Day 2009.  The township does intend to keep the park opened uptown for those residents.

Mr. Dwayne McMillen 321 2nd Street, West Fairview stated that he did not feel that all of the speeding traffic was due to the patrons of the West Fairview Legion but included everyone in the Village who utilized the streets.  He stated that there was a strong need for more police presence in the area. He stated that there was also a need to enforce the curfew and therefore force parents to be more responsible.  He feels that the area is falling apart because no one cares and the residents need to step up the care of their properties and show that they do care.

Mr. Gill stated that the Township just completed advertisement for the acceptance of Request for Proposals for the West Fairview Streetscape Project, which will be partially funded thru grants from the County of Cumberland Redevelopment Authority.  The project area is from US 11/15 to Market Street and along Second Street from St. Marks Church to the Lutheran 
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Church.  The project calls for sidewalks, curbs, lights, etc.  The township will be holding at least two public meetings to obtain input from the residents.  It is also the township’s intentions to expand beyond Second Street.

Mr. McMillen stated that this will be a great improvement for the Village of West Fairview but the main problem is that most of the properties are HUD owned and renters just don’t care about keeping the properties clean.


Mr. George Gebhard, 316 4th Street, West Fairview also stated the problem is that there are more renters than home owners.  He stated that he also spoke to the police relative to traffic/speeding along 4th Street but now that baseball season is over it has gotten better.  Mr. Gebhard stated that someone really needs to look at the traffic flows uptown and downtown to determine where stop signs are needed to help deter speeding in both sections of West Fairview.  He also stated that he has reported the deterioration of the properties along 4th Street, to include trees hanging over the sidewalks but nothing has been done.

Mr. Owen, Director of Housing & Development stated that the properties were condemned about a year ago, a structural engineer has been in to evaluate them but right now the decision is in the courts hands as to whether or not the owner is going to be made to tear them down.  Mr. Owen stated that the trees are in the right-of-way.


Mr. Gebhard stated that the lights along the bridge walkway are out again.  John Pietropaoli, Asst. Twp. Mgr. stated that he would have the township crews replace the lights.


Kelly Hocker 505 3rd Street and Heather Gray 506 3rd Street, West Fairview stated that there was a real need to start a Crime Watch group in West Fairview especially if the township was going to fix up the annex building because of the lack of supervision on the children it would be vandalized.  Chief McMaster will try to set up a meeting with the residents in the area.


Al Koch 816 Center Street, Enola asked if someone could contact PP&L relative to the pole that was cut and it just hanging with wires attached to it.  Mr. Gill stated that the township would get in contact with someone tomorrow to have the issue taken care of.

 authorizing payment of invoices and payroll pending review and signatures of Commissioners was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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MOTION
approving the hiring of Mr. Scott M. Rood, 410 Tanger Street, Marietta PA as a probationary patrol officer for the East Pennsboro Township police department at the starting salary of $46,016.59, effective Thursday, August 7, 2008 was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


At this time Vice President Hertzler swore Mr. Scott M. Rood into office as a probationary patrolman for the East Pennsboro Township Police Department.  Mr. Rood also took is Oath of Ethics for his position.  Mr. Rood was welcomed aboard by all of the Commissioners.

adopting Resolution No. 2008-05 of the Township of East Pennsboro, Cumberland County recognizing Leah Gingrich for her outstanding achievements as a swimmer was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

It was noted for the record that Leah was not in attendance due to having her wisdom teeth removed and arrangements would be made to have Leah come into the township building before she left for college.  Mrs. McAlister would make the presentation to her at that time.


