The Board of Commissioners Took the Following Actions at Recent Meetings

1. Directed the Township staff to work with the Cumberland County Industrial Development Authority to prepare a written agreement to save the historic Longsdorf home, the birthplace of Enola Miller, in Summerdale.  The Board will vote on the agreement at a future date.

2. Adopted an ordinance authorizing a cable franchise agreement between the township and Comcast.  Te new agreement is for a 10-year term and includes a 5% franchise fee. 

3. Approved renewal of the Senior Center contract through June 30, 2011.  The contract is between the Township and the Cumberland County Aging and Community Services in the amount of $ 44,000.

4. Purchased two 2011 Ford trucks from New Holland Ford Isuzu for the total of % 55,553.

5. Award an $113,000 contact to Reynolds Inliner for the Area T Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation project.

6. Approved the final minor subdivision plan for Charlesworth properties 1023-1025 Oyster Mill Road, for a minor lot line change.

7. Approved a request for Tavern on the Hill to have outside al fresco seating.

8. Authorized Township Manager Robert Gill to proceed with surveying and engineering services for the former George Miller property at North Enola Drive and East Altoona Avenue for a final subdivision plan for an amount not to exceed $8,500.

9. Approved a request from Holy Spirit Hospital to hold a National Nurses Day Walk on May 14th 2011 at Adams-Ricci Park.

10. Directed the police Commissioners to enter into discussions with the police union to determine its receptiveness to part-time police officers and to use labor counsel to help in the discussions.

11. The Township Board of Commissioners has awarded contracts totaling almost $19,000,000 to upgrade and expand the Township’s wastewater treatment plant.

12. The Township has applied for $600,000 in grant funds under the PA Community Transportation Initiative Program to finance studies of two heavily traveled intersections:
a:  21st Street/Poplar Church Road study to determine possible improvements such as roadway widening, street realignments to improve traffic flow patterns or alternatives to reduce congestion and improve safety.

B:  Wertzville Road/Magaro Road/Carol Lane feasibility study for improvement alternatives at the offset intersection.  The study would cover roadway widening, signalization, realignment of minor streets and other options to improve safety and operations.
