Registration and Payment Policy– Registration opens on Tuesday April 13th at 8:30 am at the Recreation Department.  Participants 

have the option of registering for five (5) or less of the seven (7) total weeks of day camp.   Additional weeks (6 & 7)  may be added after all 

camp registrations are completed on June 6, 2011.  Refunds will not be given for missed days.  We will not pro-rate for any reason. A $20 

registration fee plus each week is $90.00 with the Resident Discount or $105.00.  At time of registration, the first week must be paid in full 

($90.00) plus $45.00 for each additional week your child will attend.  The remaining balance is due no later than June 13, 2011  .  We will 

not be accepting weekly payments this year the balance of camp is due June 13th.  Any past due payments will result in the loss of your 

child’s space. 

Club Hours & eligibility– Summer Leisure Club is open to children age 12 to 15 years. They may not turn 16 years old before they begin 

camp.  NO EXCEPTIONS.  Club hours of operation are 9:00 am until 3:00 pm.  Students should be dropped off and picked up at the Town-

ship Municipal Building and meet in Room 107.  Students will be transported by bus to the destination for the day.  In the event of bad 

weather we will go bowling, roller skating, to the movies or the Capital City Mall.  The schedule may be rearranged if inclement weather 

occurs.   

Field Trip Schedule-  Trips are planned everyday camp is in session and the cost of the trip is included with registration fee.   Most days a 

packed lunch is needed.
