Questions and Answers
Registration and Payment Policy

Travelers Club is only held 3 days per week, Tuesday, Wednesday & Thursday.  Participants have the option of registering for five (5) of the seven (7) total weeks of the Travelers Club.  All camp registrations are due by June 8, 2007.  Refunds for the registration fee will not be given for missed days.  We will not pro-rate for any reason. Each week is $75.00 resident discount or $80.00.  At time of registration, the first week must be paid in full ($75.00) plus $35.00 for each additional week your child will attend.  The remaining balance is due no later than July 13, 2007.  We will not be accepting weekly payments.  (e.g. Child registers for 5-weeks of camp.  At registration $215.00 is due.  By July 13th the remaining balance of $160.00 is due.)  Any past due payments will result in the loss of your space in camp.

Club Hours & camper eligibility
Travelers Club is open to teens 12 – 15 years of age. They may not turn 16 years old before they begin camp.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

Hours of operation are 9:00 am until 3:00 pm.  Travelers will report to the Township Municipal Building first floor Room 107 for check in and pick up for camp.  Parents are responsible for transportation to and from the Municipal Building at 98 South Enola Drive.  During camp our counselors will be responsible for transportation accessing a 14 passenger van.  There will be 12 students and 2 adults permitted into the club.  If there is an over abundant number of students registered for camp, other options may be explored to accommodate those participants.    
Field Trip Schedule


Daily trips are planned and the cost of the trip is included with the registration fee.  Some specific days lunches will be included with the cost of the trip and we will notify you of those specific days during registration.  Most days students will need to pack a lunch.  We encourage campers to bring additional spending money for snack bars and various other spending opportunities during trips.  Your child will be responsible for any and all of their own money.     


A field trip schedule is provided on the web at www.eastpennsboro.net or at the Recreation Department.  Please keep this schedule for your reference of what your child will be participating in.  We have scheduled trips and activities daily.  Some activities listed on the schedule are only half day activities.  We will incorporate other local activities such as hiking at the Wildwood nature center, enjoying City Island, Disc golf at Ridley Park (off Erford Rd.), going to Capital City Mall, swimming at Lemoyne or Hampden Pool.  

In case of inclement weather for outdoor field trips, we either have scheduled rain dates or will substitute the scheduled field trip with rollerskating, bowling or a movie at Regal Cinema (off the Paxton Street exit of Interstate 81).  If this occurs we will have a message on the Recreation Departments answering machine at 909-5630 by 8:30 am. 

The counselor who is driving can not make special stops in route from our daily destinations.  This includes drop off or pick up of any participant.       

Hershey Park Field Trip Special Note


If your child attends the week of Hershey Park, please be advised that we arrive at Hershey approximately at 9:30 am to allow the camper’s time to eat their packed lunch and then go into the park.  We will depart from the parking lot no later than 4:30 pm.  The bus will arrive at the Township Building approximately at 5:30 pm.  ALL CAMPERS MUST BE PICKED UP BY A PARENT OR GUARDIAN FROM THE TOWNSHIP BUILDING ON THIS DAY!!!!

How is discipline handled?

Procedures for uncooperative children will follow a “ladder of discipline”, according to the severity of behavior.  

1. A simple request or non-verbal request, stated without great concern, to stop or change a behavior.

2. Personal interaction with the camper to stop and/or change his/her behavior.  Using eye contact, the staff firmly states what the camper must change to correct the behavior with a reminder to him/her of the consequences for failing to stop the behavior. 

3. Redirect the camper away from the problem situation to another activity or area. 

4. Time out away from the other campers.  There also may be a loss of activity participation for the day in increments of 15 minutes.

5. A conference between camper and Travelers Club leader. 


Written discipline reports will be prepared by the Staff for all situations which escalate beyond step 3.  


Depending upon the severity of the situation, the camper may be expelled from the club immediately.  It will then be up to the parent to make alternative arrangements for care.  No refund will be offered and the camper will not be permitted to participate in the future.  
What if my child has a doctor’s appointment during camp?


Please notify the Traveler Club Leader with a written note the morning of the appointment.  If it is a morning appointment please notify the Club Leader the day before, so that we can make arrangements for your child to be dropped off at our location for the day.  The Club Leader will confirm with you where the camp will be during the appointment for easy pick-up and drop off.  

What should my child wear and bring to camp? 
· Campers should wear comfortable weather appropriate clothing with sneakers.  For safety purposes, sneakers are the only acceptable footwear.   
· Flip flops are not recommended (except pool days) due to the number of sports activities the children will participate in.  
· Please label ALL clothing, lunch bags, lunch boxes, and backpacks with your child’s name.  
· Sunscreen should be applied at home every day and extra brought along!    
· Please do not allow your child to bring personal items such as CD players, video games or any other personal item you wish not to become lost or stolen at camp.  We will not be responsible for personal items.
· Cell phones are permitted for communication with parents or guardians.  We ask that phones are not used for personal use during camp hours.  We will not be responsible for personal items.       
· Send lunch and a drink with your child each day.  We provide a large jug of water, but recommend sending extra drinks, for extra hot and humid days.  Your child will be made aware of those days when lunch is not necessary to pack.   
What if my child gets sick or hurt at camp?


Most children will become ill from time to time.  Our counselors have one emergency cell phone with them at all times along with your child’s registration form and emergency phone numbers.  If your child should become ill during camp, we will notify you or your emergency person.  We will expect the child to be taken home as soon as possible.  In the event of a long-term illness, special arrangements may be made with the Recreation Director.  If your child will not be attending camp due to illness, please call the recreation office so we know not to expect them.  Please do not increase the risk of other children becoming sick as well by sending your child to the program when he/she is ill.  We will not dispense prescription medicine and no refunds will be given for absences due to illness. 

If your child is on medicine during the school year for ADD or ADHD, please list this on the medical treatment form.  If your child goes off medicine during the summer months, please discuss this with your family doctor.  Although camp is not as structured as school, most doctors recommend continuous medication in order for your child to carry over the important benefits from the school year.  

Swimming

We will go swimming at Little Buffalo State Park, Hampden and Lemoyne Pool please see the calendar for scheduled trip days designated as swimming days.  At all times we have a 1:7 ratio of counselors to children.   Please let us know on your registration sheet the level of swimmer your child is.  The categories are as follows:

Non-Swimmers- These children have had no formal lessons or have very little swimming skills or experience.  They can not be in water over their head or go under the water with out holding their nose.  This group will have restrictions to the zero depth area of the pool with their counselor.       

Beginning Swimmers- Children that have gone through the more than one year of formal swimming lessons or have been swimming with parents a lot.  They are comfortable being in water over their head and can do at least a doggie paddle to move around.  This group will have restricted swimming areas, but if comfortable will be allowed to do slides.        
 Advanced Swimmers- These children are experienced swimmers through years of swimming lessons or swim team.  These children can go in water over their head and are able to swim using strokes.  This group will be allowed to go into all areas available to swim at the pool.  
ALL CAMPERS must swim in the area they are assigned by the counselors.  We make this decision based on the level the parent chose for their child.  Failure to stay with their group and counselor will result in suspended swimming privileges.  Safety is our number one priority and it is imperative all campers abide by our camp and the pool’s rules!
