Code Enforcement

What is Code Enforcement? The primary intent of any code is to provide uniform safeguards for the health, safety and welfare of township residents. Zoning codes regulate the location and use of a structure; construction codes govern minimum construction standards; fire codes attempt to prevent fire events. Health codes regulate minimum sanitation requirements for food establishments operating within the township, along with certain nuisance activities. Property maintenance and rental unit codes regulate all existing residential and nonresidential structures and premises; constitute minimum standards of premises, structures, equipment and facilities for light, ventilation, space, heating, sanitation, protection from the elements, life safety, safety from fire and other hazards, and safe and sanitary maintenance responsibility of owners, operators and occupants; the occupancy of existing structures and premises.  
East Pennsboro Township codes are intended to protect the health, safety and welfare of the public.

The East Pennsboro Township Code Enforcement Officers respond to written complaint-generated violations of the township's codified ordinances. If you are concerned about a situation that you think may be a code violation, please contact the township by telephone, email or mail. Anonymous complaints are not accepted.

When a complaint is received, the following steps are taken:

· The Code Enforcement Officer visits the property to verify the information and may take photographs if a violation is found. 

· If a violation is found, a warning letter is sent to the property owner stating the violation and specifying how long they have to remedy the violation. If the violation is unabated after the warning period or the offense is a repeat, or due to the severity of the violation an enforcement notice will be mailed certified and first class. 

· If action has not been taken to remedy the violation and no appeal has been made by the affected party within the specified time, a citation is issued. 
Common violations include: excessively tall weeds/grass, accumulation of rubbish/garbage, uninspected/expired registration vehicles, failure to remove snow from sidewalks within the 24 hour time period, parking of recreational vehicles on unimproved surfaces in yard areas. 

Animal nuisances are handled by the animal control officer who works with the East Pennsboro Township Police Department.
