            The Cumberland County Commissioners have provided funds to help County homeowners keep their residences up to standards.  The County has two programs, the Owner Occupied Rehabilitation Program and the Sidewalk Repair Program available to help pay for repairs to correct code deficiencies in the residences of qualified homeowners.  Eligible work items include:  updating electrical wiring, heating systems, roof repair or replacement, insulation, doors, windows, siding, interior and exterior painting, chimneys, spouting, kitchens, bathrooms, foundation repairs, uneven sidewalk, missing or damaged curb, etc.
