The owners propose to demolish the existing restaurant, built in 1972, and replace it with a contemporary structure that represents McDonald’s new restaurant design.  The original building does not conform to the dimensional regulations in the Zoning Ordinance.  The proposed structure will maintain those non-conformances, some of which will be reduced.  Improved traffic flow is one feature of the new design.
