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Article 2  

DEFINITIONS  

Section 201. INCLUSIONS  

As used in these regulations, words expressed in their singular include their plural meanings, and 
words expressed in their plural include their singular meanings. The word "person" includes a 
corporation, unincorporated association and a partnership, as well as an individual. The words 
"building" and "street" are used generally and shall be construed as if followed by the phrase "or 
part thereof." The word "may" is permissive; the words "shall" and "will" are mandatory. Words 
when used in the present tense include the future tense. The words "used" or "occupied" as 
applied to any land or building shall be construed to include the words "intended, arranged or 
designed to be used or occupied." Any word or term not defined herein shall be deemed used 
under a common definition or meaning. 

Section 202. DEFINITIONS  
 
ACCESS DRIVE: A paved surface, other than a street, which provides vehicular access from a 
street or private road to a lot. 

ACCESSORY BUILDING: A building detached from, subordinate to, and on the same lot with the 
main building, and used for purposes customarily incidental thereto. 

ACCESSORY USE: A use on the same lot with and customarily incidental to any permitted use 
within a particular zoning district. 

AGENT: Any person, other than the developer, who, acting for the developer, submits plans to 
the Building or Zoning Official, the Planning Commission or the Township Commissioners, for the 
purpose of obtaining approval thereof of a permit of any kind. 

ALLEY: A minor way, whether or not legally dedicated, intended and used primarily for vehicular 
service access to the rear of properties which abut on a street, and not intended for the purpose 
of through vehicular traffic. 
 
ALTERATIONS, MINOR: 

A. all incidental changes or replacement in the nonstructural parts of a building or other 
structure. 

B. minor changes or replacement in the structural parts of a building or other structure, 
limited 
to the following examples and others of similar extent: 

(1) alteration of interior partitions to improve livability in nonconforming residential 
buildings, provided no additional dwelling units are created. 

(2) alteration of interior partitions in all other types of buildings or other structures. 

(3) making or enlarging windows or doors in exterior walls. 

(4) strengthening the load bearing capacity in not more than ten (10) percent  of the 
total floor area to permit the accommodation of a specialized unit of machinery or 
equipment. 
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ALTERATIONS, STRUCTURAL: Any change in the supporting members of a building or 
structure, such as bearing walls, columns, beams or girders, other than those defined as minor 
alterations. 

AMUSEMENT ARCADE: An establishment which has as its principal business offering to patrons 
mechanical or electrical amusement devices or games such pinball machines, pin pong, darts, 
shooting galleries or similar devices and games. 

ANTENNA: Any structure which is not a tower, is designed for mounting on pre-existing 
structures, and is capable of receiving and distributing signals (for the purpose of 
communication). 

APARTMENT: A dwelling unit within a multi-family building or dwelling, but not including a 
conversion apartment. 

APARTMENT, ACCESSORY: An independent dwelling unit, incorporated within an existing 
single-family detached dwelling without any substantial external modification, established for the 
purpose of providing an independent living unit for a person or persons related by marriage or 
blood to an occupant.  

APARTMENT BUILDING: A building containing more than three (3) dwelling units, and having a 
common entrance and hall. 

APARTMENT, CONVERSION: A dwelling unit formed by the conversion of an existing single-
family detached or semi-detached dwelling. 

APARTMENT HOTEL: A building or portion thereof designed for or containing both one or more 
dwelling units and one or more individual guest rooms or suites of rooms and intended to be used 
by two (2) or more families or roomers. 

APPLICANT: Any legal or equitable landowner, lessee, optionee or his authorized agent who 
submits plans, data or applications to the Zoning Officer or other designated Township official for 
the purpose of obtaining any approval or permit. 

AREA, BUILDING: The total area taken on a horizontal plane at the main grade level of the 
principal building and all accessory buildings, exclusive of uncovered porches, terraces and 
steps. 
 
AREA, FLOOR - The sum of the areas of all floors of a building or structure, measured from the 
exterior faces of the walls, but not including cellars, unenclosed porches, attics, floor space in an 
accessory building, and floor space in the main building to the extent intended or designed for the 
parking of motor vehicles to meet the off-street parking requirements of this ordinance, or for 
accessory heating and ventilating equipment. 

AREA, SITE: The total area of a proposed development, regardless of the interior lot lines or 
proposed lots, streets or easements. 

AUTOMOBILE: A motor vehicle, except a motorcycle, designed for carrying ten (10) passengers 
or less, and primarily used for the transportation of persons. 

AUTOMOBILE BODY SHOP: A building used primarily for the repair or painting of bodies, 
chassis, wheels, fenders, bumpers or accessories of automobiles. 

AUTOMOBILE REPAIR GARAGE: A building designed and used for the storage, care, repair, or 
refinishing of motor vehicles including both minor and major mechanical overhauling, paint, and 
body work. Any building, premises, or land in which or upon which a business, service, or 
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industry involving the maintenance, servicing, repair, or painting of motor vehicles, or parts 
thereof, is conducted or rendered. 

AUTOMOBILE SELF-SERVICE STATION: An establishment where liquids used as motor fuels 
are stored and dispersed into the fuel tanks of motor vehicles by persons other than the service 
station attendant and may include facilities available for the sale of other retail products. 

AUTOMOBILE SERVICE STATION: Any premises where gasoline and other petroleum products 
are sold and/or light maintenance activities such as engine tune-ups, lubrication, minor repairs, 
and carburetor cleaning are conducted. Service stations shall not include premises where heavy 
automobile painting, heavy repairs, and/or body work are conducted. Buildings and premises 
where the primary use is the supply and dispensing at retail of motor fuels, lubricants, batteries, 
tires, and motor vehicle accessories. 

AUTOMOBILE OR MOBILE HOME SALES GARAGE: A building designed and used primarily for 
the display or sale of new or used motor vehicles or mobile homes. 

AUTOMOBILE OR TRAILER SALES LOT: An open lot used primarily for the outdoor display or 
sale of new or used motor vehicles or mobile homes. 

AUTOMOBILE WASHING (CAR WASH): A building designed or used primarily for the washing 
and polishing of automobiles. 

AUTOMOBILE WRECKING: The dismantling or wrecking of motor vehicles, or the storage, sale 
or dumping of dismantled, partially dismantled, obsolete or wrecked motor vehicles or their parts. 

 
AVERAGE SLOPE: The average slope shall mean the slope of a designated area of land 
determined by dividing horizontal run of the slope into the vertical rise of the same slope and 
converting the resulting figure into a percentage value. Such method shall include sufficient cross 
sections to demonstrate a true representation of average slope to the satisfaction of the Township 
Engineer. 

BABY SITTING: A home occupation in which care is provided in a home at one time for no more 
that three (3) children who are unrelated to the operator. The term includes a facility located in a 
residence or another premises. 

BAR/TAVERN: Premises use primarily for the sale or dispensing of liquor by the drink for on-site 
consumption and where food may be available for consumption on the premises as accessory to 
the principal use. 

BASEMENT: A story, partly underground but having one half (1/2) or more of its height 
(measured from floor to ceiling) above the average elevation of the ground along the perimeter of 
the building. 

BED AND BREAKFAST: An establishment that provides overnight accommodations and a 
morning meal in a dwelling unit to transients for compensation. 

BILLBOARD: A sign over twelve (12) square feet in area, which directs attention to a business, 
event, profession conducted, or to a commodity, entertainment or service sold, offered or 
manufactured off the premises. 

BOARDING HOUSE: A dwelling unit or part thereof in which two (2) or more persons either 
individually or as a family are housed or lodged for compensation, with or without meals. The 
term "rooming house" and "furnished rooming house" may be used interchangeably with the term 
"boarding house" and shall have the meaning set forth in this section. 
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BUILDABLE AREA: That portion of the lot exclusive of the required front, rear, side yard setbacks 
and open space areas, as established by the Zoning Ordinance and all required or designated 
exclusion areas. 

BUILDABLE SITE AREA: A site contained wholly within the buildable area, of a size not less than 
30 feet by 40 feet, to accommodate the primary structure, required parking and drainage resulting 
from the improvements. The slope of this area shall not exceed fifteen (15) percent. 

BUILDING: Any construction having a roof supported by columns or walls and intended for the 
shelter, housing or enclosure of persons, animals or chattels, including covered porches, bay 
windows and chimneys. 

BUILDING, DETACHED: A building surrounded by open space on the same lot. 

BUILDING, HEIGHT: The vertical distance between the average elevation of the proposed 
finished grade along the entire front of the building, and the highest point of the roof for flat roofs, 
the deck lines for mansard roofs, and the mean height between eaves and ridges for gable, hip 
and gambrel roofs, but not including chimneys, towers, spires, elevator penthouses, tanks, 
railings and similar projections. 

BUILDING LINE: A line parallel to and a sufficient distance from the front, side or rear lot line so 
as to provide the required yard. (Also known as the Setback Line.) 
 
CARPORT: An open space for the parking or storage of only those automobiles owned or leased 
by the occupants of the main building to which the carport is an extension or is accessory 
whether or not covered by a roof supported by columns or posts, and whether or not is has as a 
wall or walls, a wall or walls of the main building. 

CARTWAY: The portion of a street or alley improved, designed or ordinarily used for vehicular 
travel, exclusive of the sidewalk, berm or shoulder. 

CELLAR:  (See BASEMENT) 

CEMETERY: A burial place of ground; a graveyard, including mausoleums, crematories and 
columbariums. 