MOTION
approving the request from Domestic Violence Service of Cumberland and Perry Counties to hold the fifth annual Randi’s Race for Hope and Courage on Saturday, May 9, 2009 at Adams Ricci Community Park was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
 awarding the bid for the installation of LED Traffic Signal Lenses and Emergency Vehicle Preemptions to Republic ITS, Inc. in the amount of $51,855.00, per the recommendation of Grove Miller Engineering, Inc. and the purchase of 458 lenses at the estimated price of $23,627.62, which will be purchased thru the Piggyback Purchase Program for a total bid package of $75,512.62 was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister and was carried by a unanimous aye vote with Mr. Hertzler voting in the negative.

approving the execution of the Intergovernmental Development Agreement between the Cumberland County Industrial Development Authority and East Pennsboro Township was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
accepting the 2007 Year End Audit as prepared by Wildeman and Obrock, township auditors was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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Mr. Gill noted for the record that at the workshop Mr.  Robert Vodzak auditor for Wildeman and Obrock gave the Board a brief overview of the 2007 year end financial report.

 authorizing the execution of the Drug and Alcohol Agreement between WORKNET and East Pennsboro Township for the random drug and alcohol testing of all CDL license holders in compliance with the Department of Transportation and Federal Motor Carries Safety Administration Drug and Alcohol Requirements was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
 authorizing the execution of the Drug and Alcohol Agreement between WORKNET and East Pennsboro Township for the random drug and alcohol testing for all NON DOT employees with the exception of the police officers was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
approving payment to Henry F. Coyne for professional services during the period of June 27th thru July 23, 2008 in the amount of $3,982.50 was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
authorizing the temporary transfer of $450,000.00 from the Sewer Fund to the Capital Improvement Fund, per the recommendation of the Finance Committee was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
establishing Thursday, October 30, 2008 as Trick or Treat Night in East Pennsboro Township from 6 PM to 8 PM was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
authorizing the execution of the 2008/2009 Winter Service Agreement between Pennsylvania Department of Transportation and East Pennsboro Township in the amount of $6,027.44 was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving the final subdivision and land development plan for Milo I. Smith with the following waivers:  preliminary plan submission; erosion and sediment pollution control plan submission; stormwater management plan submission; to omit sidewalks along Shady Lane for Lots 1 and 2 to be combined with General Note requiring that sidewalks will be installed when Lot 2 is developed; to eliminate the ingress and egress across the properties of 141 and 145 East Columbia Road until building permit for Lot 2 is issued was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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MOTION
approving the final subdivision plan for Frank H. Leaman to include the waiver for the preliminary plan submission was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving the 60 day extension for the preliminary/final subdivision and land development plan for Humer Street Townhomes was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
approving the 90 day extension for the preliminary/final subdivision land development plan for Floribunda Heights Phase I, Section 10B was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

approving the re-appointment of Dr. Richard Davis to the Board of Health for a five year term retroactive to January 1, 2008 thru December 31, 2012 was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
recognizing the petition submitted by Christina M. Baker-Lipschutz signed by approximately 400 township residents asking consideration for the addition of a dog park in East Pennsboro Township was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.

MOTION
authorizing the payment to KME Fire Apparatus for the new custom pumper/tanker in the amount of $527,300.00 was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


Mr. Gill noted for the recorded that at the workshop Mr. Randy Loss on behalf of the Adventure District of the Boy Scouts of America Keystone Council submitted a letter requesting permission to hold the First Annual Soap Box Derby at Adams Ricci Community Park on Sunday, October 26, 2008 from 8 AM to 6 PM.  Mr. Loss explained that it was their hope that this event would 30 or more competitors and would grow each year.


MOTION
authorizing the Adventure District of the Boy Scouts of America, Keystone Council to hold the First Annual Soap Box Derby at Adams Ricci Community Park on Sunday, October 26, 2008 from 8 AM to 6 PM was made by Mrs. McAlister, seconded by Mr. Fry, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.
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MOTION
accepting the petition from the residents of the Treemont Development requesting the township to install two (2) additional stop signs at Rosewood and Teakwood Lane making these intersections 4 way stops was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
authorizing the township solicitor to prepare and advertize the additional two (2) stops signs at Rosewood and Teakwood Lane was made by Mr. Fry, seconded by Mr. Kuntzelman, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


MOTION
authorizing the township manager to prepare and advertize the bid for a new Refuse and Recycling Contract was made by Mr. Kuntzelman, seconded by Mrs. McAlister, and was carried by a unanimous aye vote.


The Board recessed at 11:15 PM for an executive session relative to personnel issues and to discuss a possible litigation matter.


The Board reconvened at 12:45 AM.