CIVIC/FRATERNAL ORGANIZATION: A group of people formally organized for a common 
interest, usually cultural, religious, philanthropic, or entertainment with regular meetings, rituals, 
or formal written membership requirements. 

CLEAR CUTTING: The large-scale, indiscriminate removal of all trees, shrubs, and undergrowth 
with the intention of (1) collecting wood products in conjunction with a timber harvesting 
operation; or (2) preparing real property for non-agricultural development purposes. 

CLEAR SIGHT TRIANGLE: A triangular shaped portion of land established at street intersections 
in which nothing is erected, placed, planted or allowed to grow in such a manner as to limit or 
obstruct the sight of motorists entering or leaving the intersection. 

CLUB HOUSE: A building housing a club or social organization not conducted for private profit, 
and not an adjunct to, or operated by or in connection with a tavern, cafe, or other public place. 

COMPOST: Relatively stable decomposed organic material. 

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: An official document adopted by the East Pennsboro Board of 
Commissioners in accordance with the MPC, Act 247, setting forth its policies regarding the long 
term development of the Township; the preparation of which is based on careful studies of 
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existing conditions and prospects for future growth of the Township. The plan shall include, but 
need not be limited to plans for the use of land, transportation of goods and people, community 
facilities and services, and a map and statement indicating the relationship of the Township and 
its proposed development with adjacent municipalities. 

CONDITIONAL USE: A use which is permitted in one or more zoning districts pursuant to 
applicable conditions, standards and criteria expressed in this ordinance, upon the 
recommendation of the Planning Commission and the approval of the Township Commissioners. 

CONGREGATE CARE RESIDENCE: Apartments and dwelling units with communal dining 
facilities and services, such as housekeeping, organized social and recreational activities, 
transportation services, and other support services appropriate for the residents. 

CONTINUING CARE RETIREMENT COMMUNITY (CCRC): An age-restricted residential 
development that provides a continuum of accommodations and care for its residents, from 
independent living to long-term bed care. 
 
CONVALESCENT HOME (Also NURSING HOME): A building with sleeping rooms where 
persons are housed or lodged and furnished with meals, nursing care for hire and which is 
approved for nonprofit/profit corporations licensed by the Pennsylvania Department of Public 
Welfare for such use. Accommodations are provided for the full-time care of aged, disabled, 
infirm or invalid persons. The term "nursing home" may be used interchangeably with the term 
"convalescent home," and shall have the meaning set forth in this section. 
 
CONVENIENCE STORE:  A retail store which primarily offers a limited selection of food and 
related items but which may also dispense fuel. 

CONVERSION APARTMENT: A dwelling unit formed by the conversion of an existing single-
family detached or semi-detached dwelling. 

COURT: An unoccupied open space, other than a yard, on the same lot with a building, and 
bounded on two or more sides by the walls of such building. 

COURT, INNER: A court enclosed on all sides by exterior walls of a building or by exterior walls 
and lot lines on which walls are allowable. 

COURT, OUTER: A court enclosed on not more than three (3) sides by exterior walls and lot 
lines on which walls are allowable, with one side or end open to a street, driveway, alley or yard. 

CURB LEVEL: For an interior lot, the mean level of the curb in front of the building or portion 
thereof. For a corner lot, the mean level of the curb on the street of the greatest cartway width, 
where it abuts the lot. Where no curb line has been established, or where the building does not 
abut the street or is built upon a terrace, the average elevation of the street where it abuts the lot, 
or of the ground along the perimeter of the building, as applicable. 

COVERAGE, BUILDING : That percentage of the plot or lot area covered by the building area. 

COVERAGE, LOT: The portion of a lot, usually expressed as a percentage, which is covered by 
buildings and other impervious materials and surfaces. 

DAY CARE FACILITIES, CHILD  

Child Day Care Center: A child day care facility in which seven or more children who are not 
related to the operator receive child care. A child day care center must have a certificate of 
compliance ("license") from the Department of Public Welfare in order to legally operate.  
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Group Child Day Care Home: A child day care facility in which seven through 12 children of 
various ages or in which seven through 15 children from 4th grade through 15 years of age 
who are not related to the operator receive child care. A group day care home must have a 
certificate of compliance ("license") from the Department of Public Welfare in order to legally 
operate.  

Family Child Day Care Home: A child day care facility located in a home in which four, five or 
six children who are not related to the caregiver receive child care. A family day care home 
must have a certificate of registration from the Department of Public Welfare in order to 
legally operate.  

COVERAGE, VEGETATIVE: The portion of a lot, usually expressed as a percentage, which is 
covered by lawn, vegetation and other similar pervious materials and surfaces. 

DECISION: Final adjudication of any board or other body granted jurisdiction under any land use 
ordinance or the Municipalities Planning Code, Act 247, either by reason of the grant of exclusive 
jurisdiction or by reason of appeals from determinations. All decisions shall be appealable to the 
court of common pleas of the county and judicial district wherein the Township lies. 

DETERMINATION: Final action by an officer, body, or agency charged with the administration of 
any land use ordinance or applications thereunder except the following: 

A. the governing body 

B. the zoning hearing board, or 
 
C. the planning agency only if and to the extent the planning agency is charged with final 

decision on preliminary or final plans under the subdivision and land development ordinance 
or planned residential development provisions. Determinations shall be appealable only to 
the boards designated as having jurisdiction for such appeal. 

DEVELOPER DESIGNATED EXCLUSION AREA: The unbuildable portion of a parcel voluntarily 
designated by the property holder and in excess of the required exclusion area. 

DEVELOPMENT: Any man-made change to improved or unimproved real estate, including but 
not limited to the construction, reconstruction, renovation, repair, expansion, or alteration of 
buildings or other structures; the placement of manufactured homes; streets, and other paving, 
utilities; filling, grading and excavating; mining; dredging; drilling operations; storage of equipment 
or materials; and the subdivision of land. 

DISTRICT ZONE: All building, lots and surface areas within the boundaries designated on the 
Zoning Map. The terms "district", "zoning district" and "zoning classification" may be used 
interchangeably with the term "district zone," and shall have the meaning set forth in this section. 

DOG KENNEL: The keeping of more than four (4) dogs for breeding, hunting, boarding, or sale, 
provided that the keeping of litters of puppies not exceeding six (6) months in age shall not 
constitute a dog kennel. 

DOMESTIC ANIMAL: An animal which is commonly kept within the household as a pet, including 
a dog, cat, parakeet, and hamster. "Domestic animal" does not include animals which can be or 
have been domesticated, but which are not commonly regarded as pets. 

DOMICILIARY CARE HOME, ADULT: A premises certified by the Cumberland County Office of 
Aging for the purpose of providing a supervised living arrangement in a homelike setting for a 
period exceeding twenty-four (24) consecutive hours to clients placed there by the Cumberland 
County Office of Aging.  
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DORMITORY: A building occupied by and maintained exclusively for faculty, students, 
employees, staff members and other persons affiliated with a school, church, recreational or 
educational facility or other recognized institution. 

DRIVEWAY: A private vehicular passageway providing access between a street and a private 
parking area or private garage. 

DUMP: A parcel of land used primarily for the disposal by abandonment, dumping, burial, burning 
or any other means and for whatever purpose, of garbage, sewage, trash, refuse, junk, discarded 
machinery, vehicles or parts thereof, or waste material of any kind. 

DWELLING: A building or structure designed for living quarters for one (1) or more families, 
including manufactured homes which are supported either by a foundation or are otherwise 
permanently attached to the land, but not including hotels, boarding/rooming houses or other 
accommodations used for transient occupancy. 

DWELLING UNIT: Living quarters consisting of one or more rooms arranged for the use of one or 
more individuals living as an independent housekeeping unit, with cooking, living, sleeping and 
sanitary facilities. 

DWELLING GROUP: A group of two (2) or more single family, two family, or multi-family 
dwellings occupying a lot in one ownership. 

DWELLING, INDUSTRIALIZED HOUSING: A structure designed primarily for residential 
occupancy, and classified within Use Group R in accordance with the standards adopted under 
§29.41 (of the PA Industrialized Housing Act) and which is wholly or in substantial part made, 
constructed, fabricated, formed or assembled in manufacturing facilities for installation or 
assembly and installation on the building site so that concealed parts or processes of 
manufacture cannot be inspected at the site without disassembly, damage or destruction. The 
term does not include a structure or building classified as an institutional building or 
manufactured home, as defined by the National Manufactured Housing Construction and Safety 
Standards Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C.A. §§5401-5426). 

DWELLING, MANUFACTURED: A transportable, single-family detached dwelling intended for 
permanent occupancy contained in one (1) unit, or in two (2) units designed to be joined into one 
(1) integral unit capable of again being separated for repeated towing, which arrives at a site 
complete and ready for occupancy except for minor and incidental unpacking and assembly 
operations, and constructed so that it may be used without a permanent foundation. Also, a 
structure, transportable in one or more sections, which is eight (8) body feet or more in width and 
is 32 body feet in length and which is built on a permanent chassis and designed to be used as a 
dwelling with or without a permanent foundation when connected to the required utilities, and 
including the plumbing, heating, air conditioning and electrical system combined therein 
manufactured in accordance with the National Manufactured Housing Construction and Safety 
Standards Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C.A. §§5401-5426). 

DWELLING, MOBILE HOME: (1) A transportable, factory-built home, designed to be used as a 
year-round residential dwelling and built prior to enactment of the Federal Manufactured Housing 
Construction and Safety Standards Act of 1974, which became effective June 15, 1976. (2) a 
single-family dwelling intended for permanent occupancy, office or place of assembly, contained 
in one unit, or in two units designed to be joined into one integral unit capable of again being 
separated for repeated towing, which arrives at a site complete and ready for occupancy except 
for minor and incidental unpacking and assembly operations, and constructed so that it may be 
used without a permanent foundation. It is the original construction which determines whether or 
not building or structure is a "mobile home," and a "mobile home" shall not lose its identity as 
such by being placed upon a permanent foundation or by otherwise being permanently affixed to 
the ground, or by being given attributes of permanency of location.

DWELLING, MULTI-FAMILY:  A building designed for, occupied or used by three (3) or more 
families living independently of each other, wherein each dwelling unit or apartment shall contain 
private bath and kitchen facilities; including apartment houses. 

DWELLING, SINGLE-FAMILY DETACHED: A building containing one (1) dwelling unit used by 
one (1) family and having no party wall in common with an adjacent building and having two (2) 
side yards. 

DWELLING, SINGLE-FAMILY ATTACHED (TOWNHOUSE): A building containing more than two 
(2) dwelling units and having one (1) or more party walls in common with other dwellings.  

DWELLING, SINGLE-FAMILY SEMI-DETACHED: A building containing one (1) dwelling unit 
used by one (1) family, and having a party wall in common with an adjacent building and having 
one (1) side yard. 

DWELLING, TWO-FAMILY DETACHED (DUPLEX): A building on a separate lot containing two 
(2) dwelling units each of which is totally separate from the other by an unpierced wall extending 
from ground to roof, or an unpierced ceiling and floor extending from exterior wall to exterior wall, 
which may or may not have a common entrance or a stairwell independent of both dwelling units. 

DWELLING, TWO-FAMILY SEMI-DETACHED: A building containing two (2) dwelling units with 
one (1) dwelling unit being wholly or partly over the other, which has a party wall in common with 
an adjacent building and which may not have a common entrance. 

ELECTRIC SUBSTATION: An assemblage of equipment for purposes other than generation or 
utilization, through which electric energy in bulk is passed for the purposes of switching or 
modifying its characteristics to meet the needs of the general public. 
 
FAMILY: One (1) or more persons who live in one dwelling unit and maintain a common 
household, whether or not related by blood, marriage or adoption The term family may include 
domestic servants and gratuitous guests, but does not include members or occupants of a club, 
fraternity or boarding house. 

FARM: Any parcel of land which is gainfully used in the raising of agricultural products, livestock, 
poultry and dairy products, including necessary farm structures and equipment but excluding land 
used in the raising of fur-bearing animals or for riding academies, livery or boarding stables, or 
dog kennels. 

FENCE: Any structure constructed of wood, metal, wire, mesh, masonry or any combination 
thereof, including a free-standing masonry wall, erected for the purpose of screening one 
property from one another, either to assure privacy or to protect the property screened. 

FLOOD: A temporary inundation of normally dry land areas. 
 
FLOOD, BASE (ONE-HUNDRED YEAR FLOOD): A flood that has an elevation with a one (1) 
percent chance of being equaled or exceeded in magnitude any given year.  (Contrary to popular 
belief, it is not a flood occurring once every 100 years.) 

FLOOD BOUNDARY AND FLOOD WAY MAP: An official flood map of a community depicting 
detailed and non-detailed delineations of flood way and flood plain areas in the Township and in 
the former Borough of West Fairview issued by the Federal Emergency Management Agency 
(FEMA). 

FLOOD FRINGE DISTRICT (FF): The area inundated by the one-hundred (100) year flood which 
is not included within the Flood Way District, which has been adopted as a part of this Ordinance, 
and which is shown on the current Official Flood Way and Flood Fringe Maps. 
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FLOOD INSURANCE RATE MAP (FIRM): An official map, in paper or digital form, on which the 
Federal Insurance Administration has delineated the areas of special flood hazards and the risk 
premium zones applicable to the Township and the former Borough of West Fairview. 

FLOOD PLAIN:  That low land area adjacent to any watercourse and subject to flooding which 
consists, as a minimum, of the Flood Fringe and the Flood Way Districts when delineated and/or 
which may include areas with no detailed flood profiles or elevations, frequently referred to as the 
General Floodplain Area (FA),  as shown on the current FIRM.  

FLOOD PLAIN AREA, GENERAL (FA):  The areas identified on the current FIRM for which no 
one hundred (100) year flood elevations have been provided. 

FLOOD PROOFING: Any combination of structural and non-structural additions, changes, or 
adjustments to proposed or existing structures which reduce or eliminate flood damage to real 
estate or improved real property, water and sanitary facilities, structures and their contents. 

FLOOD WAY DISTRICT (FW): That area, inundated by the one-hundred (100) year flood, 
required to carry and discharge flood waters without causing a rise in the elevation of the flood of 
more than one (1) foot adopted as a part of this Ordinance, and shown on the current Official 
Flood Way and Flood Fringe Maps. 

FLOOR AREA, HABITABLE: The aggregate of the horizontal areas of all rooms used for 
habitation, such as living room, dining room, kitchen and bedroom, but not including hallways, 
stairways, cellars, attics, service or utility rooms, bathrooms, closets or unheated areas such as 
enclosed porches. The floor area of a habitable room shall not be considered part of the 
habitable floor area unless at least one half (1/2) of the floor area of that room shall have a ceiling 
height of at least seven (7) feet, and the area of that portion of a habitable room which has a 
ceiling height of less than five (5) feet shall not be considered part of the habitable floor area. 
 
FRONTAGE:  The horizontal or curvilinear distance measured along the street right-of-way line 
upon which a lot abuts. 

FRONTAGE, BLOCK: The number of lineal feet of land abutting upon a street, measured 
between two (2) intersecting streets. 

GARAGE, PRIVATE: An accessory building designed or used only for the storage of automobiles 
owned or leased and used by the occupants of the building to which it is accessory. On a lot 
occupied by a multiple dwelling, an accessory building designed or used for the storage of not 
more than two (2) times as many automobiles as there are dwelling units in the multiple dwelling. 

GARAGE, PUBLIC: A building or portion thereof, other than a private garage, designed for 
storing motor vehicles. 

GARBAGE: (See also SOLID WASTE): Animal and vegetable waste resulting from the handling, 
storage, sale, preparation, cooking and serving of foods. 

GRADE, FINISHED: The completed surfaces of lawns, walks or streets brought to the grades 
shown on official plans, drawings or designs relating thereto. 

GRADING PLAN: A plan for development, clearly depicting in detail all proposed grading 
including the location, extent, and treatment of all exposed slopes. 

GROUND FLOOR: The floor of a building closest to the average elevation of the finished grade 
along the entire front of the building. 
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GROUP HOME (Halfway House, Shelter Home): A nonprofit or for-profit boarding home for the 
sheltered care of persons with special needs, which, in addition to providing food and shelter, 
may also provide some combination of personal care, social or counseling services, and 
transportation. Group Homes may be licensed to serve specific clients and provide supervision 
and care by supportive staff as may be necessary to meet the physical, emotional, and social 
needs of an aged person, a physically handicapped person, a developmentally disabled person, 
a non-dangerous mentally ill person, and a child as defined in the appropriate statute. 

GUEST: A person occupying a room or group of rooms forming a single habitable unit used or 
intended to be used for living and sleeping but not for cooking or eating purposes, and paying 
compensation for such occupancy either without prearrangement or for less than a week at a 
time. 

HAZARDOUS WASTE: Any garbage, refuse, sludge from an industrial or other waste water 
treatment plant, sludge from a water supply treatment plant, or air pollution control facility and 
other discarded material including solid, liquid, semisolid or contained gaseous material resulting 
from municipal, commercial, industrial, institutional, mining, or agricultural operations, and from 
community activities, or any combination of these factors, which, because of its quantity, 
concentration, or physical, chemical, or infectious characteristics may: 

A. cause or significantly contribute to an increase in mortality or morbidity in either an 
individual or the total population; or 

 
B. pose a substantial present or potential hazard to human health or the environment when 

improperly treated, stored, transported, disposed of, or otherwise managed. 

The term "hazardous waste" shall not include coal refuse as defined in the Coal Refuse Disposal 
Control Act (52 U.S.C. 30.51 -30.62). The term "hazardous waste" shall not include treatment 
sludges from coal mine drainage treatment plants, disposal of which is being carried on pursuant 
to and in compliance with a valid permit issued under the Clean Streams Law (35 P.S. 691.1 - 
691.1001). The term "hazardous waste" shall not include solid or dissolved material in domestic 
sewage, or solid dissolved materials in irrigation return flows or industrial discharges which are 
point sources subject to permits under section 402 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 
U.S.C. 1342) or source, special nuclear, or-by-product material as defined by the Atomic Energy 
Act of 1954 (42 U.S.C. 2011 - 2394). 

HAZARDOUS WASTE CONSTITUENT: A chemical component of a waste or chemical 
compound which qualifies a waste as hazardous under Pennsylvania Department of 
Environmental Protection (Pa DEP) Hazardous Waste Management Regulations (HWMR) 75.261 
(relating to criteria, identification and listing of hazardous waste), or which is listed as a 
hazardous waste or hazardous compound in 75.261 (relating to criteria, identification, and listing 
of hazardous waste). 

HAZARDOUS WASTE DISCHARGE: A discharge of hazardous waste. 

HAZARDOUS WASTE IDENTIFICATION NUMBER: The number assigned by the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) or the number provided to the Pa DEP by the EPA for assignment to 
each generator, transporter, and treatment, storage, or disposal facility handling hazardous 
waste. 

HAZARDOUS WASTE/INCOMPATIBLE WASTE: A hazardous waste which is unsuitable for: 

A. placement in a particular device or facility because it may cause corrosion or decay of 
containment materials such as container inner liners or tank walls; or 

B. commingling with another waste or material under uncontrolled conditions because the 
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commingling might produce heat or pressure, fire or explosion, violent reaction, toxic 
dusts, mists, fumes, or gases, or flammable fumes or gases. 

HAZARDOUS WASTE/INDIVIDUAL GENERATION SITE: The contiguous site at or on which one 
or more hazardous wastes are generated. An individual generation site, such as a large 
manufacturing plant, may have one or more sources of hazardous waste but is considered a 
single or individual generation site if the site or property is contiguous. 

HAZARDOUS WASTE MANAGEMENT FACILITY: A facility where storage, treatment, or 
disposal of hazardous waste occurs. 

HAZARDOUS WASTE MANIFEST SYSTEM: The manifest, instructions supplied with the 
manifest, and distribution system for copies of the manifest which together identify the origin, 
routing, storage, or disposal under the following Pa DEP HWMR Subsections: 75.262(e), 
75.263(d), 75.264Q), and 75.265(j) (relating to generators of hazardous waste, transporters of 
hazardous waste, new and existing hazardous waste management facilities applying for a permit 
and interim status standards for hazardous waste management facilities and permit program for 
new and existing hazardous waste management facilities). 

HAZARDOUS WASTE NUMBER: The number assigned by the Pa DEP to each hazardous 
waste listed and to each hazardous waste characteristic identified in HWMR 75.261 (relating to 
criteria, identification and listing of hazardous waste).  

HAZARDOUS WASTE PERMIT: A written document issued by the Pa DEP under the Act which 
authorizes the recipient to undertake the treatment, storage, or disposal of hazardous waste 
under the act. The term "permit" does not include interim status or a permit which has not yet 
been the subject of final Pa DEP action, such as a draft permit or a proposed permit. 

HEALTH CLUB (COMMERCIAL): An establishment that provides facilities for aerobic exercises, 
running and jogging, exercise equipment, game courts, swimming facilities, and saunas, 
showers, massage rooms, and lockers. Health clubs often include instructional programs, weight 
control programs, aerobic classes and other activities similar activities. They are generally open 
only to members and guests on a membership basis and not to the public at large paying a daily 
admission fee. 

HEALTH SERVICES: Establishments primarily engaged in furnishing medical, surgical, or other 
services to individuals, including the offices of physicians, dentists, and other health practitioners, 
medical and dental laboratories, outpatient care facilities, blood banks, and oxygen and 
miscellaneous types of medical supplies and services. Health services include alternative, 
holistic, or natural health services such as nutritional counseling, therapeutic massage, 
reflexology and other services related to wellness. 

HEIGHT, ANTENNA (TOWER): The vertical distance measured from the base of the tower or 
antenna at the ground or the elevation of attachment to a structure or building, to its highest 
point. If the tower or the antenna is on a sloped grade, then the average between the highest and 
lowest grades shall be used in calculating the height. 

HELIPORT: An area to accommodate all phases of operation of rotor wing aircraft (helicopters) 
with suitable space to allow development of service facilities required. 

HELISTOP: An area on the ground, roof, or similar structure to accommodate touch down and lift 
off of rotor wing aircraft (helicopters) for the purpose of picking up/discharging passengers, with 
no service facilities. 

HISTORIC STRUCTURE: Any structure that is: (i) listed individually in the National Register of 
Historic Places or preliminarily determined by the Secretary of the Interior as meeting the 
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requirements for individual listing on the National Register; (ii) certified or preliminarily determined 
by the Secretary of the Interior as contributing to the historical significance of a registered historic 
district or a district preliminarily determined by the Secretary to qualify as a registered historic 
district; (iii) individually listed on a state inventory of historic places in states with historic 
preservation programs which have been approved by the Secretary of the Interior, or; (iv) 
individually listed on a local inventory of historic places in communities with historic preservation 
programs that have been certified: (1) by and approved state program as determined by the 
Secretary of the Interior, or (2) directly by the Secretary of the Interior in states without approved 
historic preservation programs. 
 
HOME-BASED BUSINESS, NO-IMPACT,: A business or commercial activity administered or 
conducted as an accessory use which is clearly secondary to the use as a residential dwelling 
and which involves no customer, client or patient traffic, whether vehicular or pedestrian, pickup, 
delivery or removal functions to or from the premises, in excess of those normally associated with 
residential use. The business or commercial activity must satisfy the following requirements: 
 
1. The business activity shall be compatible with the residential use of the property and 

surrounding residential uses. 
 
2. The business shall employ no employees other than family members residing in the 

dwelling. 
 
3. There shall be no display or sale of retail goods and no stockpiling or inventory of a 

substantial nature. 
 
4. There shall be no outside appearance of a business use, including, but not limited to, 

parking, signs, or lights. 
 
5. The business activity may not use any equipment or process which creates noise, 

vibration, glare, fumes, odors, or electrical or electrical interference, including interference 
with radio or television reception, which is detectable in the neighborhood. 

 
6. The business activity may not generate any solid waste or sewage discharge, in volume 

or type, which is not normally associated with residential use in the neighborhood. 
 
7. The business activity shall be conducted only within the dwelling and may not occupy 

more than twenty-five (25) percent of the habitable floor area. 
 
8. The business may not involve any illegal activity. 

HOME DAY CARE: A residence offering baby sitting services and child care services being 
licensed and approved by the Pennsylvania Department of Welfare. 

HOME OCCUPATION: A use conducted entirely within a dwelling unit and carried on primarily by 
the inhabitants residing therein. Home occupations are clearly incidental and secondary to the 
use of the dwelling for dwelling purposes and the exterior appearance of the structure or 
premises is strictly maintained as a residential dwelling. 

HOSPITAL: Sanitarium, preventorium, clinic or any other place having as its primary purpose the 
diagnosis, treatment or other care of human ailments, and having facilities to carry out such 
treatment or care on a full-time basis. 
 
HOTEL: A building designed or occupied primarily as the temporary place of abode of individuals 
who are, for compensation, lodged (with or without meals), in which provisions for cooking are 
generally not made in individual rooms or suites, and in which there are at least fifteen (15) 
rooms rented or available for rent. 
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HOTEL, RESIDENTIAL: A building which is occupied by two (2) or more non-transient guests, 
and which may or may not have housekeeping facilities for each room or suite of rooms. 
 
IMPERVIOUS SURFACE:  A surface that does not absorb water, including all buildings and other 
structures, parking areas, driveways, roads, sidewalks, swimming pools, storage areas and areas 
of concrete, nonporous asphalt and other such stabilized areas as shall be determined to be 
nonporous by the Township Engineer. 

INDUSTRIAL PARK: A tract of land laid out in accordance with an overall plan for a group of 
industries, having separate building sites designed and arranged on streets, utility services, 
setbacks, side yards, landscaped yards and covenants controlling or restricting uses and the 
architecture or design of buildings and structures. 

JUNK: Any discarded materials, machinery, scrap metals, appliances, articles or objects 
possessing value in part, gross, or aggregate, and including but not limited to scrapped motor 
vehicles and parts thereof, including motors, bodies of motor vehicles, and vehicles which are 
inoperable and do not have a current and valid inspection sticker as required by the Motor 
Vehicle Laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, but not including garbage or other organic 
waste, or farm machinery provided said farm machinery is used in connection with a bona-fide 
farming/agricultural operation. 

JUNK YARD: Any lot, land, structure or part thereof which is used primarily for the collection, 
storage or sale of waste paper, rags, scrap metal or discarded material, or for the collection, 
dismantling, storage, salvaging or sale of machinery, vehicles or parts thereof not in running 
condition. 

KENNEL (Also Dog Kennel): Any structure or premises in which dogs and domesticated animals 
are kept, boarded, bred, groomed, sold, or trained for commercial gain. 

LANDOWNER: The legal, equitable or beneficial owner or owners of land, including the holder of 
an option or contract to purchase for a lump sum or over installments (whether or not such option 
or contract is subject to any condition), a lessee having a remaining term of not less than forty 
(40) years, or any other person having a proprietary interest in land. 

LAND DEVELOPMENT:  

A. Any of the following activities: 

1. The improvement of one (1) lot or two (2) or more contiguous lots, tracts or 
parcels of land for any purpose involving: 

(a) a group of two (2) or more residential or nonresidential buildings, 
whether proposed initially or cumulatively, or a single nonresidential 
building on a lot or lots regardless of the number of occupants or tenure; 
or 

(b) the division or allocation of land or space, whether initially or 
cumulatively, between or among two (2) or more existing or prospective 
occupants by means of, or for the purpose of streets, common areas, 
leaseholds, condominiums, building groups or other features. 

 

2. A subdivision of land. 

B. The exclusion of certain land development from this definition of land development is 
permitted only when such land development involves: 
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1. The conversion of an existing single-family detached dwelling or single family 
semi-detached dwelling into not more than three residential units, unless such 
units are intended to be a condominium. 

2. The addition of an accessory building on a single family residential lot or farm. 

LAND USE: A description or classification of how land is currently or intended to be utilized or 
occupied. 

LIGHTING, DIFFUSED: An illumination technique where the light produced from the source 
passes through a translucent cover or shade. 

LIGHTING, DIRECT OR FLOOD: An illumination technique where the light source is 
concentrated and directed toward the place or object to be illuminated. 

LIGHTING, INDIRECT: In illumination technique where the light source is entirely hidden and the 
light produced is projected to a suitable reflector from which it is redistributed and directed to the 
place or object to be illuminated. 

LOADING BERTH/SPACE: An off-street parking area on the same lot with a building or 
contiguous to a group of buildings for the temporary parking of a commercial vehicles for 
unloading or loading merchandise or materials. 

LOT: A parcel of land which has the yards, open space, width and areas required by this 
ordinance, which abuts upon a street, and which is either shown on a subdivision plan recorded 
in the office of the Recorder of Deeds of Cumberland County, Pennsylvania, or considered as a 
unit of property and described by metes and bounds in a deed so recorded. 

LOT AREA: The area contained within the property lines of individual parcels of land, excluding 
any area within an alley or street rights-of-way but including the area of any easement or future 
rights-of-way. 

LOT, CORNER: A lot, abutting upon two (2) or more streets at their intersection, the front of 
which shall be the lot line having the most frontage on a street. (See figure 2.) 

LOT DEPTH: The average distance between the street line and the rear lot line. 
 
LOT, DOUBLE FRONTAGE (Also THROUGH LOT): An interior lot which abuts upon two (2) 
streets. 

LOT, INTERIOR: A lot, the side lot lines of which do not abut on a street. 

LOT, NONCONFORMING: A lot which, by reason of area or dimension, does not conform to the 
requirements of the district zone in which it is located. 

LOT, REVERSE FRONTAGE: A lot between an arterial or collector street and a minor street with 
vehicular access only from the minor street. 

LOT LINE: A boundary line of a lot. 

LOT LINE, REAR: A lot line which is parallel to or within forty-five (45) degrees of being parallel 
to a street line. In the case of a lot of an odd shape, the lot line furthest in average distance from 
any street. 

LOT LINE, SIDE: Any lot line which is neither a street line nor a rear lot line. 
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LOT WIDTH: Unless otherwise provided, the distance measured at the minimum building set 
back line. 

LOWEST FLOOR: The lowest floor of the lowest fully enclosed area (including basement). An 
unfinished, flood resistant partially enclosed area, used solely for parking of vehicles, building 
access, and incidental storage, in an area other than a basement area is not considered the 
lowest floor of a building, provided that such space is not designed and built so that the structure 
is in violation of the applicable non-elevation design requirements of this ordinance. 

MAJOR ACCESS ROUTE: A street or highway which constitutes an existing or planned major 
thoroughfare. 

MAJOR THOROUGHFARE, RESTRICTED OR LIMITED ACCESS: A major thoroughfare or part 
thereof with respect to which the location and manner of access from abutting property and other 
streets is limited by the Township or the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation. 

MANUFACTURED/MOBILE HOME LOT: A parcel of land in a mobile home park, improved with 
the necessary utility connections and other appurtenances necessary for the erection thereon of 
a single mobile home, which is leased or sold to the occupant of the mobile home erected on the 
lot. 

MANUFACTURED/MOBILE HOME PARK: A parcel (or contiguous parcels) of land divided into 
two or more mobile home lots for rent or sale including the facilities for servicing the lot on which 
the mobile home is to be affixed (including at a minimum, the installation of utilities, either final 
site grading or the pouring of concrete pads, and the construction of streets). 

MANUFACTURING: The processing and/or converting of raw unfinished materials or finished 
materials or products, or any of them, into an article or substance of different character, or for use 
for a different purpose: industries furnishing labor in manufacturing or in the refinishing of 
manufactured articles. 

MASSAGE: Any method of pressure on or friction against, or stroking, kneading, rubbing, 
tapping, pounding, vibrating, or stimulating of the external parts of the human body, excluding the 
genitals and mucous membranes, with the hands or with the aid of any mechanical electrical 
apparatus or appliances with or without such supplementary aids as rubbing alcohol, liniments, 
antiseptics, oils, powder, creams, lotions, ointment, or other such similar preparations commonly 
used in the practice of massage, under such circumstances that it is reasonably expected that 
the person to whom the treatment is provided or some third person on his or her behalf will pay 
money or give any other consideration or any gratuity therefore. 

MASSAGE ESTABLISHMENTS: Any establishment having its source of income or 
compensation derived primarily from the practice of massage and which has a fixed place of 
business where any person, firm, association or corporation engages in or carries on the 
licensed practice of massage. 

MASSAGE TECHNICIAN: Any licensed masseur (male) or masseuse (female) who engages in 
the licensed practice of massage. 

MEDICAL CENTER (See CLINIC): Establishments primarily engaged in furnishing medical, 
surgical or other services to individuals, including the offices of physicians, dentists and other 
health care practitioners, medical and dental laboratories, out-patient care facilities, blood banks 
and oxygen and miscellaneous types of medical supplies and services. 

MIXED OCCUPANCY: Occupancy of a building or land for more than one use. 

MODULAR HOUSING (See, Dwelling, Industrialized, Dwelling, Manufactured and Dwelling, 
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Mobile Home): A dwelling unit assembled or partially assembled away from the site on which it 
will be located, and produced as a standardized unit. 

MOTEL: A building or group of buildings, whether detached or in connected units, containing 
individual sleeping or dwelling units designed and used primarily for transient automobile 
travelers, together with accessory off-street parking facilities. The terms "automobile court," 
"tourist court," "motor lodge", and "motor hotel," shall be used interchangeably with the term 
"motel," and shall have the meaning set forth in this section. 

MOTOR VEHICLE: A device which is self-propelled, except on which is propelled solely by 
human power, in, upon or by which any person or property is or may be transported or drawn 
upon a street or highway. 

NIGHT CLUB: An individual establishment that provides meals, dispenses liquor, and in which 
music, dancing, or entertainment is conducted. Nightclubs also may provide entertainment as 
part of a hotel or resort. 
 
NO-IMPACT, HOME-BASED BUSINESS: A business or commercial activity administered or 
conducted as an accessory use which is clearly secondary to the use as a residential dwelling 
and which involves no customer, client or patient traffic, whether vehicular or pedestrian, pickup, 
delivery or removal functions to or from the premises, in excess of those normally associated with 
residential use. The business or commercial activity must satisfy the following requirements: 
 
1. The business activity shall be compatible with the residential use of the property and 

surrounding residential uses. 
 
2. The business shall employ no employees other than family members residing in the 

dwelling. 
 
3. There shall be no display or sale of retail goods and no stockpiling or inventory of a 

substantial nature. 
 
4. There shall be no outside appearance of a business use, including, but not limited to, 

parking, signs, or lights. 
 
5. The business activity may not use any equipment or process which creates noise, 

vibration, glare, fumes, odors, or electrical or electrical interference, including interference 
with radio or television reception, which is detectable in the neighborhood.

NONCONFORMING BUILDING OR STRUCTURE: A building or structure or part thereof 
manifestly not designed to comply with the applicable use provisions of this ordinance, where 
such building or structure lawfully existed prior to the enactment of this ordinance. Nonconforming 
structures include, but are not limited to, nonconforming signs. 
 
NONCONFORMING USE: A use, whether of land or of a building or structure, which does not 
comply with the applicable use provisions of this ordinance, where such use was lawfully in 
existence prior to the enactment of this ordinance. 
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NURSING HOME (See Convalescent Home): 

OCCUPANCY PERMIT: A permit stating that all work indicated on a building permit has been 
satisfactorily completed, or in cases not involving construction, that a proposed new use is in 
conformity with this ordinance, and that the building or lot may be occupied for that use. 

OFFICE BUILDING: A building designed or used primarily for office purposes, no part of which is 
used for manufacturing or for dwelling purposes, other than by a watchman or janitor. 

OFFICE, PROFESSIONAL: A room or rooms used for the carrying on of a profession. 

OPEN SPACE: An area within a development or community designed and intended to provide 
light, air, environmental protection, scenic and/or recreational functions. Open space often 
includes, but is not limited to, lawns, decorative plantings, walkways, natural resource protection 
areas, active and passive recreation areas, playgrounds, fountains, swimming pools, wooded 
areas, bodies of water and watercourses. Open space generally does not include the minimum 
required lot area, driveways, parking lots, or other areas and surfaces designed and intended for 
vehicular travel, buffers, existing and future road right-of-ways. 

OVERLAY ZONE: A zoning district that encompasses one or more underlying zoning districts 
and that imposes additional requirements above those required by the underlying zone. 

PARKING LOT, PUBLIC: Any lot municipally or privately owned and used for off-street parking or 
for the transient storage of motor vehicles, whether or not such parking is provided as a free 
service or for a fee. 

PARKING AREA: Any public or private land area designed and used for the purpose of 
temporarily or long term parking motor vehicles including parking lots, garages, private driveways 
and legally designated areas of public streets. 

PARKING GARAGE: A building or similar structure designed for and consisting of more than one 
level and used to store motor vehicles. 

PARKING LOT: Any area not within a building where motor vehicles may be stored temporary, 
daily, or overnight. A tract of land used for the temporary parking of motor vehicles when such 
use is not accessory to any other use. 

PARKING SPACE: An area on a lot, street and/or within a parking lot or building at a size 
established by the Zoning Ordinance for temporary storage of a personal vehicle. 

PARKING SPACE, OFF-STREET: A temporary storage area for a motor vehicle, trailer, or vessel 
that is directly accessible to a driveway or access drive, and which is not located within a street 
right-of-way. 
 
PERFORMANCE STANDARDS: A set of criteria or limits relating to nuisance elements which a 
particular land use or process shall not exceed. 

PERSONAL SERVICES: Businesses primarily engaged in providing services generally to 
individuals, by persons who may or may not be licensed by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania 
to practice healing arts, barbers, beauticians, and manicurists, massage therapy, physical 
therapy, personal training. 

PLANNING COMMISSION: Unless clearly indicated otherwise, the Planning Commission of East 
Pennsboro Township, or its successor.

PLAN REVIEW BOARD: A group or body established and created by ordinance or resolution, 
and having the membership, powers and duties set forth therein. 
 
PLAN, SITE IMPROVEMENT: A component of a land development plan or zoning permit which 
graphically depicts the proposed development of a lot, parcel or tract of land describing all 
covenants assigned, as well as accurately depicting the use, location, and bulk of all buildings 
and structures, intensity of use or density of development, streets, driveways, right-of-ways, 
easements, parking facilities, open space, public facilities and utilities, setbacks, height of 
buildings and structures and other such data necessary for municipal officials to determine 
compliance with the Land Development Ordinance, Zoning Ordinance or appropriate provisions 
of other such ordinances, as they may apply. 
 
PLAT: A map, plan or layout of a land development indicating the locations and boundaries of 
individual properties.  
 
PORCH: A roofed, open structure projecting from the side, front or rear wall of a building. 
 
PREMISES: A lot, parcel or tract of land and any and all buildings situate thereon. 
 
PRINCIPAL BUILDING: A building in which is conducted the principal use of the lot on which the 
building is located. A structure or, where the context so indicates, a group of structures in or on 
which is conducted the principal use of the lot on which such structure is located. 

PRIVATE DRIVE: An easement or right-of-way, other than a street or alley, which provides 
vehicular access to a lot. 

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES: The practice of a profession by any individual or individuals, 
including but not limited to Attorney, Physician, Surgeon, Osteopath, Chiropractor, Dentist, 
Optician, Optometrist, Chiropodist, Engineer, Surveyor, Architect, Landscape Architect, Planner, 
Veterinarian, Real Estate, Appraisal, Finance Accounting or similar type, entitled to practice 
under the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. 

PUBLIC HEARING: A formal meeting held pursuant to public notice by the governing body or 
planning agency, intended to inform and obtain public comment, prior to taking action in 
accordance with the Municipalities Planning Code, Act 247, as amended. 

PUBLIC MEETING: A forum held pursuant to notice under the act of July 3, 1986 (P.L. 388, No. 
84), known as the "Sunshine Act." 

PUBLIC NOTICE: Notice published once each week for two (2) consecutive weeks in a 
newspaper of general circulation in East Pennsboro Township, Cumberland County, 
Pennsylvania. Such notice shall state the time and place of the hearing and the particular nature 
of the matter to be considered at the hearing. The first publication shall be not more than thirty 
(30) days, and the second publication shall not be less that seven (7) days, from the date of the 
hearing. 

PUBLIC UTILITY: A closely regulated private enterprise with a franchise for providing a public 
service. 

PUBLIC UTILITY FACILITIES: Telephone, electric, and cable television lines, poles, equipment, 
and structures; water or gas pipes, mains, valves or structures; sewer pipes, pumping stations; 
telephone exchanges and repeater stations; and all other facilities, equipment and structures 
necessary for conducting a service by a government or a public utility. 
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QUARRY, SAND PIT, GRAVEL PIT, BORROW PIT: Land or part thereof from which stone, 
sand, clay, gravel or topsoil is or are extracted primarily for sale, but not including a lot which is 
graded in preparation for the construction of a building for which application for a building permit 
has been made. 

RECREATION AREA: An area of land, and buildings or structures thereon, used for any legal 
form of play, amusement or relaxation. 

RECREATION, COMMERCIAL: A recreation facility or area operated as a business and open to 
the public for a fee. 

RECREATION, PERSONAL: A recreation facility or area provided as an accessory use on the 
same lot as the principal permitted use and designed to be used primarily by the occupants of the 
principle use and their guests. 

RECREATION, PRIVATE: A recreation facility or area operated by a non-profit organization, and 
open only to bona-fide members and guests of such non-profit organization. 

RECREATION, PUBLIC: A recreation facility or area operated by a governmental agency and 
open to the general public. 

RECREATIONAL VEHICLE: A vehicular type unit primarily designed as temporary living quarters 
for recreational, camping, or travel use, which has its own motor power or is mounted on or 
drawn by another vehicle; having a body width of no more than eight (8) feet and a body length of 
no more than thirty-five (35) feet when factory equipped for the road, and licensed as such by the 
Commonwealth to include, but not limited to, travel trailers, truck campers, camping trailers, self-
propelled motor homes, and water craft. 

RECYCLABLE MATERIAL: "Recyclable material" includes, but is not limited to, metals, glass, 
plastic and paper products, which are intended for reuse, re-manufacture or reconstitution. 
Recyclable material does not include refuse, used clothing, furniture, appliances, vehicle parts, 
garbage, biodegradable wastes or hazardous materials. Recyclable material may include used 
motor oil collected and transported in accordance with applicable health and safety regulations. 

RECYCLING CENTER: An establishment which provides the means for the collection, 
separation, recovery, and sale or reuse of metals, glass, paper, leaf waste, plastics and other 
recyclable materials which would otherwise be disposed of and processed as municipal waste; a 
recycling center does not include storage or processing activity located on the premises of a 
residential, commercial, or manufacturing use and used solely for the recycling of material 
generated by that residential property or non-residential use. 

RECYCLING CONTAINERS: Mobile or stationary bins, boxes, or containers transported by 
trucks, vans, or trailers and used for the collection of recyclable material. 

RECYCLING COLLECTION FACILITY: A center for the acceptance by donation, redemption, or 
purchase, of recyclable materials from the public. Such a facility does not typically use power-
driven processing equipment. Collection facilities may include mobile or stationary recycling 
containers and kiosk-type recycling containers. 

REFUSE: (See SOLID WASTE) 

REGULATORY FLOOD: The flood that has one chance in one hundred (or a one percent 
chance) of being equaled or exceeded in any year. For the purposes of this ordinance, the one 
hundred (100) year flood (base flood) as defined by the Federal Insurance Administration, U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban Development, in Flood Insurance Study. East Pennsboro 
Township. Cumberland County. Pennsylvania. 
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REGULATORY FLOOD ELEVATION: The elevation of the regulatory flood at a point. 

REPAIR SERVICES: Any building, premises, and land in which or upon which a business or 
industry involving the maintenance, servicing, or repair to products is conducted or rendered. 
Establishments primarily engaged in providing assistance, as opposed to products. 

REPORT: Any letter, review, memorandum, compilation or similar writing made by any body, 
board, officer or consultant other than a solicitor to any other body, board, officer, or consultant 
for the purpose of assisting the recipient of such report in the rendering of any decision or 
determination. All reports shall be deemed recommendatory and advisory only and shall not be 
binding upon the recipient, board, officer, body or agency, nor shall any appeal lie there from. Any 
report used, received or considered by the body, board, officer or agency rendering a 
determination or decision shall be made available for inspection to the applicant and all other 
parties to any proceeding upon request, and copies thereof shall be provided at cost of 
reproduction. 

REQUIRED EXCLUSION AREA: The unbuildable portion of a parcel based upon critical area 
factors including, but not limited to, building setbacks, open space, wetlands, watercourses, 
buffers, screening, easements, rights-of-way, flood plain, and other protected resources or 
habitats. 

RESEARCH, TESTING LABORATORY: An establishment or other facility for carrying on 
investigation in the natural, physical or social sciences, or engineering and development as an 
extension of investigation with the objective of creating end products. 
 
RESTAURANT:  A public eating place primarily offering sit-down counter or table service and 
custom-prepared foods for on-premises consumption with or without call-ahead service. 

RESTAURANT, CARRY-OUT, TAKE-OUT, DRIVE THROUGH:  An establishment that offers 
quick food service, which is accomplished through a limited menu of items.  The establishment 
may include drive-up or drive-through service. 

RIGHT-OF-WAY: Land set aside for use as a street, alley, private road or other means of travel.   

RIGHT-OF-WAY. EXISTING: The legal right-of-way established by the State or other appropriate 
governing body, and currently in existence 

RIGHT-OF-WAY, FUTURE: The right-of-way deemed necessary or appropriate by the Township 
Comprehensive Plan or the Tri-County Comprehensive Plan, to provide adequate future street 
improvement. 

ROOMER, BOARDER OR LODGER: A person occupying any room or group of rooms forming a 
single habitable unit used or intended to be used for living and sleeping but not for cooking or 
eating purposes, and paying compensation for such occupancy by prearrangement for a week or 
more at a time to an owner or operator. 

SCHOOL: An educational institution either public or private, where the course of instruction 
conforms to requirements of the Department of Education of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, 
but not including a "dancing school" or a "music school". 

SCHOOL, COLLEGE: An educational institution either public or private, having regular sessions 
with employed instructors, and providing general education above the level of the secondary 
school. The term "college" includes the terms "junior college" and "university". 
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SCHOOL, ELEMENTARY: A school having regular sessions with employed instructors who 
teach subjects that are fundamental and essential in general for elementary grades. 

SCHOOL, NURSERY: A building designed and operated to provide regular instruction and 
daytime care for two or more children under elementary grades. 

SCHOOL, SECONDARY: The same as elementary school except that general education is 
provided for secondary grades. 

SCHOOL, TRADE OR PROFESSIONAL: A privately operated enterprise for vocational training in 
a specific field or fields. 

SCHOOL, VOCATIONAL: The same as elementary school except that the primary course of 
study is in trades or vocations. 

SCREEN PLANTING: Unless otherwise indicated, a vegetative material of sufficient height and 
density to conceal from the view of property owners in adjoining districts, the structures and uses 
on the premises on which the screen planting is located. 

SETBACK: The minimum required distance from the street (right-of-way) line, side property line 
or rear property line that establishes the area within which no structure can be erected. 

SETBACK LINE: The line within a property defining the required minimum distance (setback) 
between any building and the street line, side or rear property line. (Also known as the building 
line.) 

SEWER, PRIVATE: An on-lot septic tank disposal system generally providing for disposal of 
effluent from only one building or a group of buildings on a single lot. 
 
SEWER, PUBLIC: Any municipally or privately owned sewer system in which sewage is collected 
from buildings and piped to an approved sewage disposal plant or central septic tank disposal 
system. "Public sewer" may also be referred to as off-site sewer, and shall include capped 
sewers installed in accordance with Township specifications. 

SEXUALLY ORIENTED BUSINESS:  See “East Pennsboro Township Sexually Oriented 
Bussinesses Ordinance”, as amended, under separate cover.  

SHOPPING CENTER: A group of 2 or more retail stores planned and designed to function as a 
unit, and having off-street parking as an integral part of the unit. 

SIGN: Any object, device, display or structure, or part thereof, visible from a public way, which is 
used to advertise, identify, display, direct or attract attention to a person, organization, institution, 
business, product, service, event or location. A sign includes writing, representation or any other 
figure of similar character within a building when located in a window. 

SIGN, ADDRESS: A sign or nameplate, located on the premises of a business or building, 
indicating the name and/or address, of the owners or occupants of a building or premises. 

SIGN, ADVERTISING (Also PRODUCT): A sign intended for the display by painting, posting or 
otherwise, of information inviting attention to any product, business, service or cause not 
necessarily located on or related to the premises on which the sign is situated. 

SIGN, ANIMATED: Any sign or part of a sign which changes physical position by any movement 
or rotation or which gives the visual impression of such movement or rotation. 
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SIGN, AREA: The entire face of a sign including the advertising surface and any framing, trim or 
molding, but not including the supporting structure. 

SIGN, AWNING, CANOPY OR MARQUEE: A sign that is mounted or painted on, or attached to 
an awning, canopy or marquee that is otherwise permitted by Ordinance. 

SIGN, BANNER: A temporary sign of lightweight fabric, plastic or similar material that is 
temporarily mounted to a pole or building. 

SIGN, BILLBOARD: A sign over twelve (12) square feet in area, which directs attention to a 
business, event, profession conducted, or to a commodity, entertainment or service sold, offered 
or manufactured off the premises. 

SIGN, BUSINESS IDENTIFICATION: A sign which directs attention to the business name or a 
use conducted, product or commodity sold, or service performed, upon the premises on which 
the sign is situated. 

SIGN, CONSTRUCTION: A sign identifying an architect, contractor, subcontractor, owners, 
financial supporters, material supplier and similar individuals or firms having a role in construction 
project on the property in which the sign is located. 

SIGN, DIRECTIONAL: A sign limited to providing entrance and exit information necessary to 
direct vehicular or pedestrian traffic flow which does not include any commercial message, but 
can include a business name or logo. 

SIGN, DEVELOPMENT: A sign which, by symbol or name, identifies a development, including a 
subdivision, neighborhood, residential development, shopping center, commercial, industrial or 
office complex. 

SIGN, ELECTRONIC: A sign which is lighted or electronically controlled that contains messages, 
such as date, time, temperature, commercial information, or changing messages and which may 
utilize light emitting diodes (LED’s). 

SIGN, FLAG: Any fabric, banner or bunting containing distinctive colors, pattern or symbols used 
as a form of advertisement. 

SIGN, FREE STANDING: Any immovable sign not affixed to a building. 
 
SIGN, GROUND: A self-supporting sign resting on the ground or supported by means of poles or 
standards in the ground. 

SIGN, HOME OCCUPATION: A small identification sign containing only the name, occupation or 
service of a permitted home occupation. 

SIGN, ILLUMINATED: Any sign lit by electric bulbs, fluorescent lights, neon bulbs, or exposed 
artificial lighting either by lights on or in the sign ore directed towards the sign. Neon tubes used 
as abstract, graphic, decorative, or architectural elements shall also be considered to constitute 
an illuminated sign. 

SIGN, INFORMATION: A sign commonly associated with information necessary or convenient 
for visitors coming on the property, including signs marking parking areas, circulation direction, 
bathroom facilities, civic organizations with meeting dates and time, pick-up and delivery areas, 
or telephone which does not include commercial messages or names. 

SIGN, INTEGRAL ROOF: Any sign erected or constructed as an integral or essentially integral 
part of a normal roof structure of any design, such that no part of the sign extends vertically 
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above any portion of the roof and such that no part of the sign is separated from the rest of the 
roof by a space of more than six (6) inches; or is painted on the roof. 

SIGN, LIGHTED:  A sign illuminated by light cast upon the sign from an external or internal light 
source. 

SIGN, LOGO:  A sign used by the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation on limited access 
highways to direct motorists to nearby businesses and services.   

SIGN, MEMORIAL: A sign, tablet or plaque memorializing a person, event, structure or site. 

SIGN, NONCONFORMING: Any sign lawfully existing on the effective date of an ordinance, or 
an amendment thereto, which renders such sign nonconforming because it does not conform to 
all the standards and regulations of the adopted or amended Ordinance. 

SIGN, OFFICIAL. A sign erected and maintained pursuant to and in discharge of any 
governmental functions or required by law, ordinance, or governmental regulations (e.g. traffic 
control signs, speed limit signs, roadway identification signs, etc.). 

SIGN, OFF-PREMISE: A sign, intended for the painting, posting or otherwise displaying of 
information inviting attention to any product, business, service or cause not located on the 
property where the sign is situated. 

SIGN, PENNANT: A temporary sign of lightweight fabric, plastic or similar material whether or not 
containing a message of any kind, suspended from a rope, wire or string, usually in a series and 
designed to move in the wind. 

SIGN, POLITICAL: A temporary sign announcing or supporting political candidates in connection 
with any national, state or local election. 

SIGN, PORTABLE: A sign not permanently affixed to a building, structure or the ground 

SIGN, PRIVATE SALE OR EVENT: A temporary sign advertising private sales of personal 
property such as house sales, garage sales, and the like, or private not-for-profit events such as 
picnics, carnivals, bazaars, game nights, art fairs, or crafts shows. 

SIGN, PRODUCT: A sign or portion of a sign which directs attention to the promotion, 
development, rental, and/or sale of a commercial product. 

SIGN, REAL ESTATE: A temporary sign relating to the property upon which it is located, offering 
such property for sale, lease or rent.  Such signs include those that indicate a pending sale or 
that the property has been sold. 
 
SIGN, ROOF: Any device or structure erected for advertising or identification purposes upon or 
above the roof of any building or structure or part thereof. 

SIGN, SERVICE: A sign which is incidental to a use lawfully occupying the property upon which 
the sign is located, and which is necessary to provide to the public information such as directions 
to parking lots, locations of rest rooms, or other similar information. 

SIGN, TEMPORARY: Any sign, banner, cardboard or other material carrying an advertisement or 
announcement, which is displayed or intended to be displayed for a limited period of time as 
specified in the Zoning Ordinance. 

SIGN, TRAILER: A sign which is attached to, supported by or part of a structure which is 
designed to be moved on trailer wheels, skids or other similar device, or transported by a motor 
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vehicle. A trailer sign is designed to be moved and is not permanent, nor is it intended to be 
permanently affixed to a building or structure. 

SIGN, WALL: A sign painted on or affixed to and paralleling the outside wall of a building, and 
extending not more than twelve (12) inches from such wall. 

SIGN, WINDOW: A sign that is applied or attached to the exterior or interior of a window within a 
building so that it is visible from the exterior of the structure through a window. 

SIGN FACE: The area or display surface used for the message. 
 
SLOPE: The face of an embankment or cut section; any ground whose surface makes an angle 
with the plain of the horizon.  Slopes are usually expressed in a percentage based upon vertical 
difference in feet over 100 feet of horizontal distance. 

SLOPE CLASSIFICATION MAP: A map prepared by a registered professional engineer or 
surveyor, on a contour map, showing at a minimum, those areas with a slope of twelve (12) 
percent to fifteen (15) percent, areas of slope with fifteen (15) percent to twenty (20) percent, 
areas with a slope of twenty (20) percent to twenty-five (25) percent, and areas with a slope 
greater than twenty-five (25) percent as a calculation between every contour interval on said 
map. 

SOLID WASTE: Unwanted or discarded material, including waste material with insufficient liquid 
content to be free flowing. 

SPECIAL EXCEPTION: Permission or approval of a use granted by the Zoning Hearing Board 
pursuant to applicable provisions of this ordinance.  

STABLE, PRIVATE: An accessory building in which horses are kept for private use and not for 
hire, remuneration or sale. 
 
STABLE, PUBLIC: A building in which horses are kept for remuneration, hire or sale. 

STORAGE FACILITY: A structure intended for lease for the sole purpose of storing household 
goods, motor vehicles, or recreational equipment. 

STORAGE, SELF-SERVICE: A building or group of buildings consisting of individual, small, self-
contained units that are leased or owned for the storage of business and household goods or 
contractors supplies. A building or group of buildings in a controlled access and fenced 
compound that contains varying sizes of individual, compartmentalized, and controlled access 
stalls or lockers for the storage of customer's goods or wares. 

STORED:  Parked, left, located, kept, maintained, deposited, remaining, or being physically 
present on private property. 

STORY: The portion of any building located between the surface of any floor and the surface of 
the next floor above it, or if there is no floor above it, the space between such floor and the ceiling 
next above it. 

STORY, HALF: A story next under a gabled, hipped or gambrel roof, the wall plates of which on 
at least two opposite exterior walls are not over two feet above the finished floor of such story. 
 
STREET: Includes street, avenue, boulevard, road, highway, freeway, parkway, lane, alley, 
viaduct, and any other ways used or intended to be used by vehicular traffic or pedestrians 
whether public or private.  Streets design standards are located in the East Pennsboro Township 
Land Development Ordinance.  Streets are defined as follows: 
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A. Interstate Highway: limited access highways designed for traffic between major regional 

areas or larger urban communities of 50,000 or more; these highways extend beyond 
state boundaries, with access limited to interchanges located by the U.S. Department of 
Transportation. 

 
B. Freeway: limited access roads designed for large volumes of traffic between communities 

of 50,000 or more to major regional traffic generators (such as central business districts, 
suburban shopping centers and industrial areas); freeways should be tied directly to 
arterial roads, with accessibility limited to specific interchanges to avoid the impediment 
of through traffic.  

 
C. Principal Arterial Highway: a Principal Arterial provides land access while retaining a high 

degree of thru traffic mobility and serves major centers of urban activity and traffic 
generation.  They provide a high speed, high volume network for travel between major 
destinations in both rural and urban areas.   

 
D. Minor Arterial Highway: a Minor Arterial gives greater emphasis to land access with a 

lower level of thru traffic mobility than a principal arterial and serves larger schools, 
industries, hospitals and small commercial areas not incidentally served by principal 
arterials. 

 
E. Collector Highway: a Collector Road serves dual functions, collecting traffic between local 

roads and arterial streets and providing access to abutting properties. It serves minor 
traffic generators, such as local elementary schools, small individual industrial plants, 
offices, commercial facilities, and warehouses not served by principal and minor arterials. 

F. Local Roads: those that are local in character and serve farms, residences, businesses, 
neighborhoods and abutting properties. 

 
STREET GRADE:  The officially established grade of the street upon which a lot fronts or in its 
absence, the established grade of other streets upon which the lot abuts, at the midway of the 
frontage of the lot thereon.  If there is no officially established grade, the existing grade of the 
street, measured at the midpoint of the portion of the lot abutting thereon, shall be taken as the 
street grade. 
 
STREET LINE:  The dividing line between the street and the lot or land abutting the street, also 
known as the right-of-way line. 

STREET WIDTH: The shortest distance between street lines at a given point. 

STRUCTURE: Any combination of materials, other than a building, which forms a construction 
that is safe and stable, including but not limited to, flagpoles, platforms, towers, sheds, storage 
bins, fences exceeding six (6) feet in height, signs, sign posts, and lights and light standards for 
other than residential use, but excluding patios, driveways, walks and parking areas at yard 
grade. 

SUBDIVISION: An area of land divided by the owner or agent, either by lots or by metes and 
bounds, into lots or parcels two or more in number, for the purpose of conveyance, transfer, 
improvement or sale, including the appurtenant roads, streets, lanes, alleys and ways dedicated 
or intended to be dedicated to public use or to the use of purchasers or owners of lots fronting 
thereon. The words "resubdivision," "plot," "replot," "plan" or "replan" shall be used 
interchangeably with the word "subdivision," and shall have the meaning set forth in this section. 
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SUBSTANTIAL DAMAGE: Damage from any cause sustained by a structure whereby the cost of 
restoring the structure to its before-damage condition would equal or exceed fifty (50) percent or 
more of the market value of the structure before the damage occurred. 

SUBSTANTIAL IMPROVEMENT:  Any reconstruction, rehabilitation, addition, or other 
improvement of a structure, the cost of which equals or exceeds fifty (50) percent of the market 
value of the structure before the "start of construction" of the improvement. This term includes 
structures which have incurred "substantial damage," regardless of the actual repair work 
performed. The term does not, however include either: (1) any project for improvement of a 
structure to correct existing violations of state or local health, sanitary, or safety code 
specifications which have been identified by the local code enforcement official and which are the 
minimum necessary to assure safe living conditions, or; (2) any alteration of a "historic structure," 
provided that the alteration will not preclude the structure's continued designation as a "historic 
structure." 

TELECOMMUNICATIONS SITE: A tract or parcel of land that contains a telecommunications 
antenna or tower, its support structure, accessory building(s), parking and may include other uses 
and equipment associated with and ancillary to telecommunications signal transmission or 
processing. 

TELEPHONE EXCHANGE BUILDING: A building and equipment therein, used or to be used for 
the purpose of facilitating transmission and exchange of telephone messages between 
subscribers, but in a residential district not including public business facilities, storage of outside 
plant materials, trucks or repair facilities, or housing for outside repair crews. 

TERRACE: A natural or artificial embankment between a building and its lot lines, the height of 
which shall be the difference in elevation between the curb and the highest point of the 
embankment. 
 
TIMBER HARVESTING: The process of cutting down and removing trees for the primary purpose 
of sale or processing into commercial wood products. 

TOURIST CABINS: A group of buildings which contain either separate cabins or a row of cabins, 
living and sleeping accommodations for transient occupancy, and individual entrances. 

TOURIST HOME: A dwelling in which overnight accommodations are provided or offered for 
transient guests for compensation. 

TOWER: A structure that is intended to support equipment used to transmit and/or receive 
telecommunications or radio signals, including monopoles and lattice type construction steel 
structures. 

TOWNHOUSE: Single family attached dwelling units of one or two story construction so situated 
that there are three (3) or more units contiguous to one another with some common walls, 
adjacent parking facilities and common yards or open space provided for all occupants. 
 
TRAVEL TRAILER: A vehicular portable structure built on a chassis and designed as a 
temporary dwelling for travel, recreational and vacation uses. 

TRANSFORMER SUBSTATION: An electric substation containing an assemblage of equipment 
for purposes other than generation or utilization of electricity through which electric energy in bulk 
is passed for the purpose of switching and modifying its characteristics to meet the needs of the 
general public. 

USE: Any activity, occupation, business or operation carried on or intended to be carried on in a 
building or other structure, or on a lot or tract of land. 
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USE, PRINCIPAL: The main or primary use of a lot. 

UTILITY TRAILER:  A vehicle without motive power designed for carrying property and being 
drawn by a motor vehicle. 

VARIANCE: A modification of or adjustment to a regulation of this ordinance granted by the 
Zoning Hearing Board pursuant to applicable provisions of this ordinance and the Pennsylvania 
Municipalities Planning Code (Act 247 of 1968). 

VEGETATIVE MATERIAL: Unless otherwise specified, plant life of a type consistent with or 
commonly associated with the principal use of the lot, established by voluntary act in the manner 
required in this ordinance. 

VEGETATION, NATURAL: Plant life indigenous to and existing in a particular location or on a 
particular lot by involuntary or natural growth. 

VETERINARY SERVICES: Veterinary facilities as well as establishments providing support to the 
veterinary profession and animal care, such as veterinary laboratories, and miscellaneous types 
of veterinary supplies and services. 

VETERINARY HOSPITAL: A place where animals are given medical care and the boarding of 
animals is limited to short-term care incidental to hospital use. 

WATER, PRIVATE: An on-lot water generation system which serves only the lot upon which it is 
located. 

WATER, PUBLIC: Any municipally or privately owned water generation, collection and 
distribution system or facility which serves more than one building or lot. 

WATERCRAFT:  Any craft or vehicle specifically designed for use on water such as a boat, 
canoe, personal water craft, pontoon, hovercraft or similar type vehicle. 

WINDOW: An opening to the outside of a building or structure, other than a door, which provides 
all or part of the natural light and/or natural ventilation to an interior space. The glassed portion of 
a door in an exterior wall shall be considered a window. 
 
YARD: A space open to the sky and unoccupied by any building, structure, or merchandise for 
display, sale, or storage, located on the same lot with a building or structure.  
 
A. Yard, Exterior: an open, unoccupied space between the buildings of a dwelling group or 

its accessory buildings and the project boundary or street line. 
 
B. Yard, Front:  a yard on the same lot with a main building extending the full width of the lot 

and situated between the street line and the minimum required front setback line 
projected to the side lines of the lot.  On a corner lot, there are two front yards. (Figure 1 
& 2)  

 
C. Yard, Interior: an open, unoccupied space between the buildings of a dwelling group or 

its accessory buildings; not a front, side or rear yard.  
 
D. Yard, Rear: a yard on the same lot with a main building extending the full width of the lot 

and situated between the rear line of the lot and the minimum required rear setback line 
projected to the side lines of the lot.  (Figure 1) 

 
E. Yard, Side: a yard on the same lot with a main building situated between the required 
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side line of the lot and the minimum required side setback line.  Any lot line not a rear line 
or a front line shall be deemed a side line.  On a corner lot, there are two side yards. 
(Figure 1 & 2) 

ZONING MAP: The map establishing the boundaries of the zoning districts of the Township, 
which map shall be and is a part of this ordinance. 

ZONING OFFICER: The municipal official or representative duly appointed by the Township 
Commissioners as the administering and enforcing officer for this ordinance. 

ZONING PERMIT: A building permit, occupancy permit, or other permit required by this 
ordinance in a specific circumstance. 
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
